SHAKESPEARE AND BACON.

Henry Irving’s Views as to the Identity of
the Immortal Dramatist.

Mr. Henry Irving, the great English
actor, who was lately in British Col:
umbia, is no friend of Ignatius Donnelly’s
laborions argument that Bacon wrote the
El:yn almost universally attributed to the
nmertal Shakespeare.
It seems to me,” he says, ‘*that the
:ﬁx of the ludicrous was touched ‘when
. Ignatiug Donnelly wrote his stupen-
dous work to prove that Bacon wove into
Shakespeare’s plays a narrative in cipher
full .of historical incidents which never
happened.  After this ‘there is really no-
thing else for the Baconian party to achieve,
and they ought to weep like Alexander
because there remain no other worlds to
conquer.”
Then Mr. Irving makes a suggestion.
‘ Why not argue that the total lack of
imagination, of the poetic faculty and of
the sense of humor revealed in Bacon’s
works is proof of his purpose to prevent any
identification of  his genius with Shake-
speare’s? This would bs quite as convine-
ing as the famouns cipher.”
‘¢ What about ' the theory of composite
authorship ?”
“A weak and waddling compromise, that
seems to have no other foundation than the
idea that while the brilliant nobles of Eliza-
beth’s court contributed the "scholarship,
Shakespeare threw in the poetry. Imagine
a cammittee of classical experts with Bacon
in the chair meéting to discuse arough draft
of ‘The Tempest’ or ¢King Lear,” and
sending it around to Blackfriars for Shake-

“No,” and Mr. Irving, like a skeptic,
emiled, ‘‘the testimony of competent wit-
nesses is simple and conclusive. No one in
his day ventured to suggest that Shakes-
peare wag %ﬁhﬂ’n\brﬂnﬁ, and
only when ‘the can’ show that
Ben.

Resources—Hop Growing An
Assured Success. = |

The Gold Mines Showing Very Rich
Prospects, and Being Profitably
