Washington;-Jan. 18 —The nation’s 

manufacturing industry in the 28 
states east of the Mississippi River 
was virtually suspended today iu 
obedience td the government’s order 
forbidding the > use of fuel.

Most of the plants engaged on war 
contracts were exempted from tihe; or­
der’s operation in - telegrams sent out 
last night, but few of them teamed of 
it in time, and a great majority of 
them closed down with the other fac­
tories. ,

The. country at large knew nothing 
of exemptions exceipt the few an­
nounced last night, and It wae not un­
til late this afternoon that the fuel 
administration admitted officially that 
Important war work was not affected 
by the order, and ga vé out a list of 
hundreds of factories (that may con­
tinue work on government contracts 
only during the five days’ dosing 
period. .

The day brought a statement of 
unequivocal support for the , order 
from President Wilson and a vigorous 
defence by Fuel Administrator Garfield 
of the step and the government’s pur­
pose in taking it

Opposition to the order in congress 
apparently -epc-nt itself in debate in 
both Rouses. During the day Dr- flat- 
field replied to the senate's request of 
yesterday that the order be suspended 
for five days, disclaiming any pur­
pose to he discourteous, declining to 
comply and again pointing out the 
necessity for enforcement of his order.

Food Not Affected-
Food Administrator Hoover in a

It Is provided also that special com­
missions shall be formed to decide the 
financial status of citizens, these com­
missions to. be empowered to annul 
Completely all savings not obtained by 
means of labor, even should such sav­
ings not exceed the sum of 5,000 
roubles, They are also to determine 
what organs shall be considered de­
mocratic.

Petrograd, Thursday, Jan. 17.—The

The fuel situation is such that steps 
may be taken to better conserve the 
supply of coal now being rscelved in 
Toronto. Mayor Church gave his per­
sonal opinion to the effect that a num ­
ber of the pool rooms at least could be 
eliminated with benefit to the com­
munity.

A two-hours' ultimatum has been sent 
to the Rumanian military authorities 
by the'revolutlonary committee of the 
ninth Russian army demanding free 
passage of Russian troops thru Jassy, 
the temporary capital of Rumania.

Rumanians Dsfy Bolsheviki.
London. Jan. 18.—Thç latest threat 

of the Bolsheviki to cause the arrest 
of the Rumanian royal family has 
created no surprise among the Ru­
manian authorities in London. Some 
time ago the Bolsheviki sent troops 
to Jassy under the leadership of the 
Bulgarian reactionary, Bakovsky, to 
arrest. General Tcherbatcheff, com­
mander on the Russian-Rumanian 
front, and at the same time to seize 
the Rumanian royal family and the 
members of the government.

General Tcherbatcheff, 
succeeded in capturing the ringleaders 
of the movement, and with the as­
sistance of the Rumanian 
armed 15,000 Bolsheviki soldlere.

The Rumanian army has refrained 
from armed conflict with the Boishev- 
iki. but, it is declared, will not tole­
rate any plans on Rumanian soil 
against the royal family or the Ru­
manian people. King Ferdinand and 
the royal family are still at Jassy, cut 
off from the world and living -almost 
entirely upon canned food, with bread 
three times a week.
