TERRIBLE FIGHTING IN CAUCASUS

 LAYING SIEGE T0 CITIES

APItched Battles in and
Around Baku, in Which
Artillery is Used to De-
molish Houses — Move-
ment Long Planned, Well
Organized and Savagely
Carried Out.

§t. Petersburg, Sept. 7.~Tho the de-

- gpatch from Tiflis and current reporis
“in St. Petersburg say that the oil works
and tanks at Baku have been entirely

consumed, and the town practically

wiped out, according to a despatch to

the Nobel Co. from Baku, this is an

error, and the loss, tho enormous, is not

complete. This despatch stated that

the firing in the town had ceased, and

that the incendiarism had been check-
ed- The fate of the tanks and works,
which are not yet on fire, depends on
the wind, which is blowing a hurricane.

The St. Petersburg press attacks the
government for its indecision in hand-
ling events in the Caucasus, and s
peglect to take measures to reconcile
the Armenians and Tartars, and de-

es the ruin of one of the most fm=

portant industries in Russia and im-
mense losses to industry and commerce
are the fruits of the governmental Jis-
regard for years of the most legitimate
and practical suggestions of the oil
men,especially - the government's re-
fusal of their request for authority to
establish a local organization for self
protection against the excesses of the
natives.

The authorities of the Caucasus would
geem to have been taken completely by
gurprise by the magnitude of the Tar-
tar rising. There is not the least doubt
that it had ‘long been planned and
carefully organized, and is connected
with the separatist movements. The
officials of Tiflis say they have unmis-
takeable proof that the revolt has been
fanged by Turkish emissaries and ugi-
taters bearing a green standard who
are raising the whole country. The
Tartars, the officials add, intend lay-
ing a regular siege to Baku, Shusna
and other places.

They have laid many villages in
ruins, and have pitilessly massacred
the inhabitants. Unless sufficient
troops are available promptly .to sup-
press the outbreak in the Caucasus,
which the news from Baku would
» show not to be the case, the whole of

that part of the country will be de-

vastated, and the populations of the
towns and villages butchered.

5 Situation is Grave.

Ttre situation is viewed in St. Pet-
ersburg with the utmost alarm. The
managers of the oil works at Baku, de-
spairing of the arrival of reinforce-
ments of troops, have telegraphed di-
rect to the emperor. The latest de-
spatches from Baku give gruesome de-
tails of the carnage. Pillaging and

o

murdering have been going on every- |

where. In various jarts of the Caucasus
bands of peasants have organized
against the nobles, and are invading
their domains and seizing all the fire
arms.

The desperate condition of affairs at
Baku is shown by a telegram from the
governor of Baku, who has sent an
urgent despatch to Tiflis, saying that
his troops are surrounded by Tartars
and will inevitably be everwhelmed un-
less immediately relieved.

Baku is Terrorized.

Baku, Sept. 7.—(6 p.m.)—The situa-
tion here to-night
worse. The terror-stricken inhabitants
are fleeing from the city, knowing that
the garrison is inadequate to protect
them; and{ altho the worst scenes of
fire and massacre have not yet octurred
in Baku itself, none dares think how
far the excesses may proceed.

The entire oi] and commercial quar-
ters of Balakhan, Subunto and Namanj
have been wiped out by fire, and the
inhabitants remaining behind were mas-
sacred and thrown into the flames.
Bibiebat continues . to burn and is
threatened with the same fate as Bala-
khan,

The donsulates, banks and adm:inis-
tration buildings here are guarded by
troops. All of the English residenis,
and almost all other inhabitants of the
better class, have boarded ships and
gone to sea to escaper from danger.

Using Artillery.

All available steamers have been em-
ployed for this purpose. Martial law
has been proclaimed here. Nobody
allowed on the streets after 8 p.m., and
inhabitants of houses are held strictly

responsible for shots fired from them. |

CHURCHES DESTROYED.

Toklo, Sept. 7.—A mob destroyed ten
Christian churches and one mission
school last night (Wednesday). The
people were not injured.

LOSING MONEY--AND WHY
EXACT DOUBLE FOR POWER

Hamilton Auditor Finds That
Cataract Co. Has Gotmo Divi-
dends From Street Railway,
But Figures Show Cause—
Public Would Like Lighting
Retuins Analyzed.

Hamilton, Sept. 7.—(Special,)—The
indications are that the city will get
the worst of it—as usual—in its deal-
ings with the Hamilton Cataract Pow-

er, Light and Traction Company. The
company enjoys two franchises voted
by the council, one to the street rail-
way section, and another to the electric
light section. As far as the street
railway is concerned, the city has a
good bargain, as itl gets 7 per cent, of
the gross receipts of the company, but
as far as the street lighting contract
is concerned it is another story. The
city is paying the exorbitant rate of
$85 a year for each street lamp,

Some months ago the company tried
to repudiate the street railway bar-
gain, but was beaten in the courts.
Then it set up a cry that it was losing
money and could not afford to live up
to the terms of the agreement. About
the same time five years of its ten-
year street lighting franchise expired.
By the terms of this agreement the
city was entitled to ask for a reduc-
tion in the rate and to establish its
rights to the reduction by means of
arbitration if the city and the com-
pzny could not agree -on the amount of
the reduction.

From Court to Couneil,

Beaten in the courts on the street
railway deal the company asked for a
conference with the council. The coun-
cil agreed to this and appointed a com-
mittee to confer with the company on
all subjects in dispute. The first act of
the conference committee was to in-
struct the city auditors to inspect the
books of the company. The auditws
were instructed to confine their in-
spection to the books with reference
to the street railway. Just who was
responsible ;m'(t‘h‘ls is not clear, Ald.
Stewart, chairman of the board of
works, one of the members, says he
is not responsible, and will insist on
the auditors’ examining the reocords
with reference to the lighting contract,
kis idea being to show that if ‘he
company is losing money on the street
railway it is coining it on the light-
ing contract.

Evens Up.

The report of the auditors’ has been
handed into the city. It is very un-
favorable to the city and supports the *
contention of the company that it is
rot making any money by the street
railway. The report says that the
railway has paid no dividend since the
Cataract people took hold of it, but it
also shows that the company is charg=
ing up a rate against the railway for
power that is double the rate charged a
few years ago.

sented to the conference, The pedr;le
have no sympathy with the big com-
pany that made an agreement with {he
council and then tried to crawl sut of
it by a cry baby act, especially in view
of the money it is making out nf the
city in the street lighting contract.
