HOTELKLEPER'S - FATAL HISTAKE.

Misteok Miz Fifred Man for a Thief and
shot Ilin Dead - Fired In
the Dark,

Laneaster, Pa,, July 1.—Jociah Bush-
ey, employed as a hostler at the Thrge
Mile Tavern, on thc Columbia.tucupike,
west of this city, met: with a terrible
death early this morning, when he was
shot and instantly killed by . L. Ham-
bright, proprietor of the hotel, who muis-
took him for a thief. Pigeon shoots
are frequently held at the hotel, and
Hambright always has a Jarge number
ot pigeons on hand. They are kept in
a large coop alongside of the- barn,
Several times recently Hambright has
been ‘troubled by thieves, who stole

' pigeons.

This morning . at 1 o’clock he -was
awakened by his' daughter, who said
there was somebody at the pigeon house
trying. to steal. Hambright | went to
the balcony and could hear the birds,
but they soon quieted down, and he
was prepared to return to bed when he
heard another noise. In the meantime
Bushey had been awakened . by Murs.
Hambright, and he.ialked out of the
rear deor of the house and to the pigeon
coop. He was carrying an u_nllghted
lantern, but nome of the family saw
him leave the house. As the noise con-
tinued Hambright put shells in his
double-barreled gun and started out the
front door of the hotel and then to-
wards the coop.

When some distance away he heard a
noise at the coop and thought he saw
some- one walking near. He fired the
contents of the barrel after calling to
the party to stop. There was no reply,
and finally, although the night was very
dark, he saw a man walking towards
him. * He again called to the man fto
halt, but receiving no reply he fired the
second barrel when the suppos d thief
was not more thun 12 feet from him, He
then-heard a cry: “My God, Hambriznt,
don't shoot me,” and he knew that be
had-injured gome one, -A light wus pro-
cured and the hostler was found lying
dead in theé pathway. The entite sec-
ond shot had entered his abdomen, tear-
inf a tremendous hole im the bedy.

t was found that the first load hud
struck Bushey in the hand .and broke
the glass in the lantern. Still the host-
ler made no outery until after he had
been shot a seconds~time. - Coroner
Shank went out ffom town and at once
held an inquest, in which no blame wus
attached to Hambright. Bushey was
57 years of age, and came from Beiks
county originally, although he has trav-
eled all over the world and for a num-
ber of years was a sailor. e was of
a very quiet disposition and generally
liked in the neighborhood. He had been
at work for Hambright for almost two
years.

Washington, D. C., July 1.<-The -I'-
nance Committee of the Senate suffered
several unexpected reverses during the
progress of the tariff bill to-day, being
defeated on three important votes., Cot-
ton bagging was placed on the free list,
uas were also cotton ties, and the duty vn
white pine lumber was reduced from 52
to $1 per thousand.

'Lhe/tur.iff bill was promptly taken up
when the session opened.

Mz, Allison reported back the amend-
ment to the coal paragraph offered by
Mr. White yesterday, allowing a draw-
back of duty on coal ‘used in American
vessels engaged in foreign trade, snd
the trade between Atlamtic and Pacific
ports of the United States.
