Further Light Thrown Upon Wreck-
ing of the Farmers' Loan Co.

Pceulations From the Cash Receipts—Loans
to Themselves Upon Improper Securities
—One Hundred Thousand Dollars De-
rived Fromh Junction Property—Reck-
less Speculation—How They Operated.

The defalcation of the officials of the
l‘arn\en’ Loan Company is a phase of the
aflfairs of the defunct institution that has
been given little publicity as yet. The
frauds are of two kinds, peculations di-
rectly from the cash teceipts and loans
made by the officials to themselves, direct-
ly. or indirectly, upon Improper securities,

It has been stated by the wife of Thomas
Pinkney, the defaunlting accountant, that
Manager Bethune benefited to the extent
of $100,000 from loans upon Junction pro-
perty, thalned through a confederate, or
a “‘stoo! pigeon.,” This statement is known
to those in charge of the company’s af-
fairs, but thus far no evidence in support
of It has been found, It I8 known posi-
tively, however, that both FPinkney and
Scott had for some time ‘been speculating
in land wita the funds of the company,
but the extent of the losses resulting toere-
from bas not been ascertained. In these
deals Lher had partners, and a disagree-
ment which arose out of one of these
transactions may lead to important de-
velopments. The other parties to the af-
fair brought suit against Pinkney to com-
pel his fulfilment of the contract, and the
records of the proceedings gives a key to
the speculations in question.

Stolen by thé Officials.

The withdrawals from ecapital account,
accolding to the liquidator’s report, totalled
000, of which sum about $325,000 was
improperly paid in dividends, and the ex-
mainder was stolen by the officials. The
overdrafts on their own accounts totalled
12,000; the stealings from the deposits of
customers $12,000; a similar sum was taken
from moneys pald on mortgages, Interest
payments were nlso- filched, and the rents
accruing from pyoperties in the company's
hands were another fruitful source of crimi-
‘mal gain to the officials.
How They Operated.

With a view to sustaining the price of
the company’s stock, when shares appear-
ed on the market, they would be bought
with money advanced by Manager Beth-
une. One man was advanced $8000 on 20
P" cent. stock, of within 10 per cent. of
ts face valve. The amounts lost in this
way total $14,000, including loans made to
Bethune on his own stocg.

The books of the company show that the
absconding officials kept a wonderful memo
system of accounts. Some dishonest debt-
ors have attempted to take advantage of
the defalcations of the officials, by alleg-
IQ payments which were never made,
When any suspicion existed they were
taken before the Master, put upon oath
and made to furnish evidence of their
claims., So far this method has proven
effectnal in protecting the assets of the
company.

DR, HAM. ON MADRIGALS.

Musical Lecture With Cholce Illustrgtions
at Trinity University on Sat~
urday Alternoon.

Dr. Ham, organist of ' St, James” Cath-
edral, contributed the third ‘of the series
of Saturday afternoon.lectures .to a very
large audience .in Convocation, Hall of
Trinity University, The lecturer, whose
subject was ‘‘Madrigals, with INustra-
tious,” was Introduced by Bishop Sweat-
mam  Dr, Ham was very cordially  welegm-
ed by’ his audience; he was full of nis
subject, and communicated his enthusiasm
to his hearers, early In the lecture, Dr.
Ham's account of the. rise and progress of
vocal music in the homes of tne Knglish
people from about the 11th and 12th cen-
tures down to the end of the 16th, and
the amount of light he was able to throw
upon the musical history of our Mother
Country, made his lecture a very instructve
and. delighttul one, |

Dr, Ham said that the madrigal is an
essentially BEnglish class of music; in it
science and art are closely Interwoven,
Tracing the origin of the word through
various tongues Dr. Ham said that it was
first given to a certain kind of pbem, and
afterwards -transferred to the music. The
madrigal, which is a pastoral Iyric or love
ditty, is a purely vocal*compos
several parts, composed with counterpoint
and formal barmony: the high parts were
sung by boys. The glee is an off-shoot of
the madrigal, but the essential point about
the madrigal is that it must be absolutely
unaccompanied,

Golden Age of the Madrigal.

Erocecding, Dr. Ham said that the 16th
century might be called the golden age of
the madrigal;singing was the common accom-
plishment of all alike, and the person who
could not sing some part In madrigal was
regavded as very uncultivated indeed, In
the upper ranks of society, peconlé met at
the houses of friends in the evening to
enjoy and practice part singing; among
the tradespeople the same thing went on;
the master with his apprentices and friends
all met to study singing, Dr, Ham cony
pared this period and that of ‘our own,
with our mode  of spending our evenings,
and his conclusion was decidedly in favo:
of the former,

The decline of vocal musie .in England
began with the fintroduction of musical
instruments; viols were introduced about
the beginning of the 17th century, and
much time began to be devoted to their
study., Dr Ham f»olnted out that it was
signfficant that Sir Arthur Sullivan, oie
of the foremoest composers of the day,
always madz a point of Introducing a
sort of madrigal into each of his operas;
he said that as long as the best in art
is prized so long will the madrigal the
only branch of music in which England
%s really original, be cherished by musie-
ans, .

A Splendid Program,

The following madrigals were exquisitely
rendered by some of the men and boys
from St. James' choir under Dr. Ham's
masterly leadership: “Down in a Flower,
Vale,”” the earliest known Italian madrigal,
by Festa, 1541; “The Rilver Swan,” by
Gibbons, who was organist of Westminster
Abbey, 1612; “Awake, Sweet Love,” com-
posed by S ake'?pv"uro'a friend, Dowland,
1597; ““I'ne Waits," by Savile, 17th cen-
tury; this quaint old composition was en-
thuslastically encored; **Now fs the Month
of Maying,”” Morelly, 1505, and “Sing We,
and Chant It,”” by Pearsall, 19th century.
This also was encored, and closed a most
delightful affernoon. "Dr, Ham was ten-
dered a very cordial vote of thanks,
