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THE YONGE-STREET STEAI
This case of the Metropolitan Railway is

of the Privy Council has exceeded its juris-
diction In dealing with municipalities. The
orders of the committee are by no means
final. Its actions are subject to review by
the courts in just fhe same way as are the
actions of a municipality or any other pub-
lic body. The Rallway Committee is lim-
ited to_the powers vested In it by Par'la-
ment. Among those powers there cannot
be found ome permitting the committee to
usurp the jurisdiction of the municipality in
its streets, as it has assumed to do with re-
spect to Toronto. Three or four years ago
the City Council applied to the Rallway
Committee for crossings at Bathurst rnd
Dufferin-streets where the C.P.R. crosscs
these highways. The C.P.R., the County of
York and York Township were notified to
appear before the Railway Committee. An
order was made for the construction of &
erossing, and the proportion of cost that
each of the parties should bear was setiled
by the committee. Mr. C. C. Robinson, who
appeared for the County of York, argued
the point without walving the county's
right to dispute the jurisdiction of the Rail-
way Committee. He expTessly reserved for
the courts all rights the county might have
and on behalf of the county he refused to
sign the order or to become a party to it in
any shape or form. The committee decided
against the county and ordered it to «on-
tribute its share of the cost of construction
and maintenance. When billed by the C.P.
R. for its share the county refused to pay.
Suit was brought and the case was decided
against the county. On an appeal being
taken to the Court of Appeal the decision
of Judge Rose was reversed, the court
standing 3 to 1 against his judgment. The
court thus upheld the rights of the muniel-
pality against the assumed authority of the
Railway Committee.
It is a pity the course adopted by Mr.
Robinson had not been followed when the
Metropolitan’s case was before the Railway
Committee last week. Mr. Fullerton should
bave waived no right claimed by the city.
He should have refused to be a consenting
party to any order ‘which deprived the city
of its jurisdiction over its own streets or
which limited the jurisdiction in any shape
or form. The city, in that event, would be
in a much better position to dispute the
authority of the committee and to prevent
the Metropolitan from making the conitec-
tion with the C.P.R. It was admitted at
the City Hall yesterday that the depnta-
tion had consented to the order of the
Rallway Committee. This being so the
city’'s case may be weaker than it other-
wise would be, but still it Is strong -nough
to take into court.
|, But a still more regrettable feature than
Mr. Fullerton's consent is the possibiity
that he was instructed by certatnrof’the
aldermen, if mot by the Mayor, to wonsent
to the application of the Metropolitan as a
matter of public policy. It this furns out
to be the explanation of the City Solicitor’s
otherwise unexplainable conduct before the
committee, then the city’s interests have
been most shamefully betrayed by men who
were elected to guard those interests. Do
the aldermen understand the effect of the
Railway Committee's ruling? Do they un-
derstand that the ruling establishes a re-
grettable precedent? The city has all along
been counting on receiving a percentage of
some kind from the Toronto Rallway Com-
pany for the privilege of handling freight
within the city limits. Next year, when
the market Iimprovements are compieted,
we shall witness the inauguration of a
trolley freight service by means of hich
the produce of the farms will be transport-
ed to St. Lawrence Market. But it has
been the city’s intention to regulate this
service, to charge the company a Jercends
age or otherwise recelve a consideration for
the concession. " But the ruling we have
consented to may be cited as a precadent
to prove that we have no authority in tie
matter of freight traffic through our
streets. If the Railway Committee ¢an em-
power the Metropolitan to carry freight
along Yonge-street, it can give simliar
powers to the Toronto and Scarboro Rall-
way, the Mimico Railway and the Toronto
Rallway itself. The committee cannot now

ket. As this line is col lled by the To-
ronto Railway the granting of freight privi-
leges to the Scarboro Rallway would be
equivalent to inaugurating a freight service
over the whole Toronto Railway system,
and that without the comsent of the City
Council, and without stipulations by the
city as to the nature of the gervice or the
percentage to be recelved for the conces-
sion. The precedent that has been created,
it it is allowed to stand, will prejudice our
rights to regulate the freight traffic that
we are counting on in connection with the
new St. Lawrence Market, and will other-
wise handicap us in dealing with the elec-
tro-radial railway problem.

MR, GIBSON’S DUAL ROSITION.

The Globe of yesterday quotes what The
Hamilton Herald says about Hom, J. M.
Gibson occupying the position of head of
the Electric and Trolley Trust in Hamil-
ton. The Globe, we imagine, approves of
‘Mr. Gibson’s dnal pesition. All we can pay.
is that we think Mr. Gibson's position in-
compatible with his position in the Ross
Administration. Mr. Gibson holds the first
position from the trolley amd electric
manipulators, who, for the present, are in
the dark, and who are entrenchifig them-
selves behind Mr. Gibson and a few local
men of Hamilton who are without sub-
stantial capital, and who, as a matter of
fact, do not control the consolidated elec-
tric interests. The real owners are away
down below, and have yet to be dug up.
The . Hamilton Times has also a namby-
pamby defence of Mr. Gibson. It Is a
rather strange thing that the Hamliiton
press was almost a unit in supporting the
extension of the street car franchise, which
was a necessary concession to the mani-
pulators before they consolidated all the
electric companies there.
