WOMEN'S ELECTION
ROW RESULTED IN
COURT APPEARANGE

Bearder, Called Slacker, Is
Charged With Assault.

STRENUOUS  METHODS

Argument Over Way Soldier’s
Wife Was to Use Ballot
Started Small Riot.

The result of an election argument
on the evening of November 20 landed
Fred Cross in police court Friday
charged with assaulting Mrs. Marjorie
Millman, another roomer at the same
boarding-house. The magistrate dis-
missed the case upon hearing all the
evidence. W. G. R. Bartran appeared
for Mrs. Millman.

Mrs. Millman, the complaint, .stated
that she was a soldier's wife as was
also the landlady. She had asked the
latter which way ghe was going to vote
in the coming election. and she had
replied - that she didn't think she
would vote at all. Mr. Cross interfer-
ed in the argument that ensued, slap-
ped her across the face with a towel
and pourad a basin of water on her
head

“I am a cigarmaker and an Imperial
soldier's wife,”” said Mrs. Millman
proudly as she left the witness box.

“It's me that should be taking the
proceedings,” sald Crosg as he made
his way to the witness box. “I was in
the kitchen having a wash when I
heard Mrs. Millman talking to the
landlady. There was a lot  of taik
about enumeratorg asking about votes
and something was said about being
imprisoned. The landlady sald that
she wasn't going to vote at all, and I
heard Mrs. Millman say ‘You're ‘in-
fluenced by that dirty low slacker in
the kitchen.’ I went into the room,
and she went at me grabbing a can-
ister of tea and hitting me over the
head. I tell‘you that woman's a rav-
ing lunatle.”

The landlady was the only witness
called. She stated that Mrs, Millman
was doing more or less electioneering
and asked her how she was going to
vote. “I told her ‘I ain’t going to vote
for neither man. I was§ going to give
it to Col. Coles, who is a soldier's man,
but he's out of it now.’ Shé says
‘You're drawing patriotic money, and
vou ain’t going to vote. I told her
that part of that money was my hus-
band’s pay, and she sald that she
would have that pay cut off. She in-
sulted both Mr. Cross and myself
when she said that he was living with
me enjoying al] the comforts of life
while my husband had beéen gent to
hiz death in France.”

“Diq this man attack Mrs. Mill-
man?’ asked the court.

“No, emphatically no,” replied the
witness. “I didn't wish to have a
scene in my house, and that’'s why I
interfered in the quarrel.”

Mrs, Millman was anxious to make
denial of the statements, but the
magistrate dismissed the case without
hearing any more evidence.

CITY TEAGHERS
MUST KEEP AWAY
FROM POLITICS

Investigation Into Alleged
Partisanship in Schools
May Be Started.

WILL LIKELY 60 TO
FRANGE VERY SHORTLY

Unit Is Now Known as 14th
Canadian General
Hospital.

Dr. Braithwalte has just received

letters from Lieut.-Col. Edwin Sea-
born, O. C. of the Western University
Hospital unit, in which 'he states that
the unit may shortly bes ordered to
Frapnce. Lileut.-Col. Seaborn had just
returned from a few weeks' absence
following his recent iliness. In these
letters he gives particulars of the new
classification of the hospital, which is
now the 14th. Canadian General Hos-
pital instead of the 10th Stationary
Hospita]l as formerly. This raising of
the unit to a much higher position 51&11

Men Who Protest Tribunal

Findings Cannot Employ
Lawyers.

THE MILITIA HAS ' THEM

Representatives  for Depart-
ment, However, Instructed
to See Justice Is Done. !

Is a man who has appealed the deci-
sion of a local exemption tribunal to be
allowed the privilege of employing a
lawyer as counsel to defend him?

This is the question that is being’

asked by a number of men who intend
to appeal their cases. Apparently no
one is allowed to have a counsel appear
in his behalf, unless the appeal tribunal
itself should so decide

On the other hand, lawyers are to
be appointed to represent the military
authorities before the appeal tribunals,
and the question has been raised in To-
ronto as to whether this would be fair
to the man claiming exemption. The
purpose of the regulation barring law-
yers was apparently to place both the
rich and the poor. man on the same
basis, so that no advantage would be
with the more well-to-do applicants
because of the fact that they could af-
ford to employ a lawyer.

Lieut,-Col. H. D, Smith, district mili-
tary representative under the military
service act, today informed The Adver-
tiser that lawyers were to, be chosen to
represent the military adthorities be-
fore the appeal tribunals in Western
Ontario.

To See Justice Done.

“We Intend,” gald Lieut.-Col. Smith,
In answer to a question from The Ad-
vertiser, ‘‘to appoint lawyers to repre-
sent us at the appeal tribunals. Their
instructions will be to investigate every
case carefully and to see that we get a
fair deal, and that the applicant gets
a fair deal. . Their dufy in répresenting
us is to see that justice is done to both
sides. If the man should not be ex-
empted we want him, but if he should
be exempted our representative will

. 8ee that he gets exemption.”

