London and Hamilton are tied for the team batting averages, both hitting at 
a .285 clip. In this respect the Red Sox are second last, even the Beavers, WHO 
held last place mostly while these averages were being made, topping them.

In team fielding Brantford comes to the fore with a one-point lead over the 
Tribe, who handle the ball at a .956 percentage: Flint, as in the swatting, holds 
third place with .954.

In the individual fielding Calbert is the only Londoner to be among the first 
three, though Plttenger really holds second place amongst the third sackers.

Thirty Minters are in the charmed .300 circle amongst the swatters. Fit- 
tenger.
