+led that matter in the first year of

Very much depends on the internal
resources and the- resolution of Ger-
smany. Reports differ according fto
their source, but everything goes to
show that food 1s scarce; -that man-
power is leﬁeglng; that the -quality
of the military forces is not what It
was; that munitions are less plentiful
and of inferior quality; and that the
spirit of the men and the sentiment
of the people at home are not those of
@ conquering nation,

We believe that much, if not every
thing, depends this year on the domes-
tic sentiment of the German peop{e.
1¢ has been made plain to them now by
the reply to President Wilson’s note
that the entente allies have no desire
to exterminate them, mor to subjugate
them, mor to drive them from their
fatherland. All that 1s asked of them
§s o make reparation and practise the
Golden Rule. They must not attempt
10 drive others out of their lg.w’!ul
ferritory any more than they hope to
be driven out of their own. The best
guarantee of this would be the sur-
render of Kaiser Wilhelm, and the ap-
pointment of -a new non-Prussian
prince, with a thoroly democratic con-
stitution to carry on the affairs of the
nation. ‘

It cannot be tbo often asserted thal
ihis policy, which would be the sal-
vation of Germany, has all along
fbeen Dbitterly opposed by the ruling
class with the kaiser at its head. This
yast remnant of feudalism, which has
excited so mueh sympathy in America,
§8 gradually becoming known for the
evil which It 1s. The neutral nations
ere awakening to the true state of af-
gairs. When the German people learn
the truth, the last act of the drama

i wwill soon be in progress.

There are signs of this last phase
§n the rumors of some sudden .and
terrible stroke contemplated Dby  the
kaiper—an overwhelming blow dn the
fleld, a reckless and destructive dash
of the great navy of the Kijel Canal,
mn invasion of Holland and Denmark
by Germany In search of food to pro-
flong the war, These are the last
things to which the kaiser will be re-
duced when all reasonable means have
failled.

Belgians, Used to Comforts,
Are Now Standing in -
Bread Lines.
= . o1l

It wus late in' December, 1915. The
snow fell over the Belgilan city of
Aerschot with vigorous, relentless per-
sistence, On the main thorofare stood
a huge, handsome building, the resi-
dence of a well-known doctor. Across
the door the following inscription, half
rubbed out, might still be read in
chalk: “Please spare this house as the
people Ain it are really peaceable, de-
cent f6lks.” 8Signed, Bannach, orderly.

Some German officers had been bil-
leted here. On the threshold a faint
smell of spilt wine called attentivn to
hundreds of empty or broken bottles
which were heaped up in the porch or
the staircase, and in the court leaa-
ing into the garden. Unspeakable dis-
order reigned thruout the rooms. On
the floor were layers of torn clothing
and tufts of wool, which had failen
from the gutted mattresses. Every-
where furniture smashed open, and in
all the rooms within reach of the bed
more empty bottles. The dining-room
was heaped with them, dozens of wine
glasses covered the large table { and
littered the smaller ones, which press-
ed against the slashed armchairs and
sofas, while in the corner a pilano with
dirty Keys seéémed to have been smash-
ed with kicks of a jackboot. Every-
thing showed that the house had for
meny a day and night been the scenc
of shameless debauchery and drinking
bouts.

This a desolate picture, but it is
true offpractically all the best homes
of Aerschot, wherever the German of-
ficers had chosen to take up’ their
quarters.

_Further than that, the picture is
true of hundreds of pretty residences
in every Belgian town wheréver- the
Germans have passed. They have
stripped and pillaged everything, send-
ing wagon lvads of booty back to
Prussia. Whatever they have touched
they have polluted.

They who once lived in such secur-
ity in these pretty homes are today
to be found in the bread queues, wait-
ing an hour or more to recelve tnree
plain “slices vf bread and a bowl of
soup per day to keep them from star-
vation. To feed Belgium’s seven mil-
lion people more help is ‘needed, or
some must starve. Send your’contri-
bution to the relief committee in your
town or direct to the Belglan Rellef
Fund.

APPAM CASE HEARINGS

Vital Point is Raised by Former
Owners of Steamgr.

Washington, - Jan. ,16.—Hearing of
cases involving future. disposition of
the German prize ship Appam, at New-
port News, Va. and her cargo was
concluded today in the supreme court.

Claims of the former British owners
for restoration  of the ship were pre-
sented by - Frederic R. Coudert and
James K, Symmers, of New York, and
the final grgument for .the German
Government by Frederick - 'W. Leh-
mann, formér solicitor general.

Counsel for the former owners con-
tended that the:use of an  American
port for deposit of spoils of war by a

Informs United States Lokken
and Barbara Carried

SAYS CREWS ESCAPED

Neutral Steamer Could Not Be
" Brought Into German
Port. ..o

!

Berlin, Jan, 16.—(Via Sayville)y-a|
Dr. Alfred Zimmermann, the. foceign
secretary, has transmitted to Ambas-
sador Clerard motes  Concerning the
reported sinking by a submarine of
unidentified nationality of the Nor-
wegian steamer Lokken and the
British steamer Barbara.

A version of the replics given by
the Overseas News Agency states:

“The Lokken, according to the in-
vestigation of the German naval
authorities, was stopped on Novi 11.
1916, by a German submarine.  The
steamer had on board unconditiona)
contraband, that is, coal for the Al-
gerian state railroad. The steamer
was captured, and, since under the
circumstances, it was not feasible to
bring her into a German port, wus
sunk. (‘are was taken to rescue the
crew. Two boats containing them
were towed by the submarine to an-
other steamer, which took the crew
on hogrd.

“As to the Barbara, the note says:

“According to statements made by |
Germran naval authorities, the 'Bar-
nara was stopped by a warning shot
on Oct. 20 by a German suybmarine
gsome miles south of the Is'e of Wight,
whereupon the crew immediately took
to the boats. The submarine com-
mander, after having made’ sure that
the crew had been taken on board tha
Spanish steamer, Victor Chavrri. and
thus was it safety, sunk the ship.”
