In the unavoidable absence of Hon. R.
H. Grant, minister ‘of education, Chief
Provincial Inspector Waugh océngratu-
lated -the school trustees and ratepayers
for their efforts on behalf of the educa-
tion of the children, the: fine Sacori
School ~ building  being & . testimonial to
their earmestness and zeal Inspector
Waugh said ‘the school was worthy of
the highest praise, and few rural schools
measure up to .its standard. The inno-
vation ,of the swimming pool marked an
advancement -for the physical training of
tge child. He believed in the Grezk
ideal, “'a sound mind in a sound body.’’

Need Big Campus,

‘“Neglect of physical ailments in chil-
dren shortens life by fifteen years,” the
speaker declared, and pointed out that a
school of the dimensions of Secord should
have a campus of at least ten acres, In.
conclusion the speaker said the theory
of civic zones around big cities should be
adopted.

Reeve Fred H, Miller said: ‘““The town-
ship has already given the name ‘Seconrd’
to the street upon which the school
fronts, and would suggest to the trustees
of the section and the ratepayers to con-
sider changing the name of the edifice
to the ‘W. H. Bessey School,’ the name
of the esteemed secretary-treasurer, as a
fitting tribute to his zeal and energy for
the past quarter of a century.”

Outlines Progress. .

Mr, Miller outlined the progress of the
echool section from the year 1889, when
S.8. 26 was formed by Bylaw No, 1144 of
the township of York, the school assess-
ment in that year being less than one
mill. The boundaries of the section ex-
tended in 1913 to the present limits. The
present assessment is 20 9-10 mills. The
building has 22 rooms, with a teaching
staff of 21, which is more than all the
teachers employed in the thirteen gehools
lying north of Hglinton avenue and west
of Weston road, = The building is unique
in that it boasts of an up-to-date swim-
‘Ming pool, gymnasium, basement hall,
rest room, dining room, kitchenette and
surgery, with a nurse “mmndonce. The
epproximate cost is ted at $200,000.

At present the
roads are in’'a deplorable condition and
much complaint is gonig thru the dis-
trict as a result. .
