THE GRAND TRUNK PACIFIC.
On the subject of the Jackson ap-

pointment the Liberal press obsgerved
a discreet silence, and it is :;lmost
as discreet in regard to the appoint-
ment of the commissioners who are to
supervise the construction of the east-
ern or government end of the Grand
Trunk Pacific Railway. The Globe, it
is true, made a 'perfunctory defence
of the appointments as soon as their
names were made known. But the
general tone of its article was caution?
ary. As there were four members, no
action could be taken unless it were
approved by three to one. This, said
The Globe, is by far the greatest un-
dertaking on which the government
has ever entered, and the people will
be unprecedentedly critical in passing
judgment on the manner in which it is
carried ‘thru. The government “must
have earnestly endeavored to find up-
right,competent and trustworthy men.”
The Globe knows the requirements of
the position, and it has faith in the
government; but when it hears the
names of the persons appointed, it is
filled with misgivings, and it takes re-
fuge in generalities. “The high stand-
ing already won by these gentlemen in
the communities where they live and
do business is the best guarantee that
they will be more widely esteemed the
more widely they become known.”” No
doubt. When these gentlemen becorne
widely known they may do things of
which thefz are not now suspected by
their most intimate friends, things
good and things evil. The Globe tells
us that the commissioners have not
been hastily chosen; and we may agree
with it to the extent of saying that
they ought not to have been hastily
chosen.

The duties assigned to them are
of ‘the most difficulit and delicate
kind. For the manner in which
these duties are discharged the
ministry will be held responsible in
parliament. If there are any weak-
nesses developed in the working of
the commission, not to say indiscre-
tions or wrongdoings, the govern-
ment will find itself at once put on
jts defence. Mere lack of efficiency
will be enough, if it is established,
to turn’ public opinion against any
administration, however firm its po-
sition in parliament.

The Globe’s description of the re=
quirements of the position is quite
accurate. But meither The Globe nor
any other paper has shown us how
Mr- Wade and ‘his colleagues fulfil
these requirements. The Globe says
that the new transcontinental line is
by far the greatest undertaking on
which the government has ever enter-
ed. It may be so. If so, why has not
the government selected by far the
greatest men to carry it out? Sir Wil-
frid Laurier also spoke as if the Grand
Trunk Pacific were to be the grand
achievement of his life.

great before the fleld was left' open
for the development of rival traffic.

The remaining point relates to the
definition of contraband of war. The
view taken by his majesty’s govern-
ment was clearly expounded by Pre-
mier Balfour in his reply to the depu-
tation from the Metropolitan Chamber
of Commerce, which waited upon him
on Thursday. His definition was quite
in accord with that given by Secretary
Hay on behalf of the United States,
and will in all probability be conced-
ed by Russia, if not in primnciple, at
least for immediate purposes, Great
Britain is now formally committed to
the declaration that articles not com-
traband in their own nature only be-
come contraband when Intended for
actual use by an army in the field or
for the purpose of aiding troops. The
leffect of this will be to protect abso-
lutely neutral commerce with sny
country engaged in war, Wwhere
the theatre of war is situated outwith
its own boundaries and where the car-
go is invoiced to private merchants
in the ordinary course of trade.

In view of the decisive supremacy

Japan now holds in eastern waters
and more especially after.the fall of

Port Arthur—an event humanly speak-
ing now within measurable distance—
the regular routine of Japanese trade
will probably now be resumed. But as
Russia in all other waters is at liberty
to work her own sweet will there is
no guarantee whatever that controversy
may not arise at any moment. The
British government has already pro-
tested against interference with mer-
chantmen in localities far removed
from the scene of hostilities, and where
there is mo reasonable presumption
that any part of their cargoes is des-
tined for a belligerent country. 1t
must not be forgotten that rules now
laid down by the British government
will be binding on Britain should she
herself unhappily be involved in war.
The difficulties with Russia, therefore,
require careful consideration, and a
full recogmition of her fair rights of
search and confiscation of contraband
of war. So far Premier Balfour has
handled the matter with clearness and
firmness, and there is no reason to
doubt that everything right and just
will be done to protect the shipping in-
terests without compromising Britain’s
own powers in time of war.

CORPORATIONS AND HUMAN LIVE,

We are told that the car that killed
Beryl Gordon was going slowly. This
would tend to exonerate the motor-
man, but it also throws into strong
light' the worthlessness of the fender.

If there's an effective fender
why is it not purchased and used, no
matter what the cost may be?

Edward Hanlan writes The World as fol-

Columbia College, New York.

In the proposed Toronto rowing school,
special attention will-be given to the train-
ing of University and Upper Canada Col-
lege students.

YORKCONTY AN SUBLRES

James Parmenter Shot Himself Thru
the Temple Witha'
Revolver.

/

Toronto Junctién, Aug. 26.—In a fit
of anger and a determination that he
would not appear in court this morns
ing, Jameés Parmenter of Hannah-
avenue, in the precinets of the town,
set fire to his house this morning and
then shot himself thru the temple,
with a revolver. Parmenter and his
wife have beén separatéd for ahout

two years. His wife has been living
with Mrs. Harris at Fairbank, and on
Tuesday, with her, Mrs, Parmanter
come to the police court and laid a
charge against her husband of non-
support. Constable Hay served the
summons, which was taken in a disin-
terested manner, and as the constable
was leaving Parmenter remarked that
he would never appear in court. About
2.30 a.m. with a resoluteness that his
relatives should have mothing he pos-
stessed he set fire to his barns, sheds

a small revolver he placed it near his
temple, pulled the trigger and fell
back upon the lounge dead. His desire
to cover up the deed in flames was not
realized, for at that early hour the
light from the fire shining into bhed-
room windows of houses not far distant
soon roused the residents. Mr, Sea-
brook awoke in tTme to save his build-
ing. Mr. King, Mr. Hicks, Mr. Hoyle
and J. F. Kirslake arrived soon after
the flames were seen issuing from the
building. They found Parmenter git-
ting up where he had fallen back, but
the flames had not then reached him,
Coroner G. W. Clendenan was notified
and ordered the remains to be taken
to Scruton's undertaking rooms. The
fire brigade was called, but there be-
ing no hydrants in the neighborhood—
Bannah-avenue being in the Town-
ship of York—their services with the
chemical engine were of little avail.
All the buildings were burned to the
ground, and a quantity of coal which
he had ‘stored burned until this even=
irg. Parmenter was 63 years of age,
and was born in Newfoundland. ' He
was twice married, and by his widow
leaves three children, one son residing
on Harbord-street, Toronto, a daugh-
ter living at 66 Cumberland-street, and
4 son in the Unmited States. He was
of a miserly disposition born of neces-
sity. He had a half acre lot, which
he wired in and kept a padlock on
the gate, which was always fastened.
He permitted no one to enter the house
and talked to visitors over the fence.
His last hours were spent in getting
rid of what little money he had by
praying bills that he owed. Mrs. Par-
mgnter came to the Junction this morn-
ing and saw the body of her husband,
but had nothing to say about the 0e-
currence..
