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MAGISTRATE  FINDS
WHITE NOT GUILTY

- .Of Charge of Resisting When Officer
Crawford Tried to Arrest Him--Police

Officer Severely

Ritchie in Court Today.

The Crawford-White case was finally
disposed of in the police court this momn-
ing when Judge Ritchie, after reviewing
the evidence at some length, declaied that

Crawford was not justified in striking
White on the head with the baton when
he was down, and while he declared the

prisoner guilty of drunkenness, for which’

he imposed a fine of $8 or two months in
jail, he pronounced him innocent of resis-
tance.

His honor, in going over the evidence
of the various witnesses, referred to the
arrest and the circumstances surround-
ing it, and pointed out that Crawford
may have been kicked by some persons in
the crowd and that if they could be found
they would be liable to a heavy penalty.
Ryan, who came to court reluctantly, had
told of hearing the blow when the officer
struck White on the head with the baton
and was some distance away when he
heard it. His honor went on to say that
liquor affected_ different people differently
—some it made very good natured, others
were inclined to go to sleep, and some, af-
ter drinking, wanted to fight with every-
body, even their best friends. In any
4. case liquor never had a good effect on

anybody. If a man was drunk enough to

be arrested, any attempt to hold back,
such as bracing the feet on the sidewalk
y—the unwillingness to go could hardly be
¥ /rega as resistance The officer
"’ could charge resistance if he wanted to
but the decision as to whether it was
actual resistance should be left to him
(Judge Ritchie). He was capable of
judging and was quite willing to take the
responsibility and there need be no fear
of putting it on him. While the man in
this case was pretty drunk and the arrest
justifiable as the man wouldn’t go home.

But what was done from the time White

was arrested down to the time he was

thrown down and struck with the baton?
The next question was whether or not
the officer was justified in throwing him
down at Porter's corner. The evidence
showed that twice the man had lurched
and gone down, so he must have been
pretty drunk.

Crawford had seen a young man rush
to him to render assistance and had struck
at him.

His honor went on to say that when a
man resisted arrest it was in many in-
stances justifiable to strike him on the
legs or arms, but there was no justifica-
tion in striking him when he was on the
ground.

Shields had seen the conflict at Por
ter’s corner, and one man had interfered
because, as he had said, it was brutal.

His honor thought it marvellous that
Mr. Baxter had gotten such an array of
witnesses, all of whom had agreed as to
Crawford’s actions. He complimented
one witness—an employe of Emerson &
Fisher—that he had hurried to the court
without stopping to clean up—his hands
were eoiled, but with honest work. Others
had come reluctantly and it was thought
some would have to be subpoenaed.

Judge Ritchie intimated that the abuse
of power on Crawford’s part was brutal
in some respects—under the evidence.

He added that in his time he had never
seen s0 many witnesses agree as did those
for the defence in this case.

He concluded by finding White innocent
of resistance, but guilty of drunkenness,
for which he fined him $8 or two months
in jail.

Officer Crawford called at the Times of-
fice this morning and said he intended to
appeal the case. He admitted striking
White with his baton while he was on the
ground, but it was not until White had
kicked him in the face and chest.

Conse-
quently they quit.

Manager Snider of the C. P. R, claims
on the other hand that the company l{as
the right to run its own business in its
own way; that the selection for Lhe_ desk
position was made in the most suitablz
quarter and that the boys were not con-
sulted alout it. ;

At any ratpethe boys went out this
morning and the messages were being
“toted” today by clerks in the office who
were pressed into =ervice as emergency
carriers.

,8The mesenger boys have no organiza-
sn and may be a little shy on the ethics
unionism. Strikes, lockouts or walk-

out are all the same to them, but when
their rights were iniringed upon they
were quick to act. After they quit, not a
boy was to be seen in the vicinity of the
office, but it is said they had pickets out
and were preparad to make it lively for
any strike breaker.

: One little lad stuck to his guns and re-
?usml to go out with the rest. His name
1s Steed and he is an English lad. When
approached to join the strike he refused
on the ground that he could not afford to
and in this he told the simple truth. This
lad’s mother has been ill in the hosnital
for months, his father is dead and :ihe
little fellow is the sole support of his
family. F

Along about 9.3) young Steed had his
first adventure. It was freely whispered
that the strikers were encamped in force
on Water street but when a message for
Wm. Thomson & Co. came over the wires
this wee messenger accepted it without a
word. On Water street he encountered
the enemy. Thy took his bicycle from
him and threatened to knock his head off
if he continued to work.

This argument was sufficient and he de-
livered his messages and then joined the
strikers.

WINS TRUEMAN MEDAL
AT ENTRANCE EXAMS.

List of Scholars Who Passed for Entrance to High School--
Best Marks are Much: I‘!igher Than Last Year.

The list of scholars who have success-
fully passed the examinations for entrance
to the High school was made public to-
day.

Out of 330 who took the examinations,
204 were passed with the requisite per-
centage. Thus 36 were plucked, of which
number five did not enter for various reas-
ons. Some had measles and one was pre-
vented from going on with the examina-
tions on account of a death in the family.
The leader of those taking the examina-
tiens is Miss Mollie Lingley, who made
a percentage of 924. This means that Miss
Lingley will be awarded the Trueman
medal. She is a daughter of D. G. Ling-
ley and has been a pupil at the Alexan-
dra school. This is the first time that
a pupil from this schoo]l has had the dis-
tinction of winning the coveted medal.

