One of 
them died from exhaustion just as he 
was lifted from the water by a boats 
crew from the United Fruit company s 
steamship Greenbrier, while the other, 
more rugged than his companion, will 
survive.

Johan Grunburg, aged twenty, a native 
of Russia, was the man who succumbed, 
and Max Selling, aged twenty-eight of 
Riga, Russia, is the survivor. Selling 
Iving on the floor of one of the state­
rooms on the Greenbriar, said that he and 
his companion stole on board the Wini­
fredian just before that vessel left Liver- 
nol, May 29.

Iron Your Lace on the Window
So many girls have quantities of soiled 

lace, which, if nicely cleansed, can be used 
to advantage in so many • ways. But few 
girls know how to clean their old ribbons 
and lace, and it is rather expensive to 
send such bits to the professional cleanser, 
the lace and ribbons remain tucked away 
in some box or drawer, a complete loss. 
Now, if you would have new lace out of 
your old, wash it carefully in a bowl of 
warm soapsuds, using only pure white 
soap. Dip through several clean, clear 
waters, but do not wring. After the lace 
is perfectly clean, and has been thoroughly 
rinesed, let it contain all the clear water 
that it will hold. While thus dripping, 
paste it on the surface of the glass win­
dow, sperading it out carefully and pat­
ting it down with a clean, damp cloth. 
Be careful that every point is drawn into 
shape. After the lace is dry it will look 
like new. Any stray threads that look 
ragged may be carefully trimmed off. Do 
not touch the lace with an iron. Dainty 
ribbons may be cleansed in the same way.
