NEWS TOPICS OF LONDON N
\ETTER T0 THE TIMESSTAR

(Corespondence of Times-Star

Thursday, July 10—Though endless
newspaper columns have been prinled
in France and the United Kingdom
about the Chequers meeting between
the French and Brtiish Premiers, not
one syllable has hitherto been Ysurd
of the one really sensational featurd of
the conversations. In London, as in
Paris, the most ‘complete secrecy has
been maintained on a remarkable pro-
ject advanced by M. Herriot to solve
the problem of future European peace.
This is a far more realistic stumnbling-
block o Furopean re-settlement than
any question of reparations. or war

ldebts. If France could once be reason-

ably assured agsinst the dread of an-
other German revanche, everything else

would quickly settle itself. To cver-|

come this basic difficulty, it was pro-
posed by M. Herriot that there should
be a triple pact, between Britain,
France and Germany eventdally, under
which all three should guarantee each
against unprovoked aggression. Britain
would be pledged to support France
against attack by Germany, and equal-
ly to support Germany against attack
by France, while France and Germany
would pledge themselves to support
Britain against similar aggression by
either Germany or France, as the case
might be, the test of the sltuation
being refusal by the attacking power
to submit its quarrel first to the League
of Nations. It will be admitted that
such. a plan as this, which I am able

| to state positively was submitted by

the French Premier, marks a remark-
able advance on anything yet indicated
from that quarter.
Me. MacDonald’s Attitude,
.According to the authoritative ac-
count that reaches me, it was a matter
of some surprise to M. Herriot, who
regarded his proposal as likely to
elicit a prompt acceptance from the
British Labor Premier, that Ramsay
MacDonald rather hummed and hawed
over it. Apparently Mr. MacDonald
disliked the military obligations that
might have been entailed by the pact,
and fell back on the suggestion “hat, us
another Washington Conference would
almost certainly be summoned socn,
the whole question might be postponed
for the moment, until the potentiaiities
of the U. S. were Indicated more clear-
ly. This attitude he adopted the more
firmly as he sald that the dominions
must in any case be consulted, and that
necessity would occupy the best part
of the year. M. Herriot, however, re-
gards some such solution of the security
problem as the indispensible prelude to
a settlement of war reparations.

Labour and an Election

I learn that the Labor Party hes
made a most elaborate and careful
survey of the electora] situation, with
a view to possibilities which some-
times scem more imminent than at
others, and the results do not encour-
age any desire on the part of Labor
leaders for another appeal to the coun-
try just yet awhile. They find that
since the last geperal election they
have added about ten per cent of votes
to their potential polling strength in
the constituencies, averagfpg things out
over the country. This would not be
sufficient to give them the desired in-
dependent majority in parliament, and
would mean another stalemste. Labor
organizers count on winning about an-
other 23 to 27 seats, and losing half a
dozen now held, if there is another gen-
elra election in the next few months.

When the Crisis Will Come

The present position at Westmin-
ster is one to which Aesop’s fable of
the shepherd who shouted “Wolf” apt-
ly applies. The House of Commons
is getting so used to Government de-
feats which mean nothing that present-
ly it will be caught unawares by one
that means a lot. Mr. MacDonald’s
resignation may be abruptly founded
on one such occasion. This is the
opinion of some of the wariest and
most experienced parliamentary hands.
The only reason for putting Labor in
office was to give it an opportunity of
destroying its own monopoly as the
party that had never been tried, and
therefore had never failed. The Labor
leaders are quite sagacious enough to
see the advantage of seeking a quick
exit before the cure has time to work.
In view of this fact, and the growing
restlessness on LaboP¥ back benches,
some chance Government defeat in
the autumn may have sensational re-
sults. “They’ll do this once too often!”
exclaimed Mr, Snowden when he was
beaten the other night.

