Toronto, Oct. 23—Prohibition or 

moderation Is the all-absorbing inter­
est in Ontario today. Two millions 
of men and women are entitled to vote 
on the question.

In nearly 7,800 polling stations in 
107 provincial ridings, from Windsor 
on the International boundary to the 
trading posts of Northern Ontario, 
ballots are being cast under Provincial 
Government auspices to decide wheth­
er the Ontario Temperance Act of 
1918, restricting the legal sale of 
liquor to homeopathic quantities on 
physicians’ prescriptions shall survive, 
or whether It sl)All give place to com­
paratively open sale at government dis­
pensaries-

Vote Is Simple.

It is the first time that a vote has 
been taken in Ontario In-five years on 
the continuance of the Ontario Tem­
perance Act, and for the first time 
ballot papers ask for a simple vote on 
the question. For these reasons sup­
porters of the Moderation League hope 
for a favorable vote in spite of the 
fact that sentiment was overwhelm­
ingly for prohibition in the last two 
ballots taken in Ontario.

Indication are that weather condi­
tions are ideal in most districts. In 
the Toronto district the day is fine 
and sunny; roads through the rural 
districts are in good shape, and, the 
bulk of harvest work being over, farm­
ers are free to journey to the polls. 
In the cities and towns automobiles 
have been pressed into service to car­
ry the urban population to the polls. 
Women Very Active.

The tremendous interest taken by 
women in today’s vote Is bound to In­
fluence, if it does not decide, the re­
sult. Not only have women registered 
everywhere their determination to vote, 
but women scrutineers and even wom­
en returning "officers have entered the 
field. The womens societies have been 
active in the campaign, and nearly 
every district has its special woman’s 
plebiscite committees on each side of 
the question. The prohibition union 
pins its hope of success on the wom­
en’s vote and the rural vote.

The Moderation League expects the 
larger urban centres to go “wet,” and 
adds the belief that a reduction in the 
“dry” majority in the rural districts 
will permit the “wets” to roll up a 
majority of 100,000 in the whole prov­
ince.

The “drys” point to overwhelming 
dry majorities in former plebiscites 
and arc certain that at the worst 
these majorities can only be some­
what reduced.
