Geneva, Aug. 80—An international
miners’ strike will be definitely declared,
'should the British miners decide to this
effect. The strike was arranged between
the . British miners’ delegates and ' the
Germans, French and Belgians during
their congress in Geneva in the first
week of August. i

It is learned now that so soon as the
British miners strike, no coal from Ger-
many, Belgium or France will be allowed
to leave for England. The miners in
these countries.will cease work and de-
mand nationalization of the mines.

The International Miners’ Federation
will also appeal to the United States
miners not to allow coal to leave the
United States.

Warsaw, Aug. 30—The Poles appar-
ently are planning no advance beyond
the ethnographic frontier as mentioned
in the United States’ note, to which the
Poles have replied. The front rests at
present roughly along the line laid down
by the Allies. X

The military authorities announced
today that the Poles along the front were
resting and regrouping after pushing the
Russian Soviet forces beyond the Bug
River, where they are prepared to make
a stand if attacked.

Thousands Interned.

Berlin, Aug, 29—Forty thonsand Bol-
sheviki already have crossed the border,
according to the foreign ministry. It
adds that all the Bolsheviki are; being
interned under the direction of Allied
officers.

Warsaw, Aug. 80—The German gov-
ernment has advised the Polish govern-
ment that there are now 70,000 fugitives
of the Red army interned in German
territory. L
