INSURANCE FOR SOLDIERS

(Canadian Finance.)
At the recent convention of the Life
Underwriters’ Association of Canada,
Major L. M. Bidwell, of Saskatoon,
urged upon the delegates the necessity
of securing government aid to provide
adequate life insurance for our 50,000 dis-
abled soldiers. -The returned man re-
quires many things and this matter of
insurance is unquestionably one of the
most important of his needs. Particul-
arly is this the case, when the disabled
warrior is a married man with a young
family.. Government pensions are insuf-
ficier®under present conditions to cover
more than the actual cost of living and
the disabled warrior is likely to suffer
from a double handicap—his surplus over
living expenses is practically nil and the
cost of life insurznce may be increased
as a result of his disabilities. These
men need life insurance just as much
las the able man, and being disabled, the
| value of insurance would be all the more
i plain to them. Surely it is enough that
|they are compelled to suffer from their
ive disabilities without keeping
from them the benefits of adequate life
insurance. The Life Underwriters’ con-
vention signified its appreciation of the
need for government assistance in this
connection by instructing its executive
to confer with the government with a
view to alleviating the situation. Every
right minded person realizes the value
of adequate insurance, and the disabled
soldier must be cared for in this respect.
