then to pay to the Old Ladles’ Home 
in Broad street, $600; to the Protestant 
Orphans’ Home a like sum and to the 
St. John Home for Incurables a like sum 
—the balance to be divided among his 
children, of whom there are now four— 
Augusta A., wife of G. Ernest Fair- 
weather of St. John, architect ; Hon. 
Albert S. White, Lila M., wife of Edwin 
A. Morris of St. John, and Oscar B. 
White, now of Sussex, N. B., first, how­
ever, charging against and deducting 
from the share of each advances made 
by him, and he empowers his executors 
to sell his real estate, which he directs 
shall be so sold within ten years from 
his death.
