DEATHS
Fine Floor RugsJohn T. Mellish.

Vancouver, B. C., March 31—John 
T. Mellish, at one time principal of 
Cumberland Academy, Amherst, N. S., 
Mount Allison Academy, Sackvllle, N. 
B., and Albro Street School, Halifax, 
is dead here. He was an ardent stu­
dent of Canadian history.

John Thomas Mellish, LL. B., D. C. 
L., was born at Pownal, P. E. I., Jan. 
26, 1841. He was educated at Prince 
of Wales College, Mount Allison Uni­
versity, Victoria University and Uni­
versity of King’s College. He became 
a barrister in Nova Scotia and prac­
ticed in Charlottetown. From 1865 to 
1870 lie was headmaster at Cumber­
land County Academy and from 1870 
to 1874 was headmaster at Mount Al­
lison Academy. Later he went to 
Halifax. He was appointed professor 
in Prince of Wales College and prin­
cipal of the Normal School at Char­
lottetown, but declined these positions. 
He was the author of various addresses, 
papers and pamphlets on educational, 
historical, political and scientific sub­
jects. In 1900 he was elected president 
of the Alumni Society of Mount Al­
lison University.
