XIL. The President, Vice-President, and Treasurer, shall be considered
ez-t’z{icio Members of'the Committes.
IIL Every Clorgyman or Dissenting Minister, who is a member of the
Society, shall be entitled to attend and vote at all meetings of the Committee,
XIV. The Secretaries, for the time being, shall be considered as members
of the Committee; but no other person deriving any emolument from the
Society shall have that privilege. . )
XV. At the General Meetings, and Meetings of the Committee, the Presi.
dent, or, in his absence, the Vice. President first upon the list then present; and
in thé absence of all the Vice.Presidents, the Treasurer; and in his ab_sence,
such Member as shall be voted for that purposo, shall preside at the meeting.
VI. The Committée shall meet on the first Monday in every month, or
oftener, if necessary.

XVII. The Committee shall have the power of nominating such persons as
shall'huve'reridered essential service to the Society, éither Mempers ¥or Lire,
or GovERrNors ror Lire.
XVIIL The Committee shall also have the power of nominating Hononary
Mewusess from dmong Forsigners who have promoted the object of the Socioty.
XIX: The whole of the Minutes of every Geeral Meeting shall be signed
by the Chairman.
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
