Is -Examining ‘Into Agricultural
Conditions in the -
Dominion.

About the middle of ‘Septentber Vi
toria will be wisited by a. representa-
tive body of Seotch.agriculturalists, in-
cluding professors, ' landlords, farm
managers and farmers, who are now
touring eastern Canada. While here
the party will not only look intg the
methods of agriculture’ practised on
Vancouver Island. but.will also examine
into the possibilities of the country and
conditions generally. After their return
to the Old Country their observations
will. be published, and in addition sev-
eral members of thé commission will
likely deliver addresses on their trip in
various parts-of Scotland,

Trips of this kind are taken every
other year by representative Scotch
agriculturists. Tnh 1904 a slm)lar commxs-
sion visited Denmark, and in 1306 Ire-
land, and their return from both re-
ports were presented and addresses de-
livered, which attracted great atten-
tion in the Scottish press.

The party left Liverpool by the Em-
press of Ireland, and arrived at Ri-
mouski last Thursday, from where they
proceeded to the Maritime provnces.
They will spend three weeks between
there and the provihces of ‘Ontario and
Quebec. They will arrive in Winnipeg
about September 5th and will stop off
at all the principal points en route to
the coast. After spending a few days
here they will leave for the East again
on September, travelling from Edmon-
ton to Winnipeg over the Canadian
Northern, The subjects which the com-
mission will consider in' this country
will be: Land settlement, the constitu-

FOREST FIRES -
AROUND NA‘NAIMO

L'ADYfSMITH"ALSO Shis
TO BE THREATENED

. Qutbreaks Beheved to. Be Due
to Sparks From E. & N.
<~ Locomotives.

Considerable uneasiness was experi-
enced in- Nanaimo yesterday by the
outbreak of forest fires right on the
outskirts of the town Several acres of
fine . timber ]anﬁ were swept bare, and
at one time it was thought that the
city itself was in danger. The sprink-
ling of streets and lawns was prohibit-
ed with a view to conserving the water
supply in the event of it being required
to save the houses lying on the fringe
of the woods.

During July Nanaimo suffered slight
shocks, due to no fewer than thirty fires
which broke out in the immediate vicin-
ity, while this month, up to the present,
there have been some fifteen, the last
{'of which yesterday occurred tlose in.

Between Brenton and Ladysmith a
large fire is raging to-day, and a
quantity of valuable timber has already
been destroyed, The fire is strongest at
the point where the old No. 1 extension
mine used to be, while, in parts it is
said to be threatening Ladysmith. Ow-
ing to a breakage in the C. P. R. tele-
graph system on the island it is difficult
to obtain accurate information, but the
outbreak is undoubtedl\ of a ‘serious
character.

The prevailing opm}on in Nanaimo is
that these forest. fires, .which are be-
coming more frequent during the long
spell of dry weather, have in nearly
every case been caused by sparks from
the locomotives on the E. & N. trains.
It is said that the screens are not being
used as much as they might, as the

trains to slacken speed. In view of the
large amount of timber which is falling
a prey to these forest fires it is under-
stood that representations will be made
to the proper authorities to see that the
laws dealing with the use of these
screens are rigidly enforced,

It was his let-
ter to hisg brothér, Capt. Hains, that
made the latter hurry home from the
Philippines and question his wife re-
garding her alleged conduct with. Mr.
Annis, and it was T. Jenking Hains
who prevented anyone from interfering
with the captain when he shot Mr.
Annis.”

Another remarkable feature of the
case is the friendship that existed be-
tween Mrs, Annis apd Mrs. Claudia
Hains, Capt. Hains' Wite. Mrd, Hains
called upon Mrs. Annis on Sunday
afternoon, it was learned yesterday,
and remained with her until nearly
midnight.

Mrs. Annis, who witnessed the
shooting of her husband, has beéen pros-
trated since the tragedy and cannot
be seén.. It is said she has several
letters written by Capt. Hains to her
husband threateriing him. When she
saw Capt. Hains and his brother at
Bayside, just before thé shooting, she
shouted a warning to her husband, and
begged him not to come to the landing
| from his yacht while Capt. Hains was
| there.. Mrs., Annis does not belicve
| Capt. Hains intended to. shoot hor
husband, .she says, but thought he
wanted to serve him with papers in a
divorce proceeding.

Despite the fact that Annis had been
named as co-respondent in a divore:
suit brought by Capt. Hains agatust
his wife, Mrs. Annis had the utmost
faith in her husband. As a proof of
this, she frequently enteértained Mrs.
Hains, and seyeral times Mrs. Hains
was taken on aulomobile rides with
Mrs. Annis and her husband.

The district attorney was intéresteq
when he learned that T. Jenkins Hains
killed a man at Fortress Monroe, Vir-
ginia, seventeen years ago, and will
secure a copy of the court proceedings
during his trial.. Ned. Hannegan, the
man Haing killed, was his best friend,
and he was shot while the two men
were int a small boat. Hains was tried
on a charge of murder and acquitted,

Locked in the safe of the Flushing
police station is another bit of evidence
that will be used at thé trial of the
Haing ‘brothers.

While Mr. Annis was lying on the
floor of the Bayside Yacht Club, after
he had been shot, a friend, Mr. Rock-
well scribbled on' an envelope these
words: ‘““Shot by Capt. Peter Hains,
U. 8. A, August 15th.” This was
handed to the dying man, and he
signed his name to it.

District Attorney Darrin announced
that he would convene a special grand
jury in an effort to get an early in-
dictment of the brothers, and he says
he will be able to have them on trial
by the middle of September,

Only two witnesses will be called at
the coroner’s inquest, which has been
set for Wednesday evening, says the
district attorney, as it will only be ne-
cessary to establish that Capt. Hains
stiot -Jr. Annis and that his brather
stood guard while he did it.
