In this statement it
may be added Gen. Pando is sustained
by reports of other generals, and by the
remarks of disinterested persons “who
have been eye-witnesses of the opera-
tions against the insurgents. The whole
trouble seems to be summed up in the
fact that the Spanish infantry, al-
though well handled and brave, have
been unable to cope successfully with
the equally well handled and brave
mounted ' insurgents, but Gen. -Pando
claims that in spite of this, if the in-
surgents ean be driven to fight a pitch-
ed battle, the Spaniards will defeat
them in short order. even though the
enemy may be 'large in numbers.

Concerning the advance of the insur-
gent army under Jose Maceo and Rabi
Pando says that this force was ftrying
to convey westward a considerable
quantity of arms and ammunition and
other sunplies, intended for the insurg-
gerits in the province of Pinar del Rio.
But. the General added. Maceo and
Rabi have been engaged seven times
with the Spaniards since they entered
the provinee of Santa Clara, and a con
siderable portion of the war material
has been either captured or lost en
route. The Spanish troops are being
massed across the line of march which
the second army of insurgents is ex-
pected to follow, and Gen. Pando an-
ticipates that they will be able to pre-
vent the injunction with the insurgents
under Gen. Gomez. . Jose Maceo, who
was severely wounded some weeks ago,
is said to have almost recovered his
health and to be able to ride his horse
daily on the march.

Gen. Pando refused to .discuss the
plans likely to be adopted by the Span-
