RECEIVED BY EMPEROR.

The Prince of Wales Represents the 
King at Birthday Celebrations 

at Berlin.

Berlin, Jan. 2f).—The Prince of Wales, 
who has come to Berlin to represent 
King Edward at the celebration of the 
anniversary of the birth of Emperor 
William next Monday, was received with 
the greatest ceremony upon his arrival 
here this evening.

Emperor William, wearing the uniform 
of the First Roy il Dragoons, accom­
panied by his second son. Prince Wil­
helm Eithel-Friedrieh; Prince Henry of 
Prussia, a number of other Princes, the 
Duke of Saxe-Coburg and Gotha, the 
British ambassador and his staff, and a 
number of distinguished personage^, 
aw*ïi od on the station platform the 
arrival of the Prince's train. The Prince 
of Wales, also wearing the uniform of 
the First British Royal Dragoons, up­
on alighting from the train, was greeted 
by the Emperor, who advanced and 
warmly shook his hands. The station 
was filled with a brilliantly uniformed 
guard. The Prince and the Emperor, 
side by side, passed down the line of 
guards, while the band played the Brit­
ish Anthem. The military escort passed 
in review before the Emperor and his 
royal visitor, who afterwards drove in 
a state carriage to the palace, where 
they dined with the Imperial family. At 
Emperor William’s special order, an un­
usual number of police occupied the 
street, the crowds, however, were small 
and showed little interest. The celebra­
tions in honor of the Prince of Wales 
have been limited to the greatest pos­
sible extent owing to the existing Aug- 
lophopia. Nevertheless the Prince will 
lunch to-morrow with the officers of the 
First Royal Dragoons, Qveen Victoria’s 
Own, at which function Emperor Wil­
liam is expected to speak.

A LEAD FACTORY.

Montreal, Jan. 24.—It is understood 
that the Canadian Paint Company is 
considering a proposal to establish a 
factory for the manufacture of white 
and red lead and litharge from lead 
mined in British Columbia. The decis­
ion of the Canadian Pacific railway to 
establish a lead refinery has brought 
the matter to a head. Thousands, of 
tons of lead are now imported, chiefly 
from Germany, some of it being manu­
factured from lead ore actually mined 
in British Columbia. It is understood 
now that the establishment of a fac­
tory merely depends upon the govern­
ment extending sufficient. protection to 
the promoters.

Steamer Cottage tCity arrived from: 
Alaskan ports early vthis morning. She
brought 9(5 passengers, a few being from 
Dawson, and a number from Atlin.

SHIPPING CO. VS. BANK.
A most) unique suit has been commenc­

ed in Seattle against the Canaclian Bank 
-of Commerce. The plaintiff is Cant. E. 
E. Caine, and he ;s acting as trustee of 
the Pacific Clipper line, which in 1899 

'had under charter the steamer Cleveland 
for a voyage to Nome and return.

The papers in the suit set forth that 
the Cleveland sailed back in 1899 for 
Seattle* and that among her cargo had 
a valuable shipment of gold dust con­
signed to nhe Canadian Bank of Com­
merce. The -gold was valued- at $381,- 
208. On the voyage down from St. 
Michael the steamer was delayed eon 
siderrtbly by gales, and as a consequence 
she ran short of fuel. To bring his ves­
sel into port the master of the Cleve­
land spared none of the woodwork of his 
steamer, and accordingly, considerable 
repairing had to be done when Seattle: 
was reached.
