Opposition to the Move on Harbin is
Disappearing—Little Known of
Russian Retreat.

Tokio, March 18, 8 p.m.—Beyond the
‘general retreat of the Russians along
the railway northward, little is known
" here of the details of the past three days’

events. ;

Reports of additional Russian prison-
ers captured are in circulation. The es-
timate is 20,000. It is impossible to ¢in-

firm the reports.

Phere is much speculation over the ex-
tent of the Russians retirement. Harbin
is regarded as a Jogical base, baut it is
suggested that they may attempt to hold
the Kirin line. The .country between
Kiayuan and Sungari isxinhospitable.'

Formerly the conservative element- in
the high councils of the Japanese favor-
ed setting a limit to the Manchurian
advance. It opposes advancing to Har-
bin, but the results of the victory at
Mukden are removing opposition and the
bulk of opinion and the government now
£avors pressing advantages and carrying
the war to the utmost limits possible.
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RETREATING RUSSIANS
HARASSED BY JAPS.

St. Petersburg, March 18, 2.10 p.m,—
Telegraphic communication with the re-
treating Russian army has been cut for
over 24 hours, but the authorities hope
it is only temporary, stating’ that they
have no information that .the Japanese
have reached the railroad in Gen, Line-
vitch’s rear.

Nevertheless, with the curtain down,
the war office naturally is the prey of
the direst forebodings.

The last word from the front was con-
tained in a telegram from one 0f the
Associated Press Russian correspond-
ents, the only, correspondent with the re-
tiring army, presaging an attack from the
rear. The ‘telegram, -although dated
Chagton, forty miles north of Tie pass,
at 4 o’cdleck on Thursday afternoon, was
sent from Kaiyun, thirty miles north of
Tie pass, and reached St. Petersburg
only this morning. It was very brief,
saying that the army was retreating in
good order and destroying the railroad
as it went, but was constantly pressed
by the Japanese, the rearguard action
being continuous.

There were ominous words in the con-

cluding sentence, as follows: ‘“We be-
lieve the Japanese are making a wide
turning movement north of us, and that
they are ready to fall upon us when we
‘get out of the ring-like group of moun-
tains which surrounds -the Tie pass
gorge.”
“UTn" the‘long retreaf, the Russians only
have the advantage on the Mandarin
road so far as Kaiyun, whence it beara
eastward to Kirin, while the railway con-
tinues north to Harbin.

According to the general staff, how-
ever, a good road runs parallel to the
railroad. But were an army of a quar-
ter million men, encumbered with im-
pedimenta, with an active enemy relent-
fessly pursuing and operating eon its
flanks and the constant tread of the
enemy closing the ling of retreat, it is
admitted that the single ‘railroad and
wagon road offers poor prospects of Gen.
Linevitch being able to bring off the rem-
wdnts 6f the army without the tremend-
ous sacrifice of life. If the Jdpanese ac-
tually succeed in throwing a strong force
across the line of retreat, it is recognized
:hat the army might be foreed to capitu-
ate. ;

In the meantime, - the mobilization of
a new army has already begun in several
provinces, although the order has not yet
been issued. A division of the Imperial
Guards at St. Petersburg reeeived orders
to-day. -

The newspapers generally endorse Line-
¥iteh’s selection a8 temporary command-
er-in-chief on the ground that Kouropat-
kin’s lack of success made his superces-
sion imperative. At'the same time it is
vecognized that XKouropatkin's failure
also rests on other shoulders and pity is
expressed at his sad fate.

REPORT OF FIGHTING
NORTH OF TIE PASS.

Yinkow, Manchuria, March 18.—It is
reported that the Russian rearguard is
fighting a heavy action in the vicinity
of Kaiyun, about 20 miles north of Tie
pass,
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- Harbin, March 18.—(Noon.)—The Chi-
nese hlere-are in an excited state and say
notification has been received that the
Japanese will enter Harbin'on April 10th.

. Many Chinese refugees are .arriving

from the: south.. They report ill-treat-
ment by Japanese, and say that Russian-
speaking Chinamen are hanged head
«lownward and placarded, ‘“The great
Russian translator.”. They says also
that the Japapese take all supplieg gra-
{#s,. and .that ome Japanese general, an-
swering a request to pay at least a little
for provisions, declared that the “Chi-
nese dogs are not deserving of . other
treatment.”

With the.many wounded who are ar-
riving at Harbin from the southward,
are crowds of Russian inhabitants of
the region evacuated and employees of
the railroad.

ASSUMES COMMAND.

St. Petersburg, March 18 —A telegram
from General wouropatkin to Emperor
Nicholas, dated March 17th, says:

“In accordance with the orders of
Your Majesty, received March 13th, I
"handed over to General Linevitch the
command of the land and naval forces
operating against the’ Japanesge.”

General Linevitch, in a telegram to the
Emperor, under the same date, says: “In

Kouropatkin, dated March 18th, says:
“The rearguand of our armies were el-
gaged on March 17th on a ridge south-
east of Tie pass, and near the village of
Pelitzuan. At night the rearguard- fell
back to a position at the bend of the Liao
river, near the village” of Kamluitza,
without being pressed by the enemy.
“On March 16th our armies continued
their march.

“On March 15th the town of Fakoman
(25 miles northeast of Mukden) was
burned by Chinese bandits.”
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AWAITING DETAILS OF 5
RETREAT FROM TIE PASS.

St. Petersburg, March 19.—Reports re-
ceived in Manchuria, which were issued
last night, while relieving the immediate
fear of the Russian people that the Man-
churian army already is cut off and con-
firming information already received that
the retirement is in full progress, throw
no further light on the condition of, or
the losses of the army and contain no
disquieting information.

