Newspaper Libel.

Mr. C. J. Milligan, manager of the
8t. John Telegraph, and who is, or was
for a good while, the chief agent cof the
Liberal party in New Brunswick,

ago, against Mr. Jas. H. Crocket, pub-
lisher ot the Fredericton Gleaner, segting
the damages at $1,000.

The cause of the suit was the publi-
cation in Mr. Crocket’s paper of a letter
intimating that Mr. Milligan wasa
part'y to the crime of forging the
bogus electoral list for the parish of
Rothesay in Kings county. The forgery
was the subject of a great scandal—and
very properly so—and as it bad been
much discussed in a number of the
party papers, the parties implicated—
although unknown—weie held in gen-
eral coutempt, not only for the wrong-
doing involved, but because the forgery
was a senseless political blunder.

When Mr. Milligan songht to have
Mr Crocket withdraw and apologise for
the injury his paper had done him, the
latter refused to do so and claimed that
he could justify himself by the produc-
tion of testimony sustaining the damag-
ing stutements made.

After several postponements the case
was beard before Judge McLeod in the
3¢. John Circuit Coart.  Mr, Milligan
proved that he bad mno complicity
whatever in the forgery of the Rothesay
list, had never seen it, or even heard
of it until he read of it in the papers,
and was entirely innocent ot any
connection whatever with it. It ap-
peared that it was mailed from his
office, but he proved that it was done
without his knowledge and during his
absence.

Mr. Crocket, hims:lf, did not appear,

save by counsel. Witnesses were heard
ia his behalf, but it was significant that
he, himeelf, who had pl.aded that he
could justify the damaging statements he
had wade,f1iled to come forward and even
state his reasong for so declaring.
, 1o his address in behalf of Mr. Milligan,
Hon. Mr, McKeown, K. C., said in refer-
eunce to the aryument of the defeudant’s
counsal that the defendant had not.chargad
the plaintiff with forgery, that in his pleas
the defendant directly made the charge.
Hoe stated that what he said was correct,
and in the defendant’s open Ilctter he
stated that he was prepared t, stand by
it, surely this would convince the jury as
to what the defendant meant. The de-
fendant had put these pleas on record in
the Supreme Court, and the:e they would
remain forever.

Continuing, Mr. McKeown said :—

In regard to the intiwation of the counsel
on the other side that there had been a plot
to kesp away witnesses, it was absurd; buc
there was one witness whose absenc: he
would like to have explained, Where was
the defendant himeelf, the man who reiter-
ated these chaiges and knew just why he
had published the letter abont Mr. Milligan,
the man who could tell the reasons he had
for believing the charges against the plaiu-
siff and publishing them, in fact the man
who by his pleas knew all about the whole
affair, where was he? Why did he not
come to the trial and teill what he kunew,
either producing the facts which led hirm to
publish the letter gnd so justiiy i, or ahow
that while he may have been mistaken,
nevertheless, he had sufficieot reasons at
the time of publication to justify him?
It wasa very peculiar thing that the
defendast had not been called . to give
evidence in his own behalf, and the only
possible explanstion is that he knew these
charges to be false.
The plaintiff had been accused of being
slow in getting this case to trial. He kuew
that the plaiotiff had done everything in his
power to hurry watters up; and he could not
be acoused of laxaess in any way.
The energy of the plaintiff in pushing the
deaf and dumb investigation had been
sneered at and denounced and compared to
what was charscterized as his slownees in
getting this case to trial. The plaintiff had
not been slow, that was an incorrect state-
ment, and he would farther say that the
public were under a deep debt. of gratitude
to Mr. Milligan for the energetic manner in
which he and those associaterdd with him had
prosecuted the deaf and dumb investigation,
which resulted in the finding that the
charges were trme. If the public fully
appreciated the horrible iniquitis that were
perpetrated at that institution at Frederic-
ton, they wenld know how much the
province owed Mr. Milligan and his ssso-
cistes. Mr. Milligan has been fer a long
time lying under thia serious charge—the
target of these slanders.
The meanest man on God’s earth is- the
slanderer ; a lie on hia lips snd malice in his
beart, he goes about te ruin the reputation
of men who may not even know the exis-
tencs of the charges uatil by the loss of
friends, or by the changed aspect of his
acquaintancee, the work of his maligner is
made apparent. Thé victim 18 not only he
at whom said chatges are directly hurled,
but the family circle, his closest friends.
Thoae whose respect and good-will he mal
prize abeve aﬁe earthly possessions are
stiicken with shame and sorrow at charges
involving the reputation of the man who
may be ignoraut that his good name is beiog
filched away.
A pewspaper has a thousand tongues, and
into the mind of each reader it pours its tule
of falsehood, poisobing the mind of the
reader, and levelling to the dust the reputa-
tion of the man who is thus libelled. Al
this muet be considered when coming to the
quertion of damages ; he would assk that
the jary find for the full amount asked for,
that is $1,000. The plaintiff had asked for
ooly a reasonable amount, and he thought
he deserved the whoele of it.

Judge McLeod in charging the jury
defined a libsl as a statement without
truth which exposes the libelled person
to the hatred, contempt or ridicule of the
community. He then proceeded to direct
them on the different peints. The pre-
paration of the Rothsay lists was a forgery.
The hbellous letter as published was
capable of the defamatory meaning which
the plaintiff attached to it and it was
for the jury to say whetherit had that
meaning or not. The publication of the
Gleaver in which the letter appeared was
not privileged in any way atall. [t was
open to the jury to find the exact
meaning of the' publizetion and what
any reasonable man would infer from
reading the letter.

