‘This was an appesl from a sentence of Sir John
Nichbll, the late y"dge of the Prerogative Court, by
which he prowounced for the validity of the will of
Christophér Scott, formerly of St. Andrew’s in
New Branswick, who died at his lodgings in Tow-
er-hill on the 2ith of July, 1833, The case came
on for argument on Thursday, Dec. 8, and occu-

ied the whole of that and the two following dny'’s

v. Thessiger and Dr. Addams appearing for the
appellant, and Mr Pemberton and Dr. Nicholl for
the respondent. It appeared that the will in ques-
tion, -which was dated on the 20th Jnly, 1833, ap-
pointed Mr. William Seott, the respondent, a nata-
rai son of the deceased, hissole executor and nniver-
sal legatee, its validity being opposed by Mr. John
Scott, the brother of the deceased, on the ground
that in the latter end of the year 1323, or the begin-

He also requested the’witnesses to attest it ; and

the execation of the will was procured by “contri-
vance, at a time wﬁvcn his mind was so f#feebied
by disease and bodily infirmity, that he was totally
i ble of performing any testamentary act—

ning of 1829, the d d became of d mind,
and that the execution of the will was clandestinely:
proenred, when he was totally incapable of doing
an‘y testamentary act.

Dn the part of the appellant it was alleged in the
Conrt below, that the deceased, who was a native
of Greenock, but who, early in life, had settled at
New-Branewick, where he carried on the trade of a
merchangand shipowner, having acquired consider-
able propény, had retarned to Scotland in 1827 or
1828, and byught an estate near Greenock, intend-
ing to residd upon it; at that time residing with his
brother, thé appellant, who was a banker at Green-
ack, and being on the best terms with him and his
family.—In the antumn of 1328, the deceased, de-
termining to go out to New Brunswick to wind up
_his'affairs there, executed a will, by which he devis-
ed his real and personal estates to and amongst his
brother and his nephews and nieces, which will was
deliveragd into his own custody : but what had be-
comeyof it did not appear. It was further slleged,
ou-the part of the appellant, that, daring his resi-
dence in this conntry, the.deceased was given to
habits of drinking to excess, and thereby greatly in-
jured and enfeebled his constitution ; and that, short-
Iy afler his arrival in New Brunswick in 1828 or
1229, he became of unsound mind ; that instead of
winding up his affairs in New DBrunswick. and
bringing them to a conclusiot, for the purpose of n
fiual return to this country, he entered io many
hazardots speculations, and lent his money inpro-
_vidently, and without due security : that for the pur-
pose of carrying on the suine, ho drew bills to the
amonnt of many thousand poands upon Mr. Aley-
ander Sinclair of Lundon, and hisbrother Robert at
Greenock, which they aceepted under the guarantee
of Mr. John Scott, the appellant.  That appealant,
however, being at length convinced that the deceas-
ed was ont of his senses, and wonld ruin himself,
refused any longer to guarantee his bills ; upon
which they were refused acceptance by Messrs. Sin-
clair, and were returned protested. It appeared
that in the spring of 1531, the deceused returned to
thia countey : and as he continued to pursue his spe-
culations in trade, his brother and nephews, who
had advanced him about £20,000, for the purpose
ol settling his affairs, refused to sanction his further
proceedings : and his affairs becaime so embarrassed
that in the wonth of July, 1831, he was arrested
and lodged in the guol at Bristoi, where he remain-
eil antil the riots which took place in that eity in
the month of Octpber, 1531, when he was released
by the rioters along with the other prisoners, and a
commissioy of Ialukrnlm')’ waa shortly afterwards
issned against hi.  The allegation then went on
to state that from this period the deceased had no fix

ed place of abode, but was continually travelling be
tween land, Ireland, Liverpool. Bristol, Condon,

&e. without any
his propensity to e; sreased upon
hiin, so that he was frequently intoxicated, even in
the middie of the day, and that he also from that time
constantly entertained nnd expressed the most absurd
and extravngant delusions respecting himselland his
properly. Bevera) instanees of'such delusions were
theh stated, and it appeared that he had conceived
a violent hatred towards his brother and his other
relations, to whom he attributed ail his embarrass-
ments. It was further alleged on the 30th of May;
133, the deceased taok up his abode at the White
lear, in Basing-hall-street, where he remained until
the 13th of July, when he waa removed by Mr.
Alexander Sinclair to some lodgings on Tower-hill,
and that during the whole of that perind lhu:‘i}c 8-
ed continned daily to grow worse, and hore efifeebl-
ed and reduced i bodily strength, in consequence
of which Mr. Sinclir sent M. John Hunter,a sur-
geon andapoti ¥, to preseribe far him, who was
of opinionthathe would not long survive, and he so
wrote to Mr. John Scott, the appellant, who arrived
in London on the 19th of July, and the next morning
he and Mr. Sinclair visited tlie deceased just before
the execution of the will in question, and again just
after its execution, accompanied by Mr. Hunter,
who was of opinion that on those .occasions the de-
ceased was incapable of making a will. " It appear-
ed, however, that on the 22d, Mr. Sinclair himself’
accompanied Mr. M'Dougal, who had prepared the
former will, to the bed-side of the deceased, in order
to ascertain whether he was desirons of’ giving any
instructions for the disposal of his property, orof
making any alterations in his will. ~After alleging

