This gentleman sub-let the barn to
a popular stove-merchant who, until recent-
l‘\', bas lived in another house ot the jus-
tice's, close to the rented barn. Recently
the stove-merchant moved out of the
squire’s house, but still continued to use
the barn. The justice sold the house and
some land adjoining to a gentleman from
Prospect. A small amount of manure that
was thrown from the barn was fertilizingl
Ell‘l of the land that this gentleman had

ought.  The prospect man sold this
manure to a farmer, but soon cancelled his

and calmly drove away with the manure,
And so the august squire determined to
go to law. Many of the people who know
a great deal about law are the ones that
fear it most. but this had never been the
case with this bold squire. His vast
knowledge of law, to which he had been
adding for years,

Meanwhile the tenant who considered
that he had leased the spot where the
manure was thrown, had the curiosity to
hunt up the lease, and found that he had
rented, not only the land enriched by the
merchant’s manure, but also a large portion
of the land on which the house sold to the
Prospect man was standing.

The squire had indeed claimed the
manure, and had also instructed the gentle-
man he called his landiord, to prevent the
stove merchunt from taking it away. llis
#temant refused, saying that he was not go-
\ing to forbid the merchant's taking away
his own compost-heap, and when he let
the barn to the stove man, he also con-
sidered that he let him a spot whereon to
throw manure. The justice’s tenant also
stated that be had leased the land where
the manure had been thrown, and that he
thought he should have as much to say
about the manure as the squire. The
justice maintained that although the use
of the land was undoubtedly one of the ar-
rangements in the lease, that agreement
was for one year, whereas the tenant had
‘been living in the house nearly two years,
:and therefore had no claim on the “land.
‘The tenant then expressed surprise that,
for the last year, the squire had never
neglected to make & regular monthly call
for the amount ot rent mentioned in the
lease.

The father of the stove merchant came
to cart the manure away, and was met by
the justice, who first emplored, then threat-
ened. But the merchant's father did not
stop his shovelling, and the squire had
much difficulty in keeping that glorious
temper of his in check—a temper that he
had often boasted he could control. When
the justice found that entreaties and threats
were of no avail he shook his head menac-
ingly, murmured some choice law—Latin,
and ran down the street. Nobody had
ever seen the justice run before—nobody
knew he could run—and the free show
that he gave was greatly appreciated by
