The opening meeting of the
course for this winter was Of a most
auspiclous character, there belng a
very large attendance of the larger
children and their parents, who listen-
ed with great Interést and attention
to the lecturer, and showed marked
appreciation of the views.

Mrs. G. A. Kuhlring, convenor of

the Bickmore lectures and the views
illustrating them, She then brlefiy
introduced William McIntosh, who
had been selected to deliver the lec-
ture, because he had spent some time
in Newfoundland and was familiar
with the scenes it described. The lec-
turer gave a brief history of New-
foundland frem the time of the Ca
bots, und described the industries of
the island, and the methods of carry-
ing on the fishing industry. The slides
showed views of picturesque harbors,
and interesting little towns, and vari-
ous phases of the fishing industry,
enabling the audience to get a very
graphic idea of the countiy and the
life ol! its people

After roaming around Newfound-

Views were shown of the outports,
and of the Esquimaux in their vil-
lages

ture was crossing the Straits of Belle-
isle, the children séng with great feel-
ing Our Own Canadlan Home. At the
close of the lecture Mrs. E. A, Smith,
us president ot the club, spoke of the
delight and pleasure it afforded her to
see S0 many present and expressed
her appreciation of the interest taken
by the ladles of theé educational com-
mittee in making the lecture course a
success,

Thig lecture will be repeated in the
assembly hall off the Hieh School
next Friday evening, and the second
lecture of the course will be delivered
on the 17th of January in the Centen-
nial School, the subject being Jamaica
