1t has been felt that on the whole
there has been a serious lack of prog
ress in the fisheries of Canada, espec

ALLIES DETERMINED
TO DEFEAT TURKEY

Delegates Bid Sir Edward
Grey Farewell - Much
Disappointment Among
Powers Over Result of
Conference.

London, Jan. 31.—The Balkan allies
and the Turks are making aective pre-
parations to resume hostilities in
southeastern Hurope. The delegates
of the allies to the peace conference
here are saying farewell, and packing
their baggage preparatory to depart-
ing from London. A news agency
despatch received today from Con-
stantinople reported that the Turki=h
delegates had been ordered home, but
{he command hag not yet been re
foreign offices of the powers can avert
a&. further resort to arms, but so
far these apparently have failed.

Even at this late hour, each side is
accusing the other of bluffing. The
Turks declare that in their mote to
the powers Thursday the allies were
given greater concessions &g & basis
for resuming the peace negotiations
than they had expected to be made
them, at the commencement of tha
conference. The allies practically ad-
mit this, but trey say what would have
been acceptable even a fortnight ago,
cannot now be entertained and that
the Turkish game obviously is to lead
them by the nose for months, count-
ing on financial exhaustion and hoping
that' complieations will arise to favor
Turkey. Mr. Deneff, head of the Bul-
garian delegation, said today that the
teelings. of the Balkan populations
must be considered. Kxeitement among
them, he declared, had reached the
highest degree against their “fraudu-
lent treatment™ by a handful of Young
Turk conspirators, who had attempt-
ed to play with the decision of Europe

and the homor, prestige and liveg of -

the Balkan peoples.
A" Comparison.

A comparison between the Vatican
and -the Mussulmans' Holy shrines in
Adrianople, Mr. Deneft said, was in-
admissible. The Italians, he declared,
made concessions to the papacy after
they had taken possession of Rome.
In case Adrianople was vanquished
who would try to impose conditions?
he asked. In addition, Dr. Deneff con-
tinued, the Vatican was the residence
of the Pope and contained the tombs
of apostles and former popes, while
Adrianople with the exception of its
mosques, had nothing absolutely vital
to the Mussulman people. Dr. Deneff
repeated that nothing could stop a re-

{ opening of the war except the sur-

render of Adrianople and the Aegean
1slands.

The Servian delegates today bade

farewell to Sir Edward Grey, the
British forelgn minister. Stogan Nova-
kovitch, head of the delegation, told
Sir Bdward that he considered a re-
newal of the war inevitable as the
Bulgarians would not be satisfled with
anything short of the surrender of
Adrianople. M. Novakovitch said to
the- Canadian Press that he did not
believe any interference with the al-
lies wag possible. “This time,” he ad-
ded, “the preliminaries to peace, to-
gether with a new armistice will be
signed after the fall of Adrianople and
on a drumhead in the battlefield. The
conditions of peace will comprise not
only a new Thracean frontier line,
but the contemporaneous surTender
of Scutari and Janina to Monteneera
and Greece and also a war indemnity.

M. Venizelos, the Greek premier, in
bidding farewell to friends today, said
he hoped soon to return to London for
a definite conclusion of peace, as the
gsecond period of the war would be
very short.
