" The Northewest Developments.

Sir John A. Macdonald has testified
before the North-west Committee, it is
gaid, that he gave Archhishop Tache
$1,000 out of the Secret Service Fand to
get Riel to leave the country, and Donald
A. Smith, M. P., Iate agent ot the Hud-
son’s Bay Co., has testified that, at the
solicitation of Governor Archibald, he
advanced $8,000 more for the same pur-
pose. When the money was paid Riel
was busily fanning the flame of robel-
lion among the French of Manitoba,
there were rumors of Fenian raidsin
vreparation, the unfiriendly action of the-
Washington authorities and the condi-
tion of the Dawson route rendered it im-
possible to send a sufficient force: into
the country to mect all the threatening
dangers, and a general election was ap-
proaching. The Archbishop urged that,
with $1,000, he could get Riel out of the
country until the dangers should be
over.  Sir John, always ready to take

the easicst way out of a difficulty. ac-|

cepted the Archbishop’s offer, feeling
that, if $1,000 spent in this way would
save the expenditure of $100,000 or
$500,000 in sending a military expedi-
tion to Fort Garry, he was justified in
taking-that amount out of the public
funds placed at his disposal for use at
his discretion in the public service. But
Riel, according to the published synop-
sis of the testimony, demanded $4,000,
and Donald A. Smith, who had politiea
reasons of his own (he being a candi-
date for the Commons), and business
reasons (as custodian of the large pro-
perty of the Hudson Bay Co.), for desir-
ing Riel's absence, advanced the addi-
tional £3,000 on the understanding that
Gov. Archibald would endeavor to get
it repaid by the Government of Canada
or share half the loss. Sir John testi-
fies that he never authorized Smith or
anyone else to pay the $3,000,and knew

| nothing of it until Smith told him about

it.

People of sense will not pass judg-
ment on Sir John Macdonald’s payment
of $1000 for the temporary removal of
Riel without taking the circumstances
of the case into consideration. Riel
was surrounded by warm partisans who
were ready to rise in arms for his de-
fence. His arrest was impossible, asa
small force could not secure him and he
could easily evade a large one.

Those who were supposed to know
Manitoba, and to understand clearly the
dangers that threatened its peace, ad-
viscd that Louis Riel should be tempor-
arily got rid of. He could not be im-
prisoned or transported, and there was
no way but to hire him to .cave. If the
$1000 from the Secret Service fund
saved the expenditure of a very large
sum, and the loss of many lives, as it
doubtless did, the tax-payers of Canada
will say it was well expended. The
question is to be considered on its
merits, from a practical standpoint.
Judgments based on nothing but senti-
mentality are worth little.

The Intercolonial Discusscd — The
Grecian Bend.

The Grecian Bend route of- the Inter-
colonial was the subject of discussion in
the Senate the other day, and Commis-
sioner McLelan defended the route on
the ground that it was the best for the
purposes intended to be served. The
only thing that was considered. says the
Commissioner, was the shortest route
between Halifax and Old Canada. We
quote the following from the official re-
port: i !

Ho 1. Mr. McLelan said on the part of
the Commissioners he would state that
they would be most happy to have any
enquiry with regard to their action in
superintending the construction of the
road. The question of location by the
central or northern route had been fully
considered. The object was not to reach
the sea in the shortest way, but Halifax,
and to connect thas city with the Cana
diau railway sysiem. The present line
to Halitax was about twenty-five miles
shorter than the central spoken of. With
vespect to the G:ecian Bend, referred to
by the hon. member for Richinond, the
railway connecting New Brunswick with
Nova Scotia had to cross that range of
mountains. It was a question of route
altogether. One engiteer stated that by
golug by a certain line and making a cut-
ting of sevently fect deep over a mile in
length a more direct route couid be se-
cured. Another engineer pointed out
that by choosing a diffcrent direction a
more dircet route could be had then the
Grecian Bend. Mr. Fleming reported
that route almost iinpracticable, on ac-
count of the amount of work necessary,
and he adopted a route between them,
the miore easily to reach the height of
land and get clear of the mountain.

Hon. Mr. Dever said, as a New
Brunswicker, I am very much sarprised
by the information that that Province had
no voice in the location of the Intercolo
nial, I have been uneer a different iwn-
pression.

