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Don’t Judge a Book
("Hustler" publisher) Larry 
Flynt's stuff across all the time," 
she said, adding that the seizing 
of Sex Work caused the customs 
officials embarrassment.

The books were released in 
time for the June conference.

BURNABY (CUP) — Customs 
officials seized two sexually 
explicit books, ordered by the 
Simon Fraser Women's Book­
store for a conference on 
women's centres held this 
summer.

Seized were Caught Looking: 
Feminism, Pornography, and 
Censorship, which has a glossy 
cover and contains essays and 
explicit illustrations, and Sex 
Work, an anthology of writings 
by prostitutes, nude models, 
massage parlour workers, and 
other women employed in the 
sex industry.

Sheri Rauser, a member of the 
SFU women's centre collective, 
said officials didn't bother to 
read the print, but banned the 
books because of their covers.
