from the above it is evident that the trader is responsible 

fer 62,74% of the time element and only 10,24% is consumed in line 
haul. The necessity for more efficient use of equipment 1» apparent. 
It 1» obvious that the capacity for movement is many times the amount 
ef freight actually carried,or, eonvereely, that the equipment 1» 
greatly in eneees of that whieh might be neceeeary under certain elr- 
eumetanoee.

The obeoleeoenee ef the method» of handling freight 1» large- 
ly in the leee-than-earload use of the box oar and the resulting 
necessity of handling freight through freight shede. Without over­
head charge» on the value of freight shed properties the average 
cost per ton for this handling to one railway in Ontario in a certain 
year wa» approximately 76% per ahed or |1.60 per trip, or about 12% 
ef revenue (see report Bureau of Statistic» 1930)

Highway transport, not ohly eliminate» many of the cost"» 
above, but save» the trader costs which he imposes upon himeelf, if 
he usee the walkway as a transport medium.

The most serious competitive factor is the privately owned 
fleet, such a» operated by chain stores. The operation of sueh 
fleet» was never a part of the ordinary business ef these firm» but 
was forced upon them by the necessity for convenience. It is not 
unreasonable to assume that the railways could regain thl» business 
through Improved service*

While it is true that only about 20% of the total freight 
carried by railways is subject to competition by road truck, this 
80% is that whieh is most remunerative to the railway» and produce» 
nearly 50% of their revenue, including almost the entire leee-than- 
earload tonnage.

Over thebperiod 1921-89 carload tonnage increased a»
follow»:

Quebec 61,7%
Ontario 53,8%

In the same period lese-than-earload tonnage increased 6*7% 
in Quebec but decreased 32,9% in Ontario, It is a fact that lese- 
than-earload tonnage increased substantially in both province» but 
in Ontario, where surfaced highway» lend themselves more enticingly 
to truck operation than those of Quebec, the railway» lost not only 
the increased tonnage but 38.9% of that carried in 1980. It ha»
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
