CARE OF LAMPS.
fcveey lamp owner should know that 

a new wick should be soaked in vine­
gar-some housekeepers boil it in 
vinegar. This hyving been done, 
there will be neither smoke nor smell 
while a much brighter light will be 
given.

Wicks are the main thing to be con­
sidered in connections with lamps. 
Unless) a wick is well cared for, a 
satisfactory light cannot be had.

In the first place, those who have 
the care of lamps should never cut 
the wicks; the charred portions from 
them should be rubbed off with a soft 
rag every day. If the wick becomes 
too short to carry up the kerosene, 
do not throw it away, but fasten a 
piece of cotton cloth to the end be­
low and it will prove a good feeder. 
Wicks shpdld not be allowed to grow 
too short, however, for then they 
clog the burners.

No better treatment for burners can 
be suggested, when they have become 
gummy and prevent the wicks from 
moving freely, than to boil them in 
suds over the .ÿe for a short time. In 
this way they can be kept clean, and 
a clean burner always works well. By 
boiling the burner all incrustations 
from the settlings of oil are re­
moved.

Once in a while the lamps them­
selves become corroded and should 
be washed out with soap suds and 
very small shot or a little sand and 
should be shaken vigorously for a 
lew minutes.

The admonition thoroughly to dry 
all parts of a lamp seems flhrdly ne­
cessary to give, but so important is 
it to have the wick and the lamp and 
the chimney perfectly dry that every 
one should be warned on this point.

New chimneys are often put into 
salt water that is allowed to come to 
a boil. This is said to toughen them, 
but a good chimney can best be clean­
ed by wiping it over in the usual way 
with a soft cloth that has been dip­
ped in methylated spirit. This will 
clean it better than by washing in 
water and it does prevent the glass 
from breaking so easily. Polish with 
chamois.

When lamps become werey dirty, 
a teaspqonful of soda to a quart of 
hot soap suds will cleanse them thor­
oughly, but the washing should be
/■•■inl/lw rlnno lact. t.hp srvdnquickly done, lest the soda** should 
injure the metal.

Never use an Almost empty lamp, as 
it is not safe to do so. TTie space 
that is empty is sometimes self-filled 
With an explosive gas.

Wipe the outside- of the whole lai 
perfectly dry with a soft cloth. Lai 
sometimes smell from oil that is 
on the outside.—New York Sun.

fish dealer call! dark fish—this class
contains bluefish herring, salmon, 
eels and shad—are best suited for 
broiling, baking or planking. They 
contain so much oil distributed 
through the flesh that it requires a 
dry, intense heat to make them 
palatable. Salmon is an exception to 
this rule, being at its best when boil­
ed. An old saying declares: “Small 
fish should swim twice—one in water, 
once in oil.” It is a good proverb 
for the cook to remember, because it 
applies well to every tiny fish—smelts 
brook trout, perch, whitebait, cat­
fish, sunfish, bullheads and every­
thing in small finny things, partly for 
the preservation of the small amount 
of meat on their bones, should be 
carefully stripped, cleaned, egged, 
crumbed and fried. Sometimes these 
small fish are sauted, but they are 
not so good nor so wholesome as 
when they “sw’iin in oil.”

The fish which plank to perfection 
are shad, whitefish, mackerel, blue- 
fish, red snapper and pompano. There 
arc a number of real advantages to 
this method of cooking;, it is so easy, 
it may be done in any hot oven of a 
coal or gas stove; the wood imparts 
a flavor to the fish which can be ob­
tained in no other way. Then there is 
no difficult task of sliding it from 
a broiler, or bake pan to the platter, 
because it is the proper thir% to send 
the plank straightxto the table laid 
on a folded towel. If you have to pre­
pare a, fish yourself for planking, re­
member, it must be cut down the back 
instead of down the stomach, the 
thin portion of the flesh going on the 
middle of the plank.

In presenting our Annual Report at the Shareholders’ Meeting a year 
ago, I spoke of the more encouraging outlook in our business at that time 
as compared with the conditions that had prevailed during the preceding 
two or three years, and I ventured to give expression to the nope we then 
entertained that the advances in fire insurance rates which were being 
adopted by Companies generally, as a result of the adverse experience on 
this Continent during the preceding three years, would place the business 
on a footing, that would yield a fair margin of profit to underwriters. The 
figures embraced in the report you have just heard read bear evidence that 

says he these expectations have, as far at least as the business of the Company 
! for the past year is concerned, been realized. The Report sets forth the 

results of the year’s transactions so clearly that I need not enlarge upon 
it to any extent; but I may point out that while the year's earnings, 
which include some $42,000 derived from interest on investments, may be 
regarded as satisfactory, the profit upon underwriting Is a moderate one, 
being equal to about seven per cent, on the business transacted. This pro­
fit, I may say, has been realized entirely upon the business of the last six 
or eight months; the serious conflagrations at Waterbury, Conn., and Pat­
erson, N. J., in February last—to which I referred at our last meeting- 
have made the loss ratio unduly heavy for the earlier months of the year. 
These heavy losses, affecting, as they did, most of the fire insurance com­
panies doing business on this Continent, and following closely upon simi­
lar disasters in the previous two years at Ottawa, Montreal and Jack­
sonville, Pa., emphasized the necessity for an advance in rates and 
and brought about a general movement on the part of the Companies to 
secure this. The conditions of all branches of trade and of manufactur­
ing industries, both in Canada and the United States, have firtunately 
been prosperous of late, and insurers have, speaking generally, recognized 
the fact that rates of premium which would afford a fair return upon in­
surance capital arc a legitimate charge upon their business.

In regard to the items written off in Profit and Loss Account, I am 
sure the policy of placing our securities at their actual market value at 
the 31st December in each year, and making a liberal allowance to provide 
for any possible depreciation in the value of the Company's premises, will 
commend itself to Shareholders

The substantial addition to the Reserve Fund of upwards of $90,000 
must, I think, be regarded as the most satisfactory feature in thn Report, 
from a Policyholder’s point of view, as well as from that of a Sharehold­
er, even though this increase is to a certain extent brought about by keep­
ing the dividends down to 6 per cent.—the rate paid in 1901. The profits 
on the business of the past year might have warranted a return tp a some- 
waht higher rate, but the Directors feel that the strengthening of the 
Company’s Reserves must be regarded as of primary importance.

I take this opportunity of expressing the appreciation ol the Directors 
of the manner in which the Officers and Agents of the Company have per­
