The facts are as follows : Tre Ur-
ban Oouncil of Portadown, in " the
name of the rate collector, enteied
an action against Catherine Ilarbi-
son, superioress of the Pressutation
Convent, rtadown, to recover
£11 10s 114d, poor rates and town

rates, assessed in respect of certuin
premises in Portadown, in the oc¢cu-
Pation of the Nuns of the Prescnta~
tion Convent, of which the defond-
ant was the Reverend Mother at the
.date of the assessment. Judge ¥Kis-
ley presided.

Mr. Sloane (Messrs. Carleton, At~
kinson, and Sloane), Portadown,
appeared for the plaintiffs, and stat-
ed the case. He said the facts were
admitted, and the amount was ad-
mitted, subject to the legal ques-
tions which would be raised by his
friend, Mr. O’Hagan.

" Mr. O’Hagan, solicitor, Porta-
down, who appeared for the defend-
ant, said that although the process
was issued in the name of Catherine
Harbison, the action was really
brought against the Nuns of the
Presentation Convént, and he hoped
to be able to satisfy His Honor
that the Convent, which was the re-
sidence of the Nuns who were the
teachers of the national schools,
should be exempted. He asked His
Honor to bear with him while he
traced the history of the institu-
tion, which, he submitted, « was a
charitable one. Some time prior to
1791 a Miss Nagle, of Cork, who
was endowed with more than the
average quantity of the world’s
goods, determined to employ her
large fortune in founding houses or
communities of pious girls to in-
struct the people in the rudiments
of religion and secular knowledge,
and to teach them to work and to
sit the sick. She fitted up a house
in the city of Cork suitable to the
requirements of the community she
propose to establish, and through
the then Bishop of Cork sought the
approbation of the Apestolic See.
The then reigning Pontiff Pius VI,
approved of and confirmed the insti-
tution, and ordered the membe to
take simple vows of obedience,
chastity, and poverty, The institu-
tion soon extended to other large
centres, and percolated into Tublin,
Waterford, Kilkenny, and Kilarney.
The Pope was again supplicated to
convert the institution into a reli-
gious Order, to be consecrated by
solemn vows, under the title of the
“‘Presentation of the Blessed Virgin
Mary.’”” The Sacred Propaganda ac-
ceded to the request, and confirmed
the rules submitted for the future
guidance of the institution. Mr,
O'Hagan here read some of the
rules, which provided that the Sis-
ters should admit none into their
schools but poor children, and that
they could not admit any but poor
children into their schools except in
towns or villages, where, with the
express leave of the Bishop, they
might admit children of persons in
easy circumstances, but the emolu-
mentg received under such circum-
stances showld be applied to the re-
lief of the poor, . Further rules
showed that the Sisters werd to
dive in the humblest way, and even
®# Vadation duys they were to de-
vote their time to the ' instruction
of servant women, These rules prov-
ed conclusively that the indtitution
in question was purely a charitable
one, and for the benefit of the poor.
The nuns were introduced into Port-
adown in the yéar 1882, where they
took up teaching, in Willlam street,
and tonitinued to teach there until
theé year 1900. In ’97 they leased
& plot of land, on which they since
erected a convent apd schools, wand
have been since August, 1900, teach-
ing in the new schools. The ‘schools
are suited to accommodate from
500 to 600 children. There are four-
t€en nuns, five of whom are classified
teachers, but they all in turn assist
in the education of the poor. They
areceive no remuneration except
whatever is paid by the Commission-
ers of National Education, which
would not meet the expenses of the
school and the money expended from
time to time on clothing and food
for the poor children attending the
schools.  Mr. O'Hagan submitted
that the convent, being the  resi-
dence of the teachers und subsidiary
to the schools, and being occupied
by them the better to enable them
to carry out the work of education
of  the poor, and their occupation
not  being beneficial in any way,
they were entitled to be exempted.

The ‘“‘Newry Reporter’” says i—Di
Francis C. Crossle, Newry, has for-
warded ‘to the Town Clerk (Mr. R.
H. Daherty) for presentation to the
"Urban Council, with a view to ({ts
exhibition in the voardroom of the
Town Hall, a large glass case, Con-
taining the tail of & United Irish-
man’s horse, with the following in~
seription :(—‘‘A Faithful Steed and a
Devoted Wife.”

