INCENDIARISM IN OTTAWA.

Catholic and Presbyterian Churches
Set on Fire.

Ottaws, April 4. —About 3o'clock this
morning series of fire alarms were rung,
the first three being false, whilst a latter
one was occasioned by a fire in the
Bank street Presbyterian church. The
fire was discovered by a lamplighter as
he was making his rounds. The brigade
had a hard fight with the flames, which
originated in the basement, and worked
its way through the ceiling, destroying
the Jmlpit, organ and front pews, and as-
cended to the roef, which with the in-
terior ot the edifice, was badly damaged.
‘The loss, which is estimated at $8,000,
is covered by an insurance of $14,000.
About the same time the caretaker of
St. Joseph's Catholic Church, while pre-
paring the ed:fice for five o'clock mass,
saw a candle burning behind the altar,
He lit the gas and saw a man standing
in the gallery. The wan at once made
his escape by the front door. Upon re
turning to the altar he found that fire
had been applied to the wood-work in
the entry and also to the organ, and his
timely appearance alone prevented the
destruction of the church, It is sur
mised that an organized gang had de-
termined upon the destruction of these
two churches. [t was rumored to-day
that several other churches had been set
on fire, but enquiry being made it prov-
ed untrue. The public are naturally
excited over this vill: ny and every effort
will be made to discover the perpetra-
tors, no clue to whom has yet been found.

NOYELTY IN CAR BRAKES.

An exhibition of car brake, invented
at Stratford, by Dr. Smith, known as “Dr.
Smith's patent safety lever brake,” took
place (Thursday) on the Northern Rail-
way passenger train. The following rail-
ways were represented : The Northern
ilway, by Mr. J. Harvie, traflic super-
intendent ; Toronto and Nipissing, by
sr. John Ilagas, mechanical superin.
tendent ; Toronto Grey and Bruce, by
wr. Preston, mechanical superintendent;
Cradit Valley railway, by Mr. Wilson,
mechanical supeirintendent ; the North
Simcoe railway by T. R. Fuller, director ;
atford & Huron railway, by S. D.
uller, president. In running into the
different stations the above gentlemen
closely observed the working of the
brake, and expressed themselves highly
satitied with quick stops made, and the
ease with which the brakes were thrown
oft the wheel of the cars. A full stop
was made on the Richmond Hil! grade
(one of the steepest on the Northern
railway)running at a sp@ed of forty miles
an hour, in forty seconds ; other stops
were made from twenly to thirty
seconds. The brake can be placed on
freight cars at a cost of about five or six
dollars per car, and when used will pre-
vent the necessity of brakemen goingon
when running, by which
many viluable lives will be saved. The
principle of the brake consists of being
worked by a continuous wire rope from
the tender of the engine to the rear of
the train, tha connection between each
car being made by clips similar to bell
cord couplings. The power can be ap-
plied by hand or steam, by drawing the
repe which passes through levers under
