Register tells us that a grove of trees in Cali­
fornia consisting of 1,680 contains not one 
which measures less than six feet in diameter.
A rare and magnificent white oak is to be 
seen in the Quaker’s burying ground in Salem,
N. Y. It ie more than 260 years old, and is 
remarkable for its enormous branches, which 
have a spread of 112 feet. A remarkable 
chestnut tree is growing in Berks, Pa. It ie 
nearly forty feet in circumference at its base, 
and tbe top of the tree can be reached by ateps 
fastened between the limbs. One ol the most 
remarkable of trees with a history is a russet 
apple tree in Skowhegan, Me., which was 
planted in 1762. In its branches a playroom 
for children has been built for half a century.

The Wolf and the Hare
Ont.

At length everything ia ready, and a fleet of 
steamers from St John’e, and of railing «raft 
of all kinde and sigea from large coasting 
schooners down to <*pfei* tMta, feora
every bay, atari out to look for the ice.

■hipa, crowded with aa many men as they ean 
hold, make two tripe of about a fortnight's 
duration each ; the first being devoted to the 
eaptnre ef the yonng eeale, at that time only 
a few weeks old, and the second to the de­
struction of the full grown animals.

As eeon aa 
tBe ice ia reached, the men scatter themselves 
about the field, running over the rongh sur­
face, jumping from block to block on loose 
ice, tumbling into holes and scrambling out 
again, wild with excitement in their search 
for seals. Each man acts independently, 
doing the beat he can for himself. Wb 
has killed a seal he stops

tbe skin with the blubber attached, 
fasten a cord to it, and then off again after 

ther seal, till he has got as many as he 
drag, when he returns, towing his load 

1 him to tbe ship. The men work with 
a will giving themselves scarcely time te eat 
or rest, for they receive a share of the profits 

rding.tothe number of seals that each man 
brings in,'and, if the season is successful, an 
active and daring man will make a large sum 
of money. The seals are valuable only for 
the oil which is tried ont ol their fat, and 
which ia employed for various lubricating pur­
poses, and for their skins, which are tanned 
and need principally, I believe far shoe leath­
er. They do not produce the pelt, which, 
when plucked and dyed, ie worked np into 
those lovely seal skin jackets that are as des­
tructive to the purse as they are delightful to 
the eye. The number of seals brought in 
annually ia very great, aa many as 500,000 
having been killed in a single season, and the 
business employs nearly 10,000 men. What

They had tetter act fairly in the matter and 
make a dean breast of it ; either frankly con­
fess the plaintiffs’ claim or give them data 
sufficient in law to justify the abeorptio 
their money and property.

Learned Orientalist's Opinion.

At their weekly meeting
