TORONTO, May 14 — The an­

nouncement of the date of the provin­
cial election is expected from the On­
tario government tq-day and it is un­
derstood that Monday, July 6, has 
been settled upon. In that event the 
formal nominations would 
June 29, one week earlier, 
csessary writs are now in course of 
preparation and will be issued shortly.

For the past two weeks the consid­
eration of an election by the cabinet 
has resolved into weighing the ad­
vantages of opening the polls on the 
last Monday in June or first in July.

WASHINGTON, May 14.—The re­

ported capture of Tampico by Con­
stitutionalists after a proplonged 
stubborn siege that ended with fierce 
fighting in the heart of the seaport 
added a new chapter to-day to the ex­
citing history of the Mexican situa­
tion, While the South American en­
voys and members of the American 
mission prepared for the Niagara 
Falls conference that is to be begun 
next Monday, officials in diplomatic 
and government circles discussed the 
possibility of developments that might 
grow out of the rebel victory.

It was believed the Constitutional­
ists immediately would move to im­
port arms and ammunition through 
Tampico for use in their southern 
campaign. If that were permitted, 
some officials suggested to-day that 
Huerta probably would protest that 
the halting of shipments of arms for 
him at Vera Cruz was unjust.

Despite the possibility of such a de­
velopment, the view was taken in 
many quarters that the capture of 
Tampico would dissipate embarassing 
circumstances created by the menace 
to big foreign interests.

President Wilson was expected to 
make representations to rebel leaders 
aimed at resumption of operations in 
the oil fields, Constitutionalists agents 
asserted the victory on the east coast 
would ease immediately the interna­
tional situation. They declare General 
Gonzales would protect all foreign 
property, thereby eliminating any 
necessity for intervention. -

Carranza’s agents claimed Gonzales’ 
victqry gave the Constitutionalists ab­
solute control of northern Mexico and 
assured the resumption of commercial 
relations between interior cities and 
the markets of the world.

That General Zaragoza’s Fédérais 
might attempt extreme reprisals in 
their reported retreat from Tampico 
was a fear unofficially expressed here 
to-day. -It was suggested that as they 
moved back from the coast through 
the rich oil territory, they might ig­
nite tanks of petroleum, directing its 
flown to the river and threatening a 
disastrous fire in Tampico. Military 
observaters stated that such a move 
was not to be expected.

Mexican army officer has informed 
General Funston that 70 murderers 
imprisoned in the prison of San Juan 
de Uluoa were released by mistake by 
the Americans, and are now in Vera 
Cruz, or with the bands that are plun- 
dring the country beyond the Ameri­
can outposts.

The results so far are that it lias 
been discovered that before the oc­
cupation there were 106 men charged 
with murder in San Juan, 
were also several score political pris­
oners and several hundred other men 
who were held simply to become re­
cruits in the federal army.

Among these murderers were many 
desperate bandits and professional 
criminals, most dangerous to any 
community.

When the United States opened the 
prison it freed these political prison­
ers. and as many of the “recruits” 
prisoners as were able to go. A great 
many of them, however, were too 
weak from their experiences to leave 
at all.

The 70 murderers who gained their 
liberty simply took the names of re­
cruits whom they terrified into silence. 
It has not yet been disclosed, but it is 
believed that some of the Mexican 
keepers and guards aided them in this 
matter.

Whether it was an attempted assassination, or merely a stray 

bullet, deponent sayeth not, but President Nelson of the Brantford 
Ball Club is not anxious to have the performance repeated. At 7.30 
last evening, in the Grand Trunk city ticket office, were assembled 
Mr. Nelson, Manager Deneau and Treasurer Roy Brown of the club. 
A conference was being held on how to avoid rainy weather, when 
suddenly, without a second’s notice or any premonition, -a bullet 
whizzed through the back window, and may be going yet. A piece of 
glass fell on the President’s ear, which was sufficient evidence of 
something unusual happening. Further evidence was discovered in 
the window pane, which showed a bullet hole so accurately punched 
that a professional glass driller could not have done better. Casually 
remarking that he believed the Fédérais had arrived and were making 
an attack, Mr. Roy Brown, with Deneau, proceeded to peer out the 
back window in an effort to see whence came the shot. Mr. Nelson 
remained religiously in the background. Later Messrs. Brown and 
Deneau went down to Water street, but no trace of any one with a 
gun could be found. They returned and proceeded to search for the 
bullet in the office, but could not find it. In the meantime Mr. Nelson 
had departed. It was thought that the bullet went right through thé 
front skylight into Colborne street. That it was a bullet there could 
be no mistake, but whence it came remained a mystery. It is believed 
that whoever fired the shot must have been on Greenwich street 
across the canal.

LONDON May 14.—A denial is 
issued by the British foreign office to­
day of the report published in this 
morning’s Standard declaring that 
Sir Edward Grey had had under con- 
sieration a despatch from Sir Lionel 
Carden. British minister at Mexico 
City, dealing exhaustively with the 
whole Mexican situation . The Stand­
ard added that the despatch was to be 
submitted to a cabinet meeting accom 
panied by the foreign secretary's, notes 
and declared that Sir Edward Grey 
advised that no useful purpose would 
be served by South American media­
tion and that he would indicate a line 
of policy which would go far to mini­
mize the possibility of further blood 
shed.

The official statement to-day de­
clares the statement of the Standard 
to be wholly unfounded.

Mrs. Dacre-hox, another prominent militant suffragette, who also 
had been summoned to appear at the police court on a charge of incit­
ing women to commit crime, appealed to the Marquis of Lansdowne, 
Unionist leader in the House of Lords, at his residence in Berkeley 
Square. She hammered at the door for a long time and caused the 
assemblage of a big crowd before she was'arrested by the police.
