Tbé British Reiief Forces will n‘t‘
Once Pash on.

At Least Two of Them willi Meet with
Immediate and Subbora
Upposition.

London Nov. 24.—The British gen-
erals will vie with each other in the
next ten days in trying to win glory
against the Boers. While they are co-
operating in a movement which bas
tactical uaity, their commands are
widely separate,and as far as im~
mediate objectives are comerned, are
independent of each other. As a re-
sult of this, rivalry among them is in-
evitable, and the military olubs here
will follow the three campaign with
keenest interest. The three command-
ers are MajsGen. Chas. F. Clery, in
Natal, who will lead the advance to
relieve Ladysmith; Maj-Gen. Paul S.
Methuen, commanding the flying
column, which has already started to
relieve Kimberley, and Maj-Gen.

William F. Gatacre, commanding the
British forces at Queenstown, in Cen-
tral Cape Coloay, who will push for-
ward to the Orange Free State Border
with the object of diverting the Boers
from the two-:British movements to
the east and west. All three generals
have served with distinction in India,
Egypt and South Africa. Clery is an
authority on tactics. Methuen has
commanded the Bechuanaland Horse
and knows as much as the Boers
about South African fighting. Gatacre
is an all-round fighter, who has seen
long service in India and fought with
Kitchener in Egypt. The two relief
expeditions will hold public interest
from the start. They are of two
widely different characters. Clery, in
Natal, is preparing to lead an army
of horse, foot and dragoons, with
heavy guns, up through tortuous
passes, where his advance will be
stuppornly contested. His ability will
be taxed to the utmost,and his suc-
cess will acrue to him gradually, cul-
minating in the wresting of Lady-
smith from the Boers. Methuea’s ad-
vance to relieve Kimberley wiil be
over the open veldt. He has no heavy
artillery, and his operations will con-
sist in ‘a campaign of brilliant adven-
ture, in an endeavor to sweep the
Boers before him in field fighting—a
kind of warfare they are said to dis-
like. His troops are in lightest march-
ing order, and will advance as often
as possible under cover of darkness.
With Methuen victory or defeat will
probably be quick and decisive. Mean-
while Gatacre, with a force of regulars
and local volunteers, will attempt to
force the Boers from Northern Cape
Colony, capture the border towns and
push on into Orange Free State terri-
tory. His expedition will not attract
the immediate interest that Methuen's
and Clery’s will, but thosé who know
Gataere say they would not be sur-
prised to learn that he had joisted
the British flag over Bloemfontein.
The forward movement of these gen-

erals will constitute the second chap-
ter of the South African war, and
“Englishmen are expecting it will
make a wpleasanter ending than the

first.
