VICTORY OF THE BRITISH TROOPS.
CAPTURE OF THE PEIWAR PASS.

The Ameer’s Reply to Lord
Lytton’s Ultimatum.

Frivay, Dec. 6.

en. Reberts has gained a complete vic-
tory over the Ameer’s forces, capturing
Peiwar Kotal and all the Afghsn cannon.
The enemy’s loss is heavy ; the British loss
80 killed and wounded. Capt. Kelso, of
the Artillery, and Capt. Anderson, of the
Pioneers, are among the killed,

Gen. Roberts telegraph from Peiwar-
Khotal on Dec. 4th as follows :—** During
the night of Dec. lat the Afghan position
was

Spergwar Pass. We surpri e enemy
at daybreak on the 2nd inst., when the
720d Highlanders and the 5th Goorkhas
gallantly drove the Afghans from several
positions. They afterwards endeavoured
to reach Peiwar-Khotal, but the assault
could not be delivered on that side. We
then threatened the enemy in the rear,
and attacked . and carried Piewar-Khotal
about 4 o’clock in the afternoon. The
enemy had on the previous evening re-
ceived reinforcements of four regimeuts.
They fought desperately, their artillery
being well served. The defeat, however,
was complete. We captured 18 guns and
a large quantity of ammunition. Our loss
is moderate. Major Anderson killed. Col.
Cobbe and Lieut. Munro wounded. Oar
men behaved admirably. We shall move
towards the Shutar-gargan Pass on Thurs-

aay.

Detailed reports of the fighting in the
Peiwar Pass show that the Afghans, who
were posted in some pine woods, resisted
Gen. Roberts’ second movement on the
Peiwar-Khotal most obstinately. Some-
times they even assumed the. offensive,
hard pressing the most advanced troops
until reinforcements came up. Not a
single body of Afghans remained unbroken
at the end of the day.

[The Peiwar Pass is about twenty-five
miles beyond the Khurum (or Mohammed
Azum’s) Fort, the first defence of the val-
ley, which was abandoned by the Afghans,
who fell back to the Peiwar. The Pass is
about 7,000 feet high, and well wooded.
The road to it from the.large town of Pei-
war—which is in the midst of a rich and
carefully terraced and irrigated tract,
abounding in provisions anc. forage—crosses
in its course of seven miles severel dee
ravines running through broken ground,
covered with wooded jungle, and in many
places commanded by the spurs from the
mountains.

A Berlin correspondent Bays:—‘‘ Ac-
cording to reports current in the Russian
papers, Russia has informed England of her
intention to occupy the Merv district, near
the northern frontier of Afghanistan,
should England annex ‘any portion of
Afghan territory. Similar reports were
current some time ago, but the correspond-
ent who telegraphed the above is rather
given to sending sensational despatches.”

Loxpox, Dec. 6.—A Lahore correspond-
ent says :—Gen. Roberts will probably
winter on the heights of the Peiwar Pass.
His vietory detaches 30,000 non-ortho-
dox Mussulmans from the Ameer's aun-
thority. According to private information
these Mussulmans are already sendin
levies into the British camp. It 1s re
that the Khoord-Cabul tribes are only kept
from deserting the Ameer by the presence
of troops. %‘wo Europeans were seen
among the defenders of Peiwar. An Afghan
general has presented himself at Peiwar.
Ten days more of clear weather is antici-
pated.

Loxpox, Dec. 8.—A Thull despatch says
the British killed at Peiwar are now esti-
mated at twenty. The vast supplies which
the Afghans had accumula for the
winter iu the villages around Peivnar greatly
relieve the commissariat.

The reply of the Ameer to the Viceroy’s
ultimatum has been received by the Indian
Government, dated the 19th November,
but not having reached Dakka before the
30th of that mongh it is believed to have
been rewritten after the receipt of the
news of the capture of Ali Musjid. The
Ameer criticizes the professed friendly in-
tentions of the British Government and
alludes to its action in . the t,
especially its intercession in behalf of
Yakoob Khan as contradictory of such in-
tentions. The Ameer explains that his
refusal to receive the mission. was not in-
tended to be hostile, but arose from a fear
of theloss of his independence—an appre-
hension which was confirmed by the allu-
sion in the ultimatum to protection being
given to the Khyberees who had been en-
gaged in escorting vhe mission. The Ameer
declares that no enmity exists between
Afghanistan and the British- Government.
He desires to resume his former friendly
relations, and, finally, says that he will not

resist the visit of a small temporary mis-
sion,

The reason is that the police authorities
believe the interests justice will be
served by keeping from the public occur-
rences of this kind ; this is an opinion
which the police authorities, and they
alome, entertain, the general impression
among other people being that the an-
nouncement of the presence of burglars,
and the giving of the details of
their operations would, in  many
instances, tend to frustrate their
further operations. However, these
things are made profound secrets by the
police, and it is very seldom that such
secrets leak out and get into the public
prints. One of .the secrets which en!aged
the attention of the detectives yesterday
was a robbery which took place yesterday
morning or on Tuesday night, whereby
from $1,500 to $2,000 worth of silks was
stolen from one of the wholesale ware-
houses of Messrs. John Macdonald & Co.
Pending the completion of Mr. Macdon-
ald’s new building, which faces on both
Wellington and Front streets, the firm has
rented three large warehouses in which
the stock is displayed. At Nos. 25 and 27
Wellington street east, on the south side,
c:?etl and woollens are kept ; at Nos. 38
and 40, on the north $ide, dress goods,
hosiery, and haberdashery are kept ; and
at No. 28, mantles, silks, and goods of that
kind are stored. It was at the last mention-
ed warehouse that the robbery took place.
The porter conpected with this branch of
the establishment became aware of it at
about half-past seven or eight o’clock yes-
terday morning when, on opening the
door, he found a quantity of wrapping
paper used for enclosing pieces of silk
strewed about the floor, He immediately
ted that burglars had been present,

and after locking the door again he sent for
a member of the firm. On the arrival of
this gentleman an examination of the
building was made, but with no very
satisfactory results. So far as could be cal-
culated then, ten pieces of black gros
grain silk and fifteen pieces of coloured
silk, were missing. The papers in which
they had been wrapped were strewed about
the floor, as noticed by the porter. There
was no evidence of a forcible entry having
been made, and the only disarrangement in
doors or windows was the ial
opening of an upstair back window,
which could not have been opened
from the outside as it was locked on the
inside. It was probably opened for the
urpose of dropping out some of the booty.
f it was, the plan seems to have been
abandoned in favour of the removal of the
silk by way of the fiont entrance, the
theory being that the robbers have pro-
vided themselves with skeleton keys for
the locks of that door. The finding of the
wrapping papers strewed in the direction of
the door seemed to favour that theory. The

I look forward with
much confidence to the inﬂuen;og iftl Ameri-
can industry and enterprise shortly pro-
ducing more fnvounbl? results than we
can now estimate.” In conclusion, he said
the Government were prepared to meet
Parliament’s ‘decision, however it might
affect the Ministry individually, but he
