In fact daring their seven years at
Subiaco and Rome, writes Mr. Put-
nam, * these two printers, who con-
stituted the first firm of publishers

in Ttaly, had printed twenty-nine
geperate works comprised in thirty-
six voldmes. The editions averag-
ed 275 copies of each volume, the
total output aggregating about 12,
500 volumes.” In degoribing the
works of the Venetian printers, Mr.

Putnam gives us some figures which
illustrate the cost of printing in that
oity at the period whereof he
writes, 1478. “ Au edition of 930
copies of the complete Bible,” he
says * was to be printed by Leon.
ardus for the price of 430 ducate,
the paper being furnished by Nico-
laus. Twenty of the copies were
to be relained by Leonardus, and
the ocost to Nicolaus of the 910
copies réceived by him would have
been, exclusive of the paper, about
$2,150, or per copy about $2.50.
The cost of the paper would have
brought the amount up to about $3.
The selling price of Bibles in 1492
appears to have varied from sik
duoats to twelve ducats, or from
$30 to $60, but it is probable thst
these prices covered various styles
of bindiogs.”
