The charter of the Canadian Pacific 

Railway was published last week. It is 
an extensive document fills five
columns of the daily Globe. The con­
tract is dated 5th February, 1873. The 
company is allowed till 1st January, 
1874, to complete their financial arrange­
ments. The road is to be built in ac­
cordance with the terms of the Act of 
last Session. It will be of the guage of 
4 feet 8 inches, snd is to commence at s 
point on or near the senth share of Lake 
Nlpiseing end terminate at the Pacific 
ocean.
