Nearly an Accident.—People have 
often been warned of the danger of. get­
ting on or off trains in motion, and have 
heard or read of frequent accidents which 
have occurred from a disregard of these 
admonitions, still they will not take 
warning.

The assistance of a gentleman who walk­
ed by the side of the train until after it 
had gone considerably past the platform, 
supporting the whole weight of the per­
son in danger was probably the means of 
preventing another accidental death be­
ing placed on record, for it was solely 
through his instrumentality that the pas­
senger was at lenth enabled to scramble 
aboard. Probably he was just about 
frightened enough to cause him hereaf­
ter when he is travelling by rail, to take 
hie seat before the Whistle gives notice of 
the start.

A Falsehood Nailed.

Why, owing to the 
unavoidable delay occasioned by the de­
spatch, the Advertiser did not come with­

So it is evident that the old lady up the 
street takes fits occasionally, and during 
their continuance shows her teeth most 
snappishly. Poor, feeble, decrepit old 
body ! forlorn relic of a bygone rrro, who 
gets angry when she thinks what she is

But we would not taunt her with her in­
firmities, but entreat forgiveness for her 
for the hitir she commits in her moments 
of peevishness.

Fenian Demonstrations im 
England and Ireland.

Board of School Trustees.
The Board met on Monday night. 

Present Mr. Fraser, chairman pro tern.; 
Messrs. Pirie, Newton, Bruce, McNeil, 
Watson, Harvey, Howard and Innés.

The report of the Financial Committee 
was presented, recommending the pay­
ment of A. Bruce’s account for repairs in 
schools, amounting to $75.24. The report 
was adopted.

The report of the Management Com­
mittee was presented. In reference to 
the memorial of the teachers of the Pri­
mary Schools, asking that in winter the 
mid-day recess be shortened half an hour, 
and the schools dismissed half an hour 
earlier in the afternoon, the committee 
decline to recommend any change. The 
report was adopted.

A petition of the C hristia-delphian 
Association, asking for the use of the 
North Ward School in which to conduct 
religious service on Sundays was referred 
to the School Property Committee.

The Board then adjourned.

Dramatic and Musical Association 
—We understand that it is the intention 
of a number of the young men of the town 
to form a dramatic and musical associa­
tion, which shall continue during the 
winter months. Whatever different opin­
ions may he entertained of the drama, it 
must be admitted by all that the nSusical 
part is a happy idea, and we hope that 
the Association may prosper and accom­
plish the design of its formation, which 
is to afford a source of entertainment to 
the young men of Guelph throughout the 
winter, and turn their tastes aqd inclina­
tions into a different channel from that 
in which they would be apt to run, if each 
was left to choose for himself the means 
by which he might beguile his leisure 
hours. There is one evil habit that is 
rapidly spreading among the youth of 
the present day, that is, an over-indul­
gence in trashy works of fiction. If the 
drama does nothing else it will probably 
direct their minds and determine their 
choice afterwards for a different and a 
better kind of reading. The attainment 
of excellence in elocution is very much 
assisted by the beauty and excellence of 
of the composition used for recitation, and 
we have known not merely a taste for 
fine reading established in the minds of 
boys by their being laid under the neces­
sity of committing to memory extracts 
from the best English authors for reher- 
8*1, but an actual passion for dignified 
diction and nicely rounded periods. Any­
thing then that has a tendency to influ­
ence the youthful mind in the direction 
of a healthy kind of literature should re­
ceive encouragément. When we add 
that Mr Armour is to be the leading spirit 
in the Association we shall have said 
enough to convince those who have had 
proofs of that gentleman’s histrionic ta­
lents that young men who join the Asso­
ciation, ahd are possessed of any of the 
elements of the elocutionist, may blame 
their own indifference if they do not make 
satisfactory progress.

From the Cobourg World.

Some potatoes, though exceedingly 
small, have very coarse skins. A case to 
illustrate this lias come to hand during the 
week. Only twice have we ever thought 
it worth while to refer to the sayings and 
doings of that brilliant sheet, the Guelph 
Advertiser, and that in the kindest man­
ner possible. On the first occasion he 
had become so excited over the remark 
aole victories of his lately espoused party, 
that he went into hysterics on the “ tri­
umphs upon triumphs ” which were 
“ rolling on,” and became so exuberant 
over the “ constellations ” which “ in 
brightest glory” were “ bestudding the 
meridian sky,” that we at once decided to 
make a "cluster” of him, and hang him 
up as a beacon light in the otherwise 
dark "horizon.” For that politeness, we 
were sentenced to an immediate discon­
tinuance of peaceful relations, and the 
deprivation of the privilege of perusing 
his " hifalutin ” sheet as an exchange.

