Forty-two died between April 1 and August 
13 of the present year. Owing to the ex 
traordinary energy of the Board of Health, all 
the diseased people have been collected in, 
save about fifty or sixty, who have eluded 
their vigilance by hiding in mountain caves, 
where they are secretly attended by their 
relatives. Each leper sent to Molokai re 
ceives from the government a house, three 
pounds of paiai per day, and three pounds 
of salt salmon or five pounds of fresh beef 
per week. They are allowed to cultivate the 
land, but as the disease attacks their hands 
and feet, they are soon disabled from labor 
and resign themselves to death. There are 
in the settlement two churches, one Protes- 
tant, with a white pastor, and one Catholic, 
attended by a young French priest, who has 
had the courage to devote himself to his co- 
religionists. For very bad cases there is an 
hospital, an extensive range of buildings, 
where over one hundred patients now lie in 
hopeless resignation. These are attended 
by other lepers, and receive the consolation 
of extra rations of tea, sugar, bread, rice, or 
other food.

A correspondent who has just returned 
from a visit to Molokai gives a harrowing 
account o the scenes which met his view. 
It seems that the disease is not that of the 
Scriptures, nor such as is said to exist in 
China. It is a disease of thebloodand istrans- 
missableonly by contact of an abraded surface 
with the sore. Its first noticeable signs are 
a slight puffiness under the eyes and a swell 
ing of the lobes of the ears. The symptoms 
which next follow vary indifferent individu- 
als, but a marked sign is the retraction of 
the fingers, so that the hand comes to re- 
semble a bird’s claw. The face swells in 
ridges, leaving deep furrows between, and 
these ridges are shiny and painless. The

features are horribly distorted. Two or 
three young boys of twelve looked like old 
men of sixty years. The faces of the older 
people are at first baboon like and revolting, 

an appearance which is much redeemed, how- 
ever, by the mild, sad eyes. At a later 
stage, these rugous swellings break into fes- 
tering sores, the nose and eyes are blotted 
out, and the body becomes putrid. In 
other cases the extremities are most severely 
attacked.

"The fingers, after being drawn in like 
claws, begin to fester. They do not seem 
to drop off, but rather to be absorbed, the 
nails following the stumps down ; and I 
actually saw finger nails on a hand that had 
no fingers. The nails were on the knuckles; 
the fingers had all rotted away. The same 
process of decay goes on with the toes; in 
some cases the whole foot had dropped 
and in many the hands and feet were healed 
over, the fingers and toes having dropped 
off. But the healing ef the sore is but tem- 
porary, the disease breaks out again. Ema 
ciation does not seem to follow. I saw very 
few wasted forms, and those only in the 
hospitals, and among the worst cases. 
There appears to be an astonishing tenacity 
of life, and I was told they mostly choke to 
death, or fall into s fever caused by swallow- 
ing the poison of their sores when these at- 
tack the nose and throat.”

How the disease is contracted nobody 
definitely knows, but it is the opinion of i 
the physician in charge that it may be 
surely conveyed by innoculation, and he 
thinks no other method of contamination 
probable. There are several women on the 
island, confirmed lepers, whose husbands 
are at home and sound,and men whose wives 
are sound. On the other hand, there is a 
w man on the island who had three hus 
bands, each of whom in a short time after ; 
marrying her became a leper. There are 
children, lepers, whose parents are not 
lepers, and there are parents lepers whose 
children are at home and healthy. One 
reason is given why the disease 
has been more frequent within the 
past ten years. The island was about then 
ravaged by small pox, and the Governmer t 
compelled all people to be vaccinated. It is 
stated that the virusused was of an impure 
kind, often being taken from persons not 
in sound health. This was probably at the 
time unavoidable, but as to the result there 
seems to be no doubt in the minds of those 
best acquainted with the case, and best 
qualified to judge. This fact offers

They live under a perpetual 
quarantine, are cut off from all interc urse 
with the outer world, and are considered 
dead to society and the law. । 
When beyond the very earliest stage, the dis- ■ 
ease is adjudged to be incurable, the patient I 
is arrested by the authorities and sent to 
the settlement of Molokai to live out his al 
lotted span in an enforced se lusion. His 
wife is granted an absolute divorce, and 
may marry again, his estate is administered 
upon as though he were really dead; he is 
no longer capable o’sing or being sued, and 
can hold no mere communication with his 
fellows except through the Board of Health.

The establishment of this remarkable com- 
munity was begun in 1865, but the law was 
not enforced under the late King, who, him 
self a leper, granted so many exemptions as 
to disceurage the officers from carrying it 
out. But since the present King has been 
in power, it has been rigidly executed, 
and it is this which has caused the greatout- 
cry about leprosy, that has lately been 
heard in all parts of the United 
States, especially on the Pacific 
coast. So consistent are the people trading 
with these island ls, that, while the lepers were 
scattered among the general inhabitants, 
eating at the same table, smoking the same 
pipe, and sleeping under the same tapas 
with their own people, no danger was ever 
apprehended from visiting them; but as
