LADEN WITH JEWELS.

Last evening about 8 o’clock a China-
man entered the loan office of Mr. A. A,
Asronson and offered for sale an upper
mouth-plate of solid gold, to which was
attached five - teeth. Knowing that the
plate could not be the property of the
Chinaman, because, while it was worth
fully 850, the celestial wanted to dispose
of it for $10, Mr. Aaronson sent for the
police, and while waiting for their arrival,
kept bargaining with the Chinaman.
Finding that he could not obtain $10,

One gold brooch, pair of ‘gold chain
bracelets, one lady’s watch-chain, and a
bunch of eleven keys on a ring.

The Chinaman, who gave his name as
Ah Lee, offered no explanation of how
he had become possessed of the jewelry,
and was therefore locked-up in & cell until
morning. While the police were examin-
ing the jewelry, Mr Aaronson entered the
lock-up, and picking up the ball-earings
mentioned in the sbove list, he touched &
hidden spring, when the outer shell
opened and revealed inside of each a carat
and a-half diamond, of the purest water,
making the pair worth over $300 instead of
about $5, as would appearfromtheir firstap-
pearance. These earrings are of new de-
.sign and are intended for evening wear,
‘the outer case or ball being designed with
tthe object of concealing the gems while
their owner is going to or coming from
an evening party or ball. Up to 2 late
hour last night the police had received no
intimation as to the ownership of the

jewelry. The Chinaman will be brought
before the police magistrate this morning,
when the owner, if in the city, will prob-
ably be on hand to claim the property,
which is worth over $600. Mr. Aaronson
deserves every credit for being instrumen-
tal 1 the capture of Ah Lee.

While being searched, two policemen
held Ah Lee, who kicked and fought
strongly. He struck at Supt. Sheppard,
who was searching his pockets, and the
latter knocked him down and ironed him,
after which he quietly submitted to the
ordeal.
