REARRANGING THESALARY BYLAW.
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Ald. McMillan’s New Scheme—1t s Read a ||
_ Becond Time and Referved.

in the West End, which can_be said to extend

rom Spadina-avenue to the western terminus
of the street ruilw&y, the married man.is in a
greal majority: e went west in order that
he might 'build a home for himself where pro-
perty was still comparatively cheap. There-
fore, when he geces- out to enjoy a Saturday
afternoon holiday he. has to take his family
along with him, and car fare thus becomes an
importanst item.,

If it is Sunday he must stay .at home, or
else take a three or four mile walk undera
broiling sun. Now, thers is no reason why
one of the ferry companies should not build a
wharf at some point more convenient o the
West Enders than the. Brock-street dock, A
little enterprise in this direction would doubt
less be rewarded by increased traffic between
the city and the Island, and certainly the
company whicli first endeavared to accommo-
date’ the citizens from thie far west would
profit by its attention to the wants of . a very
deserving portion of the community. Strachan-
avenue bas now been opened from King-street
to the lake shore. -'Would not the foot of this
thoroughfare be an excellent spot from which
to start a line of ferries to the Island? Brock-
street wharf could be called at en route.
