The World Interviews a Large Number
of the Jews of Toronto,

Several members of the Jewish com-
munity in this city having written to The
World indignantly repudiating the slander
of The News, a reporter was detailed to get
the consensus of opinion of the Jews in
business in Torouto on the subject. From
the interviews subjoined it will be seen
that there is & undnimity of opinion stig-
matizing the attack as a gratuitous insult
and unmitigated falsehood.

A. Franklin, 29 Queen-street west, said
the statenient in The News was, to say the
least, ridiculous. The Jews do not wish
to keep open their stores on Sundays no
more than Christians.  He thought the
paragraph was an insult to the Hebrews.

Philip Cohen, 69 Queen-street west, knew
of no Jews that wished to do business on
Bunday. They work long enough as it is
now without working an extra day. He
favored Sunday cars because he considered
them a necessity.

Elias Robinson, 67 1-2 Queen west, con-
sidered The News’ statement all ‘nonsense
and entirely without truth. He favored
Sunday cars and thought they would be a
great benefit.

J. Stein, 87 Queen west, may vote for
Bunday cars, but would not like to see the
shops open on Sunday.

J. Cohen, 97 Queen west, said Yhe Jews

are law-abiding citizens. They believed in
living up to the laws of the country they
lived in. Tt was their policy 'wheén they
lived in Rome to do as the Romans do.
The Jews do not wish to open stores on
Sunday, mnor would they as long
as it is  agaiost the laws  of
Canada to doso. He characterized The
News’ paragraph as an insult to the He-
brews, and was glad to know The World
The Jews only
want Sunday as a dsy of rest and facilities
to enjoy an outing.
. “A. Smith, 103 Queen west, said The News
had insulted his people. The Jews do not
want to do business on Sunday, but want
the same privileges as those who have car-
riages or can hire them.

J. Draiman, 125 Queen west, does not
want to keep his store open on
Bunday. Although the Jews do not con-
sider Chridtians observe the proper day,
they always) observed the day that the

eople of the country did in which they
ived. .

B. Danson, 131 Queen west, said there
was no common sense in the accusation, but
it was on a par with the other arguments
used by that paper. He wants Sunday cars
because it will give him a chance to take an
suting Sunday afternoon.

“Jt is uncalled for and not true,” said
Mr. J. Singer of 133 Queen west. “I am
certain our people do not wish to keep open
stores on Sunday. They are- all perfectly
satisfied to do as the peopie of the conntry
do in which they. live.” He was in favor
of Sunday cars, but had heard nothing that
would warrant the editorial in The News.

L. Levinsky, 205 York-street, said the
Jews were much displeased at The News,
as there was not the slightest truth in the
statement.

M. Gorfinkel, 109 York-street, said the
Jews believed in keeping the laws of the
country, and keeping open stores on the
Christian Sabbath was never thought of.
Although a large number of. the
Jews observed two Sabbaths, no alteration
was expected nor wanted.  They all expect
to submut to the laws of ‘the country and
do so without grumbling. He wants the
poor to have the same privileges as the
rich as far as Sunday cars are concerned.
T'he News has not the slightest ground for
insinuating that the Jews wished to break
the laws.

E. Weinberg, 129 York-street, said Sun-
day is the only day for rest. He would
prefer being able to keep both days. There
is no truth in the report being circulated by
The News.

H. Albert, 83 Queen-street west, said
the Jews are as law-abiding citizens
as the Gentiles and obeyed the laws
of the country. They < can make
a living in five days. The poor should
have Sunday cars the same as the rich have
their carriages. The News editor does not
know what he is writing about when he
says we wanted to keep open on Sunday.
