* THE horrible process or DOCKING a 
HORSE’S TAIL

One of the worst of all the imported manias 
fashion is the docking of carriage horses, 

■OW practiced in defiance of the law. It is 
a relic of the days when bull bailing and dog 
fighting were national sports in England, 
and appeared to have reached its climax in 
this country about 40 years ago. Even then 
it was practised upon horses of the scanty, 
•pear-tailed variety, but now nothing ie

Lees than n month ago the bçst horse 
shown under saddle at the Madison 
horee show was ordered out of the ring ba­

the owner was too humane to deprive 
the brute of nature’s adornment and almost 
the sole protection against the legion of pes- 
tlferious insects which madden horses in this 
climate. If the Humane Society would en­
courage such horse owners, a medal should 
he awarded both man and horse.

In England the mosquito is unknown, and 
flies and gnats abound in very sparing quan- 
this*. On that account the practice is cruel 
osüy at the time of the amputation, The 
ladders who Insist that their horses shall be 
mutilated and exposed say the operation is 
painless end that the horse will not notice it 
ms—gh to stop feeding. Unprincipled farri- 

be found who support them in this 
ridiculous claim.

In contradiction of this is the whole ana- 
tf loti structure of the tail. Its angle of 

ti universal, as it is swung to any 
part ef the body at the will of the horse. In 
order to do this a thousand little muscles 
and sinews are required. The energy which 
calls these into play is represented by a 
multitude of nerve fibers, while in the 
tre of the tail Is the spinal cord which is the 
center of the nervous system.

The purchaser of a carriage horee in New 
York will not buy a docked horse except it 
be a high-bred hackney. He is afraid the 
horee will be second-hand. A fine, green ' 
horee, fresh from the pastures of the country, 
is brought to his stables, and a farrier sum­
moned who brings a charcoal furnace, sharp 
knives, ligatures and a sort of plumbiug kit 
with him. The horse is slung from the floor 
in • canvas hammock, so that his feet are 
lifted from the floor, and a fence is crowded 
close to hie heel, to prevent him from hurt­
ing the gentleman who is about to make 
him “ in fashion." Then the long hair of 
tail is turned back so ae to bare the place 
where the cut is to be made, and a cord is 
tied about the tail. With a keen knife the 
farrier then hews and whittles until the flesh 
and nerves are cut down to the bone. Then . 
the point of the knife is driven through the 
joint, severing the spinal cord, and while 
the horee gives an agonizing scream the tail 
drops into the farrier’s hand.

The worst is not over.
Now the charcoal furnace is brought for­

ward, and red -hot irons are taken from the 
glowing coals to be jabbed into the raw 
etomp to stop the flow of blood. Before 
proceeding at all the doors are closed and 
the windows darkened, that no one may 
witness the crime against nature, and bring 
both operator and procurer within the grasp 
ef law. —
