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and settlers of different nationalities. All the separate
national characters and charactenistics areJost, however,
in the one great fact that Canada is a part of the British
empire. In the words of Mr. Froude, *“ The Colonies
are a part of ourselves ; they are British subjects; they
honour and love their Sovereign, though they never look
upon her presence . . . and they are proud of
belonging to a nation on whose flag the sun never sets.”
