Your request for a brief statement ro-
specting the crops in my district cumo to
hund  yesterday, Sowe picces of oats
have been killed by thoe tide, aud sowe
stnall patches ot buy wte su covered with
mud that they cannot be cut. While the
loss by the tide will be felt somowhat by
u few persons, in the aggregate it will be
very smulle Tho loss by the wet weather
is u serious one, and every day becoming
more so; in fuct, should the weathor
continue  couple of weeks longer it will
becomy terrible.

Not one-half of the marsh Euglish hay
has been secured, indecd somo large hay
furimers have only one-thitd of their crop
yet housed. ‘The crop is above an average
one, still I do not belicve five per cent.
of the English hay this year will be fst
cliss—cut i proper seison and well cured
witheut damage by min or fog or tide.
Under the best of citcumstances the hay
cut alter this can only be fuir to middliug,
There has been very little entively lost,
and very little ulso will be really fit to
press. It will be nearly all fit for feed
for young cattle, making faiv but not tat-
wning feed. 1t our hay has to contemd
in muket with hay from sections of the
country having had o good harvest, the
commercial loss will he fifty per cent.—
not so wmuch, it all the country sulfers
alike, as the best hay that ean he got
will have to be used, poor though it way
VLe. The later grasses are lighter thun
usual.

The weather has damaged the wheat
crop materially, so rank a growth was
produced that the mins lodged it so
adly that alinost every field has poitions
lying which do not fill and will be an
utter loss. Then a kind of rust has
attacked many fields, which will reduce
the yield in quantity and particularly in
quality. Other crops sulter from rank
growth, but not so wmuch as wheat.  The
potatoes are going with the rust, about
the usual time of the month but, con-
sidering the season is late, early. llay
suffering to be cut; Crin ripening and
no weather for harvest.  Never saw such
beautifuf prospects for the tarmer so
blighted by a tew weeks of bad harvest
weather, Hiraye Brack.

FROM JOHN ROSS, ESQ., NEW GSASGOW.

1 have to inform you that in this dis-
trict the crops lave been losked upen as
very favourable up to about two weeks
ago. Dut the weevil has made its appear-
ance with a most destrinctive eflect. Nowe
has escaped asfar as I can learn, except
wheat sown in Apriland in the fiest three
days of May. The damnage done to the
wheat crop m thiz county is chormous,
us more wheat hag been sown than in any

provivus year. I heard one farmer say-
ing that the weevil injured him to the
amount of two hundred dollars,

‘There has been miost unfavorablo wea.
ther for hay-muking since tho 4th inst.
A great wany in this neighbourhood
finished hay-making in the guud weather
in July, but further up the river and in
inland settloments the huy erop is not
nearly seeured, and is greatly damaged
in quality.

Pottoes, Ouatv and Barley are very
promising.

Yonr letter of the 23rd inst. was daly
received.  ‘Uhis scason has been the worst
here for many years, the frequent and
heavy showers of min from the Ist of
Aprl to the 15th inst. bhave very much
injured the crops. The high and sandy
sotls have not suflered so much, bot are
mote or less tnjured hy the continued
wet weather.  “The high tides of the 17th
tist. overflowed and broke in some of the
dykes near Annapolis Town and other
places along the Annapolis River, amd
swept off the hay and damaged the gmss,
estimated by some about a thousand dol-
fars.  Ilay, althongh an abundant crop,
tnlly one-tourth has been so much dam-
aged by min it is worthless for fodder.
This being the odd year, apples will not
Ly anything like th. abundaut erop of last,
but will not come ar short of an average
oue.  Wheat, a greater breadth sown
than for many years, was much injured
by the wet, bt as a whole the crop is
fair. Rye, o, and barley have improved

in the fine weather the lust ten days,
especinlly tho late sown, and promiso a
fuir yield, Potatoes will bo short of un
averago crop.  Corn, with but few ex-
ceptions, n failure.  Turnips, mangolds,
sugur beots, &c., where the land has been
properly drained, promise a good yield.

We have
had, sinee the first of this current month,
weather which was ealeulated to be very
uniavourable to all the crops, and the
prople tslt that the total destruction of
all the crops was inevituble, but now the
weather having eleaved up and become
more favorable, the crops of all kimls
show a healthy and prosperous condition,
1 de not mean but there ars us usual ex-
ceptions, for some wheat ficlds show the
ravages nuude by the weevil,  Those ex-
ceptions seem to be limited to the wheat
{that was svwn between the middle of
May and the first of June. Early sowing
looks week and is now fit to Le bound,
Iate sowing looks well and promises to
be 1 good crop.

That a goud deal of our hay crop has
been housed in a partinlly damaged con-
dition there cannot be & doubt, and that
a good deal has yet to be made which ie
also partially damaged by the weather
not permitting it to have been made in
season, still it is impossible to estimate

In reply to your request, I will give
you, 1 think, as near a correct statement
as can be given at present. The hay
erop is very good, some of it was aamaged
with the wet weather, but none iost,
thete was a grect deal more made than
last year, the dry land was extra.  Tho
wheat is somewhat dumaged by weevil,
but 1 think will be an average crop, the
wet weather caused a great deal of the
grain to ludge.  The winter rye is very
good, some of it reached the height of
eight feet ; the barley I never saw look
better, and, thank God, we have very
fine weather to make it, it is two or threo
weeks later than last year; the blight
has taken the potatoes, but I think it tho
weathet continues dry there will be very
few lust ; other roots ure very fine.
