ment to us, we immediately anticipated the
worst.  On appearing at the time appoint-
ed, we were simply infarned that an impe-
rial order had arvived, to the éifect that we
should leave the conniry withont delay. We
demanded the veason of such summary pro-
ceedings against ns. The councillor of po-
lice said, that, <o far as he knew, the'sovern-
ment had nothing azainss us personally, but
tint the nature of onr functions was disliked
by them. We remonstrated on the ground
of the rights of consciencz. and that divine
and eternal truth which we had made known;
on that of our rieht as British subjects mi-
nistering to our fellow-countrymen; and on
the ground of the privilemes ‘which, by the
ancient aud hospitable laws of Hungary, we
had acquired by a ten years® residence in the
country.  Farther, we pointed to the serious
loss i property which we should sustsin,
and stifl more to the eruelty of expelling us,
with our young and tender families. at an
inclemen' seasen of the year which, from
the sickly state of come of their number, we
offered to prove, would be attended with dan-
gerto life.  We may mention that extreme
winter cold, which may set in at ay time,
ranges in that country from zero to ten or
twelve dearces Fahrenheit below it; and,
when a raiiway teain is impeded by a snuw-
storm, the passengers must walk great dis-
tances on foor amonyg piercing winds and
drifting suowe, and seck accommodation 1
the peasamts’ huts.  Iad not God temperedd
the winds 10 our shorn lambs, such wenld
have been the fate of omr little ones also, s0
far a5 the clemency of the Austrian govern-
ment tended to prevent it

The councillor of police, who hehaved
thronghout with the greatest courtsey, said
that he was the mere organ of the govern-
ment, and had no discretion whatever in the
matter hut olfered to lay our representati-
ons hefore the ministry, and communicate
to us the result.  We immedintely adopted
the most eilicient means of bringing the sub-
ject before our own amhassador and the cen-
tral government, and intended ourselves pro-
ceeding to Vienna in a few days ifan un-
favourable answer should arrive. On the
third day we were again eted to appear.—
We were informed that the government, as
the only answer they could give to our re-
moastrances, had sent a 'more stringent or-
der than hefore ; that we should leave the
country immediately; that we must take
our departure on the following Thursday;
and that, if we did net keep the time ap-
pointed. foree won!d beemploved. ‘Phe his-
tory of those few dazs it would be vain at-
tempting to depict. ~ The sorrow and love
marked on every conntenance—the outpony-
igs of these in every form in which they
could find utterancc—our own witer exhaus-
tion of bady, mind, and feeling—the Leart-
rending sceues of lust farewells againand a-
gain repeated’ by those who, having onco
eft ws, returned to perform snew that act
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which was lacerating thelr own and our ho
soms ;—all this, and much besides, forms a
picture which it is impossible to describe, na
itever will be 1o efiace it from our memo-
ries. Qur beloved Pesth, where wo had Ja-
boured for ten long vears, often under much
discouragement, nz, by the Lord's blessing,
with much suceess—tiat ¢ity, where alinost
the whole period of our ministerinl course
had been spent—where many people of the
Lord now dwe!t, to whom we were kunitsoul
to soul—where we Lal enjoyed & Christian
fellowship, in a degree seldom found on
carth, free from jealousivs and suspicions, in
the full open-hearted generous flow of love
—we were now leaving, and perhaps, for e-
ver. Lord, lay it not to the charge of thoso
who have thus rudely trode on the tenderest
divine and human affections !

We tonk our departure on the morning of
the 15th of January, amidst the tears of our
much-loved brethren. On the same even-
ing we reached Vienna. Yrom the manner
in which the B.itish ambassudor had receiv-
ed Mr. Bdwards. and our own first apphea-
tion throuzh an influential member of our
Eunglish cungregation, we entertained but
litile hope firvan his interference in the mat-
ter. The vesnlt justificd our anticipations,
We cannot fur bear from mentioning the ex-
treme kinduess which we received from the
Amcrican minister, who not only accorded
to us Lis fullest sympathy, but ofiered every
assistance which he conld render within the
limit of Lis functions. and generousl puthis

t our disposal—a hinduess which wo
fot requite to avail ourselves of, The
Lord watched over us daring our homeward
journey. and, though with soime warnings of
what might have happened withous His spe-
cial protection, has Gisappoinied onr fears,
and bronaht us ro the end of our journey in
peace.  May the spirit of prayerbe given to
onr friends in Scotland for those we have
left behind, -
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