It was explained that the reason for
the selection of lawyers to fill such posi.
tions was that it will save much time,
since they are accustomed to dealing
with such questions, and therefore could
dispose of them much more rapidly than
could ordinary persons. The result
would ‘also Hkely be fairer, for the
lawyers would be less likely to be af-
fected by local prejudice or business re.
lations than the ordinary man who
might be chosen for the work,

Similar to Rallway Board,

It has been pointed out that it would
be' similar to appearing before the
railway board. where it has been found
that raillway employees can with thelr
knowledge of the facts, tell their story
and present their case ag well as a
counsel.

Every case of appeal is being close-
ly scrutinized by the military authori-
ties with a view to ascertaining the
justice of the claims, ag are also the
decisions of the local tribunals.

Occasionally it is found that a man
has appealed against the finding of a
local ‘tribunal which has refused him
exemption, and that in the opinion of
the military authorities the exemption
should have been granted. In this
case the military representative will
not oppose the appeal, and it will in
all probability be granted. Case
are also found in which an exemption
has been granted where it ghould not
have been and these cases will be
apnealed by the military authorities

One man who has appealed his case
was of the opinion that the Govern-
ment, through the department of jus-
tice, should provide a lawyer free of
charge for those who wished a counsel
to present - their cases to the appeal
tribunal, but who was unable to pay
for his services. 3 /

The proceedings of the appeal trz’ou-
nals will be conducted in an infofmal
manner, however, and it is unlikely
that the suggestion will be acteéd on
by the department of justice. '

ALARM BELL RANG
BEFORE COLLISON,
WITNESS SWEARS

Inquest Into Asylum Accident
Has Been Adjourned
a Week.

Because the principal witness, Cyrus
C. Hopkins, a taxi driver, was unable
to attend and give evidence last night,
it was found necessary to adjourn the
inquest called by Coroner MacLaren to
inquire .into the death of Allan Kay,
Toronto, until next Friday night, when
Hopkins will be able to testify,

Kay died as the result of injurles
sustained on the afternoon of Friday,
November 16, when a C, P, R. train
struck the taxicab driven by Hopkins,
who was conveying Kay as a passen-
ger to. the asylum grounds, where he
was to take motion plctures of drain-
age work.

Thomas Hartney, C. P. R, engineer,
the first witness to be called, testified
he was on the engine of train No. 634,
which left the C. P. R. depot at 1:35
o’'clock on the afternoon of Novembe:
16. He gave the usual signal for ap-
proaching a crossing. The motor car
came into view so suddenly from the
side of the asylum . station that he
was unable to see the car until it came
into view on the tracks, a few feet
away. A curve in the road also par-
tially obstructed the view.

James Grassick, fireman of the train
gave evidence corroborating that of
Engineer Hartney.

Alarm Was Ringing.

Mrs. Nellle O’Neil, who resides at
the asylum station, gave evidence as
to the circumstances in connection with
and just preceding the accldent. She
testified the automatic alarm bell rang
as usual when the train was approach-
ing. She heard the whistle of the loco-
motive and looked down the track and
saw the train approaching from the
west. She saw a motor car coming
and waved her hand as a signal for
the car to stop. The driver apparently
fajled to comprehend the signal, and
a few seconds later the train struck
the motor car and hurled it and the
occupants te the side of the road.

Dr. L. Stapleton, who performed
the post-mortem examination, stated
that Kay's death was due to hemor-
rhage, which resulted from iInjuries
gustained in the accident.

Saw the Crash.

Dr. Clarence Crawford, of the asylum
staff, testified he was using the tele-
phone in the office and turned to look
down the road, when he gaw the train
and motor collide. = He id an order
posted at the gate placed the speed
limit at six miles an hour.
> Alexander Fulton, watchman at the
diamond, testiffied he heard the usual
signals given for the approach of the
train, and heard the crash from his
position in the tower when the train
hit motor car, § ”

Will See That Restaurants
Live Up to Beefless-Bacon-
less Day Schedule.

Chief of Police Williams received In-
structions from the food controller at
Ottawa Friday to rigidly - enforce aP
laws pertaining to  restaurants. It is
expected -that the 'city’s minions of the
law will wax and grow fat in the
carrying out of .the food controller's
orders—to wit. that beef and bacon
shall not be served at more than one
meal on any day, and nary a ;smell on
Tuesdays and Fridays. At every restau-
rant or in any other public eating place
there shall also be served with bread
some substitute, such as corn “bread,
oat cakes, etec.

reporter Friday. “Any - in-
fringement will mean a penalty of a
fine of not less than $256 or more than
$100, in default of/ which there is a
three-months’ term in jail.”

DR. ROGHE TELLS
OF WORK BEING
DONE FOR SOLDIERS

Chancellor Gave F‘ine Address
at Western University.