The honor of second place goes to Miss
Bridget Gosnell of St. Peter’s school,
who had a percentage 913. Third place
was secured by Miss Hazel Myles of the
Albert school. The highest percentage in
last year's examination wad 913.

Owing to the very large number of pu-
pils who have passed this year, Dr. Brid-
ges said it was altogether likely that the
top floor of the Victoria school would
have to be utilized, as the High school
would not hold them all. There is only
room for six classes, while there are pu-
pils enough for seven at least. About
forty of those who passed will go {o the
St. Vincent school, but ‘the balance will
have to be accommodated at the Hig@
school or elsewhere in the city school
buildings.

The lieutenant-governor’s silver medals
which are given for the best marks made
in each county of the province will be
awarded after the papers have been ex-
amined at Fredericton.

ROUND THE WORLD
SHIP RACE STARTS

Crowds Cheer Rival Freighters
Leaving New York for Aus-
tralian Port.

(New York American, Monday.)

Loaded to their Plimsol marks and
trailing behind them heavy columns of
black smoke, two tramp freighters start-
ed yesterday for a race around the world.
They were the Elbing, of the Tyser Line,
a German freighter, and the star boat of
the rival United States and Australian
Steamship Line, the Boliviana, bound for
Freemantle, Australia. They are racing to
get a heavy cargo of wool, and the first
one there gets the prize.

Both were due to leave yesterday and
each line knew of the preparations made
by the other, so the work of hustling
aboard the cargo was rushed with all pos-
sible speed. The German, Elbing, was the
first to batten down her hatches and
swing out into the stream, but the Boli-
viana pressed her hard, and the pair of
smoke-belching hulls rushed almost to-
gether for the Buttermilk Channel-

St. Vincent, Cape Verde lslands, will be
the first and only stop the two ships will
make during the run around the Cape of
Good Hope to Kerguelen, and so to Free-
Mantle. Cape Town will be sighted, or
rather the flat,cloud-capped top of Table
Mountain, and then no land for the re-
mainder of the run, nearly four thousand
miles. Word is expected from them from
St. Vincent, but it will be all of fifty-five
or sixty days before the cable brings tid-
ings of the winner of the around the world
race. Once in Freemantle, it will be load
and repeat the performance homeward
bound for New York.

At Pier 38, Atlantic Dock, Brooklyn,

from which the Boliviana started, as well
as at Pier 10, East River, the starting
point of the Elbing, big crowds gathered
to cheer the departing ships.

HARRY THAW
IN THE TOMBS

Dr. McGuire, Tombs Physician,
Talks About:His Prisoner’s
Health.

NEW YORK, July 17—The Times to-
day says:—“So many varying reports have
been printed concerning the physical con-
dition of Harry K. Thaw, that Dr. Frank

McGuire, the Tombs physician, felt called |

upon to make an official statement yes-
terday.

Dr. McGuire said Thaw’s condition did
not differ from that of any man confined
as Thaw is, who lives on rich food and
spends much time smoking a black briar
pipe. Dr. McGuire added:

“T have advised Thaw to cut down the
amount of smoking and to regulate his
diet. I intend to inspect the food sent
to him from outside the prison and will
advise what poftions of it to eat and
what portions to reject.

“T have written a prescription for him
which, if he takes it, ought to regulate his
stomach. I have also prescribed a mild
tonic etimulant for him. I have advised
his taking less exercise in the prison and
urged him to take more than he does
when he is out of doors in the afternoon.”

Thaw now wears green goggles, while in
the prison yard. He complained that
when out of doors, the strong light hurt
his eyes. Doctor McGuire ordered the
glasses.

HAYASHI GETS
INTO THE GAME

He is Trying to Untangle the
Knot of Difficulty Between
Japan and Corea.

SEOUL, via Tokio, July 17—The crisis
in Corean affairs and the consequent pan-
ic in court circles is gaining apace since it
has been learned that Viscount Hayashi,
foreign minister of Japan, has come to
Seoul to untangle the knot caused by the
sending of a deputation to the Hague to
protest against Japan's attitnde toward
Corea. This latest intrigue, following a
vear’s hostile obstruction to the work of
Marquis Ito, the Japanese resident gen-
eral, has weakened the Corean throne
more than anything that has occurred
gince the murder of the queen.

Silence of Marquis Ito, pending the ac-
tion of the Tokio government, has de-
moralized and caused a panic in the court
and cabinet. The latter thought that the
emperor woud send representatives to
Tokio for the purpose of denying the
emperor’s responsibility for the delega-
tion at the Hague, but on July 5 the em-
peror stopped all communications to him-
self and retired to a secluded country pal-
ace. There M2 remains quiet and un-
aware of the nations’s predicament.

Besides Prince Pak Yun Ho, who was
brought back to Corea from exile, Prince
Yi Cheung Yong, another exile, who has
been waiting at Fusan, is a pretender to
the throne, which has now four candida-
tes.

The euccession to the Corean throme is
described here as a hidden bomb. The
crown prince is regarded as incompetent,
while Prince Ewa is considered to be a

protege of the Chinese.

On striking one of them she no-
tlc_ed that it flared up with unusual
hnghtn.ess, and then she realized that
something was wrong. The window was
slightly open and she thought she no:
ticed a difference in the air.

The moment she left -her room she knew
from the difference in the air that the gas
had been escaping.

The moment she applied a match to
her own chandelier the gas ignited at
once.