Spithead Review

No fewer than 200 British warships
will assemble at Spithead for a great
review on July 26. The last monster
spectacle of the kind was in July, 1914,
on the occasion of the test mobilization
in the same waters, from which the
fleet, comprising 219 vessels in all, sail-
ed straight to its war stations, mostly
in the misty North Sea. The largest
warship at the time was the “Lion,” of

laid up in dockyard hands.

Battlefield Changes.

The pilgrims, most of them -from
Scotland, who formed the party that
visited the war graves under the aegis
of Toec H. have now reached their
homes again. One of the organizers
of the tour, a well known London Scot,
tells me how surprised he was at the
changes in Belgium. The famous “Hell
Fire Corner” atyYpres now has a red
brick house or’ it, and Passchendaele
is a new and widely-flung town with
no indications of what were ruing a
few years ago. The whole tour was
a greab success, and gave intense
pleasure to a large number of people
who could never have visited the bat-
tlefields except fot the generosity of
those who subscribed funds. The only
untoward incidents were the unfortun-
ate heart attack of an elderly man, af-
fected by the sight of his son’s grave,
and the unnecessarily rigorous search
to which the pilgrims were subjected
on lending again in England.

A Queer Contrast.

During the visit of Ras Taffari,
Abyssinian heir apparent, a scarlet
Guardsman keeps rhythmic sentry-go
and alertly slaps his rifle to the salute
with a smart obligato of clicking heels,
in front of 2 Albert Gate, the fine man-
sion facing the French Emhgassy, just
outside Ryde Park, where the prince
is staying with his impressive suite.
Nowadays a more fashionable throng
shops in Sloane street than in Picca-
dilly, and ladies passing to Harsod's
in their cars, on top of ’busses, and on
foot, turn to catch glimpses through
the windows of No. 2, of glowing
Ethiopian robes and exotic peering
faces. Recently, a statelely delegation
set forth with lion skins, jeweled scimi-
tars and \gold, to visit King George al
Buckingham Palace. They had a royal
cavalry escort, but obviously their pro-
gress required the drama of rolling
drums. Prince Taffari’s garb accentu-
ates the medley. With his absolutely
equatorial robes he sports a broad-
brimmed “Stetson” and carries a sil-
ver-mounted partridge cane.

Famous Russian Jewels.

A rumor has reached London from
Amsterdam that the Persian Govern-
ment means to sell some of the famous
crown jewels, upon which no one has
even ventured to put a value. It is said
that the Persian Government is faced
with the alternative of raising an ex-
ternal loan, which would be difficult
without onorous conditions, or selling
the jewels, and the latter course is said
to have been so far decided on that
preliminary negotiations have taken
place. If the sale is to include such
famous stones as “Thé Ocean of Light”
—said to be 80 carats heavier than the
Koh-i-ndor—or the “Sea of Glory,” the
diamond world ‘will be humming with
excltement for months. A Hatton Gar-
den merchant, however, prophesizs that
the Persian Government will not sell
any considerable quantity immediate-
ly. “They understand diamonds too
well,” he said, “to throw stones worth
hundreds of thousands of pounds on
the market in any one year. It would
kill thelr value, and cause a panic in
Amsterdam.

The Women’s Legion.

I hear that Lady Londonderry is in-
teresting herself in the arrangements
for a great reunion in the butumn of
the women who drove ambulances and
cars during the war as members of the
Women’s Legion. The organization is
still in existence in codre form, and
has a hostel in Westminster, presided
over by Miss Allen, the ex-comman-
dant, where several of the “legionaries”
have rooms. Probably a majority ae
now in secretarial positions, and ng
longer drive cars, but a certain num-
ber are still acting as chauffeuses. One
girl drives for a well-known physician,
another for a peeress, and a third for
a popular society hostess. Some hun-
dreds of ex-members are still on the
rolls of the legion and are under an
obligation to prescnt themselves with”
out question for service should a
“national emergency” arise. It is in-
tended to hold a ball every year.