The city of Fakoman, which is well
in the Russian rear, has been seized by
a force given out as Chinese bandits, but
which was a Japanese column. From
Fakoman one read leads to Kaiyuan,
about 20 miles north of Tie pass, and
the great Chinese road runs northward,
paralleling the railroad and offering to a
force there the alternative of striking
directly to the Russian line or pushing
on toward the Sungari river, along the
highway, which is better than the road
over which Gen. Linevitch will have to
retreat. The mnew commander-in-chief
will need all the strategic Yualities of
Kouropatkin ‘to effect ' the withdrawal
safely.

How far or how rapidly Field Mar-
shal uyama will be able to continue pur-
suit remains to be seen, but the Chinese
at Harbin expect him there April 10th,
and if this opinion proves to be founded
on a Japanese proclamation, many per-
sons here, remembering the fulfilment of
Oyama’s assurance regarding the occu-
pation of Mukden on March 10th, will be
inclined to accept three weeks as the
limit.

The Russian government continues to
declare that whatever may be the fate
of Harbin and of the present eastern
army, the war will continue. Vice-Ad-
miral Rojestvensky’s orders to try issues
with Vice-Admiral Togo have not been
cancelled. Preparations for the mobili-
zation of & new army are continuing,
and the finance department is busy with
measures to provide necessary funds.

finds Russia in almost complete ignor-
ance of details as to the effect of that
reverse. The public simply knows the
losses in killed, wounded and prisoners
are great, and is prepared to believe
them enormous, though one Russian eor-
respondent expresses the belief that they
will not exceed 80,000 all told. The full
story of the awful retreat from Mukden
to Tie pass also remains to be told.

Later reports received confirm the

and many cannon, which otherwise they
would have been able to bring off.
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JAPANESE CELEBRATE
VICTORY AT MUKDEN.

Tokio, March 18.—(Evening.)—Thirty
thousand persons went to Bibiya to-day
to attend the exercises commemorative
of the Japanese victory -of Mukden.
Members of the cabinet, the elder.states-
men, many officers of the army and navy
and members of the Diet were present.
Mayor Osaki read a congratulatory tele-
gram to be sent to Field Marshal Oyama
on behalf of the municipality, the crowd
cheering its approval.

Lieut.-Gen. Terauchi, minister of war,
and Admiral Yamamato, minister of the
navy, spoke on behalf of the army and
navy respectively, thanking the people
for the support they had given the. gov-
ernment during the war.

Sports in the afternoon and a display
of fireworks to-night concluded the dem-
onstration.

Attitude of France:

Paris, March 20.—The representations
made by the Freneh minister at Caraeas
to the Venezuelan government have-not
yet taken the form of a political protest,
but are in the mature of a declaration
upon the legal rights of the French
Cable Company which France desires to
have respected.

The authorities here do not wish the
view .to prevail that French relations
with Venezuela have reached an acute
stage. On the contrary, it is said that
the question remains clearly within. the
giplomatic limit, and no consideration
has yet been given to the sending of war-
ships to Venezuelan waters or making
other possible measures for effecting
force. Any measures of such a charac-
ter will await the final decision of the
court, and the failure of every diplomatic
means of adjustment.

MANY PERSONS -
KILLED OR INJURED

EXPLOSION AND FIRE
IN A SHOE FACTORY

Fifty Employees Unaccounted Fer and
Number of Them are Believed to
Be Dead.

Brockton, Mass.,, March 20.—Within
half an hour after.the six hundred or
more employees at the R. B. Grover shoe
factory had begun to-day, a boiler blew
up in the factory engine room, wrecking
a section of the building and starting a
fire which destroyed the ruins, and
spread to other buildings near-by.

Owing to the nature of the accident
angd the speed with—which the flames
seized upon the section which fell after
the explosion, and the' excitement, any
accurate ‘estimate of the loss of life was
impossible.

It was understood that upwards of two
hundred:<persons were at work in - the
departments near “the boiler room, and
the first indications’were, that hardly one
could have escaped. _Later, “however, it
was learned that about fifty were unac-
counted: for and:it was believed that
many of this unmber might be killed or
injured.

The boiler which exploded was located
on the ground floor of an “L” which ex-
tended from the main buildings. Per-
sons :living near "heard a -dull roar and
saw a cloud of smoke rising and .the
“L” of the factory falling to the ground.
Almost" immediately flames burst forth
from the ruins of the beiler room and
quickly enveloped the wreckage. Before
the hundréds of people in the main build-
ing had feft it the fire jumped from the
“L” and in a few minutes the entire
structure was a roaring furnace., Most
of the people, however, in the main part
of the plant succeeded in escaping, al-
though ‘in the terrible panic whicn fol-
lowed the explosion quite a number were
injured. g

Twenty-Five Bodies Found.

Brockton, Mass., March 20.—Twenty-
five bodies up to 11.30 had beén taken
from the ruins. Many of them were so
terribly mutilated and burned as to make
identification difficult, if not impossible.

Engineer Detained:

Brockton, Mass.,, March 20.—David
Rockwell, the engineer m charge of ‘the
boiler which exploded, has been detained
by the police pending an investigation of
the accident.

More Than Fifty Hurt.

Brockton, Mass., March 20.—At 2,30,
thirty-five bodies had been removed from
the ruins. None was identified., ;

The list of injured at this hour num
bered upwards of 50.

An official of the .Grover company ex-
pressed the opinion that possibly 100 per-
sons would be found to have lost their
lives.

Forty-Four Dead. 3

Brockton, Mass.,, March 20.—The
searchers had recovered 42 bodies at 3,15
and were at work almost at the centre of
the ruins. Up to that hour 250 of the
400 listed employees had been acconnted
for.