Hoxn. Mr. Blair ieo;el & Slanderous

In the House of Commons on Saturdsy
last, on the Railway commission bill
being taken up, W.F. MacLean argued at
length in favor of hisamendment to the
act giving the commies'on power to order
any railway company to open any of its
stations to any telephene company which
may apply for admission.

Befoie the vote was put, Mr. MacLean
read a report from the Fredericton
Gleaner of the annual meeting of the
New Bruuswick Telephoue Company re-
garding the election, as directors, of Hon.
Mr. Blaic, Mr. Sise, president of the Bell
Company, Senator Thompson and Mr.
Randelph, both of thd latter, Mr. McLesn
said, are conuectiens of Hon. Mr. Blair.
At a meetinit of the shareholders after-
wards Mr. Blaic was elected president and

To Mr. MacLean it seemed that Mr.
Blair, the president of the New Bruns-
wick Company, and Mr. Sise, presideat
of the Bell Company, were very close
together. But Mr. MacLean ssid there
was another link, He read a special
despatch from St. John (N. B.), to the
Torento World stating Mr. Blair owned
a sixth of the stock of the New Brunswick
Telephone Company, and derived most of
his large income fiom that source. The
New Brunswick Telephone Company, the
despatch steted, had at its incorporation
been given an exclusive franchise in the
proviuce of New Brunawick. This was
done by Hon. Mr. Blair, who was premier
of that province. By reason of this
exclusive monopoly the Bell Company
were shut out of the province of New
Brunswick and to obtain an entrance had
to acquire the New Brunswick Telephone
Company. The despatch stated the New
Brunswick was now owned practically by
the Bell Company.

Mr. MacLeun said that he hLad not
intended making thess statements. He
had not intended to bring the matter
before the house, but he had given an
opportunity for the government to accept
his motion and it was only after he had
seen that this was not going to be domne
that he brought this matter up.

Some Notes From the Frult
Division.

A WARNIRG TO FRUIT GROWERS.

The Fruit Div.sion of the Dominion
Department of Agriculture, O:tawa,
issues the following warning to fruit
growers :—It is to be feared that the wet
weather at present prevailing will lead a
good many orchardists to neglect sprayng.
Last year the summer and sutumn were
wet and many growers of fruit failed
give their orchards

to
mers thin two or
three sprayings. As Mr. MacKinnon
points out, the cool moist weather is
peculiarly favorable to the development
of fungous growihs, xnd it is only by
seizing every oppottunity and spraying
whenever a day ortwo of dry weather
comes along that sound clean fruit can be
secured. Wet weather should be an
incentive to great diligence in spraying
rather than an excuse for not spraying.
Eternal viligance is the price of success
in fruit growing, and it behooves every-
one who desires a full crop of first class
frait to spray early and eften.
ORCHARD CULTIVATION.

There is a danger that oo sccount of
the wet weather, orchards will not raceive
their ususl cult:vation, which is urgently
needed to destroy weeds, aerate the soil,
and conserve soil moieture for future use.
If the ground is mnot stirred it bakes,
cracks , open and evaporation goes on
rapidly. By stirring the soil through
frequent cultivation, thus keeping a locse
mulch on the surface, capilla:ity is broken
up and moisture retsined. As soon asit
is possible, therefure, to get on the ground
after a rain, the cultivator should be
started in the orchard and kept going as
steadily as time and weather will permit.

Dr. Fletcher gives the following des-
eription :—*‘‘Reddish spots appear on the
leaves, somewhat irregual in shape, about
one-eight of an inch in diameter, and
frequently confluent. These appear on
the young pear leaves early in spring,
and as the summer progresses they turn
to corky, blister-like galls with a hole in
the centre through which large numbers
of elongated mites issue and attack the
fresh parts of the leaf.”

+ This insect attacks only pear leaves and
is-reported as havi~ - heen discove:ed
nearty all pesr-growing districts.

THE ‘°KING"” APPLE.

The *‘King” is one of favorite varietits
of apples in the market, but unfortunately
it is 80 shy & bearer on its own roots, that
it is not at all profitable. It has, how-
ever, frequently been noted that by top-
grafting it on apy vigorous stock 1t be-
comes much more prolitic.

The Fruit Division, Ottawa, invited
correspondence upon this subject and has
received some valuable information. Me.
C. L. Stephens of O:illia has the *‘King”
topgrafted on *“Duachess” and fiads that
its bearing qualities are quite saisfactory.
Mr. Wm. Read of Jarrat’s Corners has
twelse *‘King” trees grafted on
““‘Duchess,” and reporty equaliy good re-
sults, M. Judson Harris of Ingersoll has
an orchard of twe and one half acres, the
crop from which for the past eight years
has never brought him less than $500.00
Maoy of thess trees are “Kings”
graftad on “‘Russets.” Mr. Robert
Murray of Avening has a number of
*“King” trees on their ow#n roots and
othera grafted on “‘Tolinan Sweels,” and
notes that the top grafted tress are the
only ones that give him paying crop-.

The experience of these growers and
many others goes to show that it would
be a very vrofitible pi:es of business to
top-graft at least some of the early apples
to be found all over Ountario, with
“Kings.” The **King” is an apple that
exactly fills the bili as a fancy market
variety, as it is of excellent quality, color
and size, and well konown in the English
market. If its only defect, want of pro-
ductiveness, can be cured by the simple