Upon the first part of the case, their Lordships were
clearly of opinion that the allegation of insanity or
imbecility was wholly ted by the evidence.
The various aéts spoken to by thé witnesses, sach
as his extravagant spécalations, and his qunarrels
with his relations, to whom he attributed his misfor-
tunesin trade, might be irrational, or unjustified by
the trafh of the facts ; but by no means established
the existence of any delusions on his part, such as
were g Iy understood to i charac-
terise unsoundness of mind. The otfier circam-
stance from which the same conclusibn was songht
to be deduced also admitted of a #imilar explana:
tion; they might arise fiom a stafe of mind which
wad become wenk from irregular habits, or irration-
al from feelings of irritation at imaginary injuries ;
but there was no proof of any total want of capaci-
ty to execute a testamentary act.  With respect to
the charge of contrivance in procaring thé execu-
tion of the will. their Lordships were also of opi-
nion that the appellant had equaliy fuiled in making
out any such thing. It was trae that Mr. Greato-
rex, the solicitor, had snggested to him the proprie-
ty of makiug « will, lest he should die infestate, aud
withoat providing for his son, who appeared to be
the object of his love and affection; and so far
it was to be wished that the facts had been other-
wise, for the execution of a will was an act which
ought always to originate with the party himself’;
but at the sume time it appeared that Mr. Greuto-
rex had no personul or pecuniary interest in the
matter, and it was clearly established by his evi-
dence, supported by that of his clerk aud” the nurse
who were rr:-«em at the time that the deceased a-
dopted and signed the will, making use of expres-
sions which clearly showed that he approved of its
contents, and was perfectly conscious of what he
was doing. It wak impossible, therefore. not to
ncquit Mr. Greatorex of ll improper motive in the
traosaction, and the question was, whether the
stute of the testator's mind, at the time of the exe-
cention of the will, was such as to render it invalid.
‘Their Lordehips of opinion that the evidence insup-
port ol the aftimative of this proposition, had nniy
gone the length of showing that the deceased was
at that time in a state of great weakness from dis-
ease and old age, and there was 1o proof whatever
of any such tatal want of capacity as wus necessary
to suppart the appellant's allegation. It was re.
markable, that Mt. Sinelair, who was the chief wit-
ness called to establish the fuet of ineapacity on the
20th of July, had himself given evidence to the con-
trary by his own acts, for on that day he had indu-
ced the westator to be reeorreilod-to his brother, the
appellant; and on thi 22d he requested Mr. M:Den-
al to-speuk to him on the subjeet of making a will,
Upon the wholw, therefore, their Lordships wers of
opinion that the sentence of the Court below tmust
Le aflirmed, except in so fur as it dirceted that the
appellant should be condemned in the eosts of the
whole proceedings.  Althongh the charge of insa-
nity was wholly unsupported, %mlghl not to
have been bronght forward, the ™eumstances at-
tending the execntion of the will were sufficient to
justify the appellant in putting the parties npon
prool of ite validity, and l' erefore as 1o that part of
the ease, he ought 10 be relieved from the payment
of costs. £

THE SNOW STORM.

The papers from all parts of the country, south,
east, and north, teem with accounfy of aceideuts, dis-
asters, stoppages of mail conchés, and other vehi-
cles, the result of one of the most extensive and
heavy snow storms thut has viited this country for
some years past. Happily we, of the good old
town, know nothing of the visitation, but from ra-
mour and the inconvenience resulting from the
stoppage of intelligence. In the south the mow
has fallen in sach profasion, and hag eontinned so
unremittingly, that the valieys have heen il'd up, the
roads have been choked, and the inhabitants of the
towns and villuges have had ther commmnications
with other places completely ent off. The snow
geverally appears to have commenced an Saturday
week, and to have ashered in Christmas day in the
old-fashioned style. In thia neighbouthood a few
fleaks fell, just safficient to powder the fislds here
and there with spots of white, but farther than this
we have escaped the inconvenience aud danger
which has beset some of onr neighbours. Ttis sta-
ted that miore snow has aiready fallen over England
than during the whole of the four proceeding sea-
sons put together. .