Hou. Mr. Campbell—I assure the hon.
gentleman that New Bruuswick lhad a
very strong voice in the matter.

lion. Mr. Dever.—Hon. gentlemen, I
rise to say that I certainly have got to-
day some information that is really sur-
prising to me. It is the first time Iever
received the information, and from so
undeniable a source (the Hon. Commis-
sioner of Railroads from N. 8.), it can-
not be doubted by gentlemen of this
House, that rea.ly New Brunswick had no
voice in the location of the route of that
great work, the Intcreolonial Railway,that
it was simply a matter of shortest route
between Canada and Halifax, and that
the presént route being some 25 miles the
gbortest to that point, Halifax, it was
cliosen by Canada and Nova Scotia. Now,
gentlemen, surely this is a full answer,
and I wish it taken down by all those
gentlemen who have been making cown-
plaints about the great expenditure on
the Intercolonial in New Brunswick, my
Province, and I trust that a work wholly
constructed as my hon. friend says with-
out any great reference to the well being
of that Province will not be pointed at in
futurc 2s a reason why we should net

complsin against roising our tariff from
13 per cont, to the con eqiplaied ontra-

geous prevailing one. It is well Enotwn
if onr will had been taken in the location
of the Intercolonial which sve are called
on to pay ouf share of we ncver tvould
have located. it where it i3, and this is
farther seen from the fact that our own
people now, are building a railway
through the middle of our Province, and
where we expected berore the union
the Intercolonial would have gone, to be
of any great use to us.

The Hamnet Horror—The Inhuman
Butcher Makes a Full Confession
of the Awtul Deed—Revolting De-

“stails.
New YOrk, May 3.
The murdercr of the Hamnet family
was arrested on Friday night in Alleghany

City, Pa. The Herald special from Pitts-

burg of Saturday gives the following con-

fession of Ernest Oriwein, the mwurderer
of the Hamnet family: The flend who
murdered a family of five, for $15, is

about five feet eight inches ‘in height, |

heavily built, and would weigh oune hun-
dred and seventy-five pcunds. He has a
big round bull-dog head, ratherbroad flat
nose, low forehead and small eyes; his
face is large, red, and appears puffed up
by drink, aud bears every evidence that
he has been spreeing for a day or two
past. He said he was a native of Stutt-
gart, Wurtemburg, and came to thi.
country about a year azo, and first work

ed as a farm hand with Peter Ramsay, at |-

Brooklyn, N. ¥. It was no use, he said,
to concéal the fact that he committed the
murder. He said he left Hamnet's dwell-
ing just before supper on the night of the
n.urder, and went directly to the village
of Homestead ; he drank two glasses of
beer in a saloon by the wayside, which is
all the beverage he had that night. After
quitting the saloon he went to a grocery
store, where he got some cigars, also
sume candy for the Hamnet children. He
then told the following story to the press
reporters through an interpreter:

THE CONFESSION.

Just as I was leaving it came into my
head that I must have Hamnet's money.
I thought he had a great deal of money
in the house, and as I felt so qucer in my
head I thought I must get it. I went di-
rectly to the house, but don’t know how
I got there. I suppose I must have been
out of my mind. After getting into the
house I found Mr. and Mrs. Hamnet had
'not come home. It occurred to me that
to get the money I must kill the children.
I found an axe in the kitchen, and taking
that with me I went up into the room
over the kitchen where Robert Smith and
myself slept; the bed was in the corner
of the room, and I saw that. Robert was
sleeping soundly with his face turned to-
ward me. I took a position at the front
ofl the bed and with one blow killed the
boy; he never moved. I can’t say how
it was that the boy’s throat was cut; I
may have struck him twice, but he never
groaned.

KILLING TIE SISTRRS.

After the boy was dead I went-into the
adjoiuing roo.n where Ida and little -Em-
mie were sleeping. There were two
beds in the room, one in a corner, and the
other, the one occupied by the children,
in the centre. Both of the little girls
were.sleeping. I crept over cautiously
to where they slumbered, and I dealt lda
a fearful blow which silenced her {forever.
She never moved a muscle; she was
dead in a minute. I then raised the axe
and struck at Emmie. She uttered a cry
and I hit her the second time. She did
not groan again. After this I went down
stairs and took a position just inside the
door of the room adjoining the Kkitchen
and waited for Mr. and Mrs. Hamnet to
come home. God knows my feclings
when concealed there. I was desperate
now and thirsted for more blood.  After
wuaiting a long time I heard the footsteps
of the couple coming up the lawn. They
came nearer and nearer. and I clutched
my axe handle tight; at last they were
here.

MURDER OF THE OLD FOLKS.

Mr. Hamnet came  into the room first.
I was standing so that he could not see
me, and I struck him from behind, using
the saine axe, and he fell to the floor.
Mrs. Hamnet then came rushing into the
room, and as she passed through the
‘door I struck her, but did not kill her.
She shricked once or twice, *‘Oh, God,
John,” and then I struck a secoad blow,
which killea her instantly. Mrs. Hamnnet
and baby were the ouly ones ] struck
twice, the others were killed with one
blow. Iused the axe all the time. I
committed the deed to get Mr. Hamnet’s
money.