In the great Volunteer movement
of last century Newry played an im-
portant part, and to the Society of
United Irishmen, founded in Belfast
in 1791, Newry also contribute her
contingent. In this connection we
find it recorded that on the ‘‘28th
of May, 1797, the following persons
from Newry were brought to Delfast
in a coach and four, escorted by a
detachment of the 22nd Light Dra-
goons, viz :—Messrs. John Gordon,
David Lawson, Isaac Glenny, Thos.
Morris, Luke Babe, and John Walk-
er. Mr, Glenny has since, weé learn,
been admitted to bail, and Mr, Gor-
don expects also to be liberated up-
on the same terms.”” Four days lat-
er we are informed by a Belfast cor-
respondent that ‘‘since our last the
following persons have been brought
into the artillery guardroom, viz:—
Peter Leacy, William Reilly, James
Jones, Robert Brown, and Robert
Maxwell, from Newry; and Hugh M’-
Evoy, Edward Fagan, Matthew Sav-
age, Laurence M'Evoy, and Stephen
Byrne, from Sheepbridge—all charg-
ed with seditious practices. Imme-
diately upon his arrest, the wife of
Mr. John Gordon, well knowing the
summary manner in which justice

administered in those troublous
and being ardently devoted
to her husband, at once mounted
her horse and started in pursuit of
the escort which brought him and
his fellow-prisoners to Belfast.

GENBROSITY WASTED.

We frequently read of cases of gen-
erosity, in which the one who gra-
tuitously gives, instead of creating
happiness has engendered.strife; but
it is rare to find an example us
striking as that presented by Mr.
L.-W. Lawrence’'s donation to the
town of Palenville, in the pictur-
esque Catskills, In memory of his
dead wife, Rowena, this merchant
decided to build a school house ut
Palenville, The story is thus told
by a New York daily :—

The village schoolhouse is an arch-
itectural gem and also the cause of

tter war of factions in the dis-
trict.

For many years Mr. and Mrs. Law-
rence spent their summers in Palen-
ville, They boarded at the Winchel--
sea House, opposite which is 1the
home of Mr. C. F. Payne, for six-
teen years principal of the upper dis-
trict school.

Messrs. Lawrence and Payne be-
came great friends and evolved a
scheme . of uniting the upper and
lower districts and building a rine
schoolhouse to accommodate the
children of both. The building was
commenced in 1900, Mr. Lawrence
agreeing to build it entirely at his
own expense if the district residents
would support it, and promising
that the expenses should be not more
than those of the two districts; it
was understood also that Mr. Payne
should be principal.

A {faction, however, was strongly
ouposed to Mr. Payne. As the build-
ing progressed the taxpayers began
to ask themselves, ‘“How are we go-
ing to support this thing?'’

An edifice was growing that would
be an ornament to a large town.
The children of Palenville do not ex-
ceed forty in all, the average attend-
ance being about thirty-five. ‘I'his
great building could easily accom-
modate two hundred, with its three
class rooms and large lecture hall,
The expenses for light, heat and
janitor service would be excessive.

Before the first story was complet-
ed the rumblings of the coming
storm were henrﬁl. When Mr. Law-
rence was inforined of the feeling
against his chosen principal another
meeting was called. Every resident
meantime was notified that the ap-
pointment of Mr. Payne was not ar-
bitrary. The meeting was large and
stormy. Trustees were elected, but
they were divided on the choice uf
Mr. Payne.

The matter was finally referred to
the State Superintendent of Schools
in Albany, who sent a representative
to Palenville. Dr. Holcomb, a rela~
tive of Mr. Payne, was dropped from
the Board. .

Another house to house visitation
was made and the election of Calvin
Goodwin was the result. His sym-
pathies being with the Paynites, the
principal ¥as retained with an in-
creased salary.

As the whole asscssable, property
of Palenville amounts to about
200,000, the taxpayers waited ner-
ouily for the new rate. Before the
‘consolidation of the districts it had
been a little less than one per cent.
With skilful management the new
school should not cost s much to
operate as the two district schools.