This infliction being inflicted, things 
passed along as comfortably as possible 
without the light of this cluster ; and the 
World moved on. Last week, in the 
discharge of his important duties as local 
gossip for the town of Guelph, he dragged 
to the notice of his readers the case of a 
family quarrel which had been before the 
good cadi for settlement. For this very 
proper piece of interférence, he received a 
black eye from the head of that family, a 
notice from the Hamilton limes, and 
other papers, and among the rest, a few 
complimentary words from ourselves. 
This time we receive a somewhat stronger 
proof of his regard. He could not visit 
us with the horror of a stoppage of the 
exchange,—we had been killed by that 
accident before ; but he could " put us in 
the paper,” which would be, we suppose, 
a still more terrible punishment. It is, 
indeed, “ a sad case.” When we -com­
menced to read, we expected the contro­
versial “ heavens ” would be rent by the 
burst of some majestic orb, or that the 
“ meridian sky” in that locality would be 
“ bespangled ” with the brilliancy of a 
“ constellation,” in the comprehension 
and exhibition of which, as usual, the 
conflict between eloquence and imagina­
tion would “ bedazzle” the vision of infe­
rior “ constellations” in that “ horizon,” 
and add “ triumph upon triumph” to the 
already brilliant fame of the young man 
inflated. No such thing 1 After address­
ing a communication to himself, in the 
columns of his own paper, and contenting

RE-CAPTURE OF THE FENIAN, KELLY. 

GABIBALDI RECOVERING !

THE EUROPEAN CONFERENCE.

London, Nov. 25th—Excited demon­
strations have occurred in all the large 
cities of England and Ireland- among the 
Fenian sympathisers, but there was no 
open riot.

Belfast, Nov. 25th—Several formidable 
bread riots have occurred here lately, but 
were suppressed.

Liverpool, Nov. 25—It is reported that 
Kelly, the Fenian rescued at Manchester 
some time since, has been recaptured on 
the steamer Oily of Paris, at Queenstown 
bound for New York.

Florence, Nov. 25th—The Ministers of 
War and Justice in the new Cabinet have 
been chosen deputies to Parliament, after 
a closely contested election.

A bulletin from Varignano reports that 
Garibaldi is considered better by his phy­
sicians this morning.

Paris, Nov. 25, evening—-The Emper­
ors of Russia and Austria have formally 
signified their intention of participating 
the proposed conférence for the settle­
ment of the Roman question as suggested 
by the Emperor Napoleon, as have also 
nearly all the smaller powers of Europe. 
The course that Prussia may pursue in 
the matter is not officially known, but it 
is believed she will send representatives. 
The note recently sent from Gt. Britain 
on the subject is accepted here as a mere 
formal objection. His Holiness the Pope 
is known to oppose in advance any action 
of the conference which invades the 
rights he now enjoys, and particularly 
any plan divesting him of Ms temporal 
power.

London, Nov. 25th—Despatches have 
been received which state that the illness 
of Garibaldi was caused by the haish 
treatment of the Italian prison officials, 
who took that course with a view of dri­
ving him to the United States or else- 
wkere.out of the country.

London, Nov. 25—Notice was given in 
the House of Commons this evening that 
the Seward-Stanley letters relative to the 
Alabama claims, would be called for on 
Thursday next.

Failure of the Weals Fishsry.—The 
whaling fleet has returned after a very 
unsuccessful crùise. The Dundee Ad­
vertiser, says that this ^eas has been the 
most unlucky one which has yet been 
known in the trade, and that this will be 
the more severely felt in consequence of 
the great amount of capital now invest­
ed in the screw steamers employed in the 
whale fishing. One of these fully equip­
ped is worth about three of the old 
class of sailing vessels, and it is comput­
ed that the average loss on each steam 
whaler will be £5,000, reckoning wages 
and provisions at £3,00$ ; insurance, 
£1,000 ; and tear and wear £1,000. This 
on ten ships amounts to £60,000 of act­
ual loss ; but the difference between an 
almost total failure and a good ordinary 
fishing can .scarcely be reckoned at less 
than £100,000.