Crammed full of interesting state-
ments was the address of Hon. Dr. Wil-
liam B. Roche, chancellor and first
graduate of the Western University,
and chairman of the military hospitals
commission on the work of the military
hospitals commission and its care of re-
turned soldiers, given before the Liter-
ary Society of the Western University
last night in the university gym. It
was more than a pity that a larger
audience was not present to listen to
the foremost graduate of the Western,
who is at present holding in a mos?
capable manner one of the most re-
sponsible positions in Canada. However,
what the gathering lacked in numbers
it made up in warmth.

In his opening remarks Dr. Roche
stated that his talk would be of an
informal nature. Over 400,000 of Can-
ada's manhood had crossed the ocean
to do battle for the principles that tha
Empire stood for. These men had gone
from every walk of life, giving up good
positions to unite in a common cause.
The public had given them a great
send-off, and although their hearts had
been saddened, yet they had been
thrilled with joy at the people’s en-
thusiasm. The boys had entered the
front line trenches and  acquitted
themselves as had been expected. They
had put Canada on the map as she had
never been put before, and now thou-
sands of soldiers, mutilated for life,
were coming home.

What Has Been Done.

‘What have we done for the return-
ed soldiers?’ said the speaker. ‘“Have
we greeted them as we should. Have
we extended the helping hand and
given them back their positions? If
so, then we'can feel satisfled that we
have done &l} in our power. But if it
can be shown that we are indifferent
and let the soldiers shift for them-
selves, then deep down in the hearts
of the returned men there is a resent-
ment that can never be assuaged.
Although there may be room for im-
provement, Canada has endeavored to
do her duty by the soldiers, and in
comparison with other countries we
have no reason to feel ashamed.”

Dr. Roche traced the work of the
Hospital Commission since itg incep-
tion in June, 1915, up till the present
time. He spoke of ‘the patriotic
citizens who gave up their homes for
returned soldiers, but as the number
of wounded increased it was found
that the medical treatment necessary
could best be given in a hospital. The
work of the commission had developed
so rapidly that it was now as large as
some of the Government departments.
At the present time 57 institutions in
Canada were given up entirely to the
treatment of soldiers. Fourteen pro-
vided only partial accommodation
while arrangements had been made
with 27 hospitalg to give the boys
treatment.

- ‘The Hospital Cars.

Dr. Roche also spoke of the good
work done by the sixteen hospital cars
which met the boats and transported
the worst of the cases to their destina-
tions. Six to eight cots with room for
the staff made up one car of the train,
while the other had accommodation for
fourteen cots, plus a well-equipped
kitchen.

Dr. Roche declared that a year ago,
2,365 soldiers had been returned to Can-
ada. Up to the middle of this month
10,953 had been sent home, and it was
estimated that during the ensuing year
twelve to fifteen thousand per month
would come back to this country.

The speaker dwelt at length on the
cumbersome question of providing for
soldiers affected with tuberculosis. In
the summer and fall of 1916 the com-
mission had been confronted with an
unexpected phase of the work. Many
men passed by the medical doctors as
physically fit had been found subsc-
quently to be affected with tuberculosis.
It had not been a difficult matter to
take care of them during the summer
months, but it meant that additional
accommodation had to be found for them
in the winter. This was done on a
fifty-fifty basis, with some of the hos-
pitals as far as expense had been con-
cerned, The commission had the use
of the buildings as long as they were
needed. Fully half of the cases were
those of men who had never been over-
seas. It was felt that It would be bet-
ter to have a number of buildinge
through the country than one central
organization, In order that the soldiers
could be closer to their families,

Few From Trenches,

Dr, Roche declared that contrary to
the popular idea, few cases of tuber-
culosis were contracted in the trenches.
They had started when the men were
in civillan life, and as these men had
been passed by the medical boards they
were entitled to receive treatment un-
til discharged as cured.

‘The mental disability cases were for
the most part treated at the Ontario
Military Hospital] at Cobourg, which
hag looked after 160 cases in the first
six months since f{ts inception. The
two classes treated were insane and
shell ghock, It had been found advis-
able to segregate the cases, and shell
shock men werq now sent to New-
market,

The chancellor spoke at length on
the manufacture of artificial limbs for
the soldiers, which had been made in
Canada since July, 1916, All improve-
ments had been noted, and at the pres-
emt time 950 Canadian soldiers had been
provided with artificial limbs. It had
been hard to get trained workmen, but
a number of returned men were being
employed at the Toronto ractory.

In stating that the man who was
working would recover more rapidly
than the soldier who wasn't, Dr. Roche
said that a report recelved from France
showed that the disabled Frenchmen
who could not take up their old occu-
pations was less than one per cent.
Bverything possible was being done for
the returned heroes here. Many posi-
tions had been filled by women, and
even though they were filling them in
an efficlent manner, he hoped that em-

ers would live up to their promises
El; hold the positions open..