MARTIAL LAW IN
MOST OF ROUMANIA

OF ST. JOHN

Believed to Be Enforced to Off-
set Communistic
Tendencies.

(By United News.)

Vienna, July 26—The greater part
of Rumania is reported to be under
martial law, according to unconfirmed
advices reaching Viena. The Gov-
ernment is said to have prohibited all
public meetings, called in protest
against present state institutions. The
reason for the rcported'decrees is not
known, but it is understood to be de-
signed against the Communistic propa-
ganda which is becoming more intense
throughout the Balkans.

Coinciding with rumors of the criti-
cal Rumanian situation, Bulgarla fis
reported to be on the eve of dangerous
political troubles.

Afloat 6 Days
In An Open Boat

New York, N. Y. July 26—When
the French liner France arrived yes-
terday from Havre she had on board
two Cape Breton fishermen—Francols
Huedes, 86, and Francols Allain, 45—
who were picked up at 11 am. on
Wednesday 100 miles south of Cape
Race. They had been adrift in a dory
for six days. For 72 hours they had
no food or water.

The passengers subscribed a purse
of 10,000 francs to be handed4% them
when they reach Havre.

Heudes and Allain were members of
the crew of 44 fishermen who sailed on
the schooner Esquiduna from St. Malo
on April 23. They strayed from their
ship on July 17.

ASK PROSECUTION
IN VOLTAIRE CASE

Washington, July 25—Prosecution of
the British steamship Voltaire for al-
leged violation of the coastwise laws,
will soon be asked of Attorney Gen-
eral Stone, it was learned at the De-
partment of Commerce. It is charged
that the incident was a deliberate at-
tempt by foreign interests toward the
American coastal trade.

A long drawn out fight through the
courts, possibly ending in the United
States Supreme Court, is expected by
the government as the result of thls
decision to accept the challenge lald
down by the Lamport and Holt Line,
when its vessel recently loaded about
five hundred passengers at Philadel-
phia, ostensibly bound for Halifax. The
government will attempt to prove that
the voyage was really from Philadel-
phia to Boston, inasmuch as both pas-
sengers and baggage are said to have
been landed at the latter port and will
demand payment of the $110,000 fine
imposed by the customs collector at
Boston.

American Shippers Protest.

The case is unprecedented in Ameri-
can shipping annals and is regarded
here as of the most vital and far-
reaching importance to American com-
merce. A rising flood of protests from
American ship lines and business In-
terests - gives evidence of the serious
light in which the incident is viewed.
Eommiss‘mner of Navigation D. B.
Cason disclosed that the Lamport &
Helt people yesterday filed an appeal
with his bureau. The British coin-
pany denies that the Voltaire’s voyage
was between itwo Amerlcan points,
claiming that the port of destinatlon
for the entire passenger list and cargo
was Halifax.

In contradiction of this, it is under-
stood. government agents have found
that the voyage was an excursion for
Philadelphia members of the B. P. O.
E. 'bound for a convention in Boston,
and that quantities of parade and sim-
ilar paraphernalia were loaded at Phil-
adelphia. A check-up is said to have
shown that seventeen passengers were
missing from the original list when
the Voltaire returned to Philadelphia
after proceeding from Boston to Hali-
fax, where only one passenger was
landed. It is expected to show that
at least sixteen passengers failed to
board the vessel when she put out
from Boston. Lamport & Holt assert
that no one permanently left their
ship at Boston and that no baggage
was landed there.

Test Case Seen.

1t is set forth in addition that the
Voltaire was chartered only after the
Shipping Board and American com-
panies had admitted their inability to
meet requirements for the trip.

i From its nature, the appeal is re-
garded by officials here as a mere
“straw man” through which the Brit-
ish company will initiate the contest
which is to test the coastwise laws.
It is pointed out in this connection
that the owners of the vessel were
warned in advance that the voyage
would be a violation+of the coastwise
laws, which prescribe a fine of $200 a
passenger.