THE BOOTY.

I searched Mr. Hamnet's pockets and
obtained his pocket book; it contained
only fifteen dollars in paper monecy. 1
found Mrs. Hamnet's pocket book on the
sewing machine. There was only filty
cents in it. I looked over the house, but
all the money I got was fifteen dollars.
The silver money I spent I brought with
me from Geimany, and I did not get it
trom the house. 1 never had any ill
feeling toward the Hamnets. I always
liked the little chiidren, and always
bought them candy. When I went to
Homestead the boy Smith and I were
good friends, and I always liked Mr. and
Mrs. Hamuet. I did not fire the house,
and it was not a part of plan to cover up
the murder. When searching the house
I put an oil lamp in the sitting room, and
when rushing away from the building it

was overturied. I thought it would go

out. I did not think the house would
burn.
THE MURDERER'S RSCAPE.

As soon as I left the building I pro-
cceded at oncéto the railroad and walked
direct to Pittsbnrg. ' I stopped at several
places, but don’t know the names of the
places. 1 came over to Pittsburg and
went to see my friend Baier, on Pennsyl-
vania street, I think. I don’t know lo-
cations very well. I never was to Pitts-
burg more than three times. After leav-
ing Baier's, I crossed over to Alleghany
city. I crossed a covered bridge and
went to several brewers to get work. I
purchased a new suit of clothes yester-
day morning and finally was arrested.

It has been ascertained that the parents
of Ortwein, who live in Stattgart, are well
off.- Daring the Franco-Prussian war he
was drafted and deserted and came to
this country.

FUNERAL OF THE VICTIMS.

One of the closing aets of this dread-
ful tragedy took place this afternoon, the
consigning to the graves of the remains
of the-murdered family. There were two
coffins, the largest of which held the re-
mains of Mr. and Mrs. Hamnet and the
iwo children, Ida and Emmie—in another
and smaller coffin the hoy Robbie Smith.
These horrible objects were kept enclosed
until after the ceremonies were concluded
in.the church. The edifice was filled to
overflowing with anguish-stricken men
and women, who in a greatneasure were
neighbors of the murdered family.

PARLIAMENT OF CANADA.

(Special to Daily News.)
OTTAWA, May 5.

The House has been occupied receiving
the report of the Committee of Supply
and concurring in the items passed. A
diischssion arose on the item for emigra-
tion.

The Premier said a building had been
rented at twelve huudred pounds per an-
num, which would be at the head quarters
of the Dominfon agent. The Dominion
L agents could have offices there if desir-
able. It would also be a rendezvous for
Canadians who had business in London.
Mr. Jenkins would kave the general
supervision of the emigration staff, look
gencrally after Canadian affairs, and con-
duct special political business when
necessary.

Sir John hoped that Mr. Jenkins would
conflne his attention to emigration mat-
ters. He (Sir John) thought no good
Weuia result to Canada it mr. Jenkips
were allowed to act as a Canadian Am-
bassador. To be a successful political
agent of Canada he should not be active-
ly engaged in English party politics. He
strongly condemned Mr. Jenkins’s Dun-
dee speech.

Mr. Mitchell approved of Mr. Jenkins’s
appointment, but hoped he would confine
himself strictly vo his duties.

An irregular debate followed on the
item of $6,000 for establishing a Canadian
Lloyds.

Mr. Jones hoped the Government did
not intend going on with it.

Hon. Mr. Smith said the Government
were considering the matter. If the sys-
tem were put in force,registration would
not be compulsory.

Mr. McLeod (Kent) objected entirely
to the Government system of inspection
and classification as precluding private
enterprise.

Mr. Mitchell detailed the circumstances
which led to the establishment of a Cana-
da Lloyds. He defended it in an able and
energetic speech, showing its necessity
and prohable results. The present oppo-
sition was worked up by agents of the
Bureau Veritas. The English Lloyds
were favorable to a Canadian Lloyds,and
offered to place their agents in Canada at
the disposal of the Government, introduc-
ing the system.

The discussion continued till recess.

After recess, thexemainder of the «sti- -
mates were concurred in.

When Hon. Mr. Ross introduced his
resolutions respecting the establishiucnt
of a Military College, his remarks were
indistinctly heard in the gallery.

Dr. Tupper argued that the College
should be located at Halifax. It was now
the only naval and military station in
Canada.

Mr. Domville wanted information re-
specting the manner of securing admis-
sion to the College.

Hon. Mr. Ross did not scem to know
-what Mr. Domville wanted, and did not
succeed in answering satisfactorily.

Hon. Mr. Mackenzie came to his aid,
and said the details would be found in the
Bill. Afterwards the Premier entered
into general explanations.

After a lengthy discussion, the resolu-
tions passed.
